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THE POULTRY HOUSE.

As every thing connected with poultry
now-i days has a peculiar inferest, we
give the following sensible rpmarks from
an-English agricultural journal 7

“ Firss of the roots and nest house.
The floors should be sprinkled with ash-
ég, or [oam pulverized-peat, or fine char-
coal, and the Hoor should be cleased off
every week. A

The yard should contsin a grass plot,
some fing gravel, slaked lime, dry ashes,
and pure water. The nest should be
lined with moss, heath or straw. Evi-
dently the Dorkings are the best breed;
they will lay anp average of 185 e
each per anmum. Fowls with black legs
arc best for roasting, while those of
white legs are best for boiling. If you
want theimn to sit early, leave the cggs
under themi. Fowls in their native hab-
its.never lay moro eggs than they can
hatel). *‘Remeuntber that no suteess can
be expected from poultry-keeping if Lheir
houses be damp, cold, unclean, or badly
ventilated ; if ‘their food does not ap-
proximate to that which they can get in
a state of nature, viz: a mixture of ani-
mal or vegetable food ; if the water they
drisk be stagnant, the drainage of the
manure heap, ete., or if the strongest
and handsomest be not bred from.”
