of success. Bafiled, but not discouraged,
be advances hic line of intrenchments,
and prepares, with the morning light, to
tesume his bloody task. The north wind
sweepsover the prairies, as it only sweeps,
in Texas, a stormy lullaby to the stormy
passions of those contending hosts. The
darkness is broken ooly by the feeble
blaze of a few huts, fired by the Texans,
which had furnished a cover to the ene-
my. The flames curled upward with a
sickly glare, and their fitful flasties throw
s lurid light for 3 moment upon the
slumbering srmy aod expires. The
reign of darkness and of silence is now
restored.

The next day the Mexicans appear
inactive, though engaged in the construe.

There is
but little firing on either side, Travis
and his men, with spirits unsubdued and
with energies weakened, but mnot ex-
hausted, are applying their contrsoted
resources to the purposes of defense.—
No beart falters; no pulse throbs with
diminisbed power ; no band sbrinks from
the labor that necessity inposes. Allis
sonfidence snd determinsatior, :nd in eve-
ry breast there is firm reliance, spring-
ing from the holiness of the cause and
the certainty of its final triumph.

Sundsy follows, but brings no rest to
those whom God has created in his own
image, and who, in violation of his com-
mands, are thus yielding to their erring
and unhallowed passions. Perhaps with-
in the chapel of the Alamo, consecrated
to the worship of the Almighty, and
distinguished by the emblem of suffering
and of salvation which surmounts the
dome, hpads may be bowed in prayer to
the God of battles for deliverance from
their sanguinary foe; but that foe takes
no heed of Sabbaths. Fxclusive follow-
ers, as they proclaim themselves, of the
true church, they doom to destruction
the very temple they have created for
its worship; and, kissing the cross sus-
pended from the necks and planted be-
fore every eamp, they point their guos
upon the symbal for which they profess
such unbounded reverence. The fire of
the Mexican srtillery keeps company
with the mibutes ss they roll or.—
Morning, mid-day and evening are
passed, yet there is no faltering amdug
those who are defending the Thermopy-
lee of Texan liberty. Avother suu rises
and sets, and yet avother; still the in-
domitable hearts of Travis avd bis com-
panioos quail not before the untiring ef-
forts of their enemy. In spite of that
enemy's vindictive vigilance, the little
garrison reccives from Gonzales a rein-
forcement of thirty-three men—addition-
al victims for the funeral pyre soou to
be kindled by Santa Anua, on the sur-
rouncing hills, ss a human hecatomb to
Mexican vengeance. "

New batteries are erected by the be-
seigers. From every point around the
missiles of destruction concentrate upon
the Alamo. The fatal bhour must goon
come. Provisions are not yet exhaunst.
ed, but the amupition caonot last many
deys longer. Water bad long been sup-
plied by the daring efforts of & Mexican
woman, who, through showers of grape
and musketry, bas treaded the way to
and fro between the river and the cita-
del, when her own blood has marked her
path. She bears within her the stera
and lofty spirit of her illustrious ances-
tors, stretobed upon the racks of Coutez,
snd it is vot the fear of torture or death
thst can swerve her from her purpose.

The siege bas continued for ten days.
The Mexican general has received large
reinforeements, and his army now num-
bers thousands. He bas been unceasiog
in his efforts to batter down the walis,
but thus far failed. The triumph is with
Travis; but it is written in the heart
of his ruthless foe that he must die, and
when the cannonade is suspended on the
6th of March, a smsall breach has been
effected, and Santa Aunna has deter-
mined. without a summous to surregder,
that the hour for the sasault basarrived.
During ten days a blood-red flag bas
been streaming from the spire of the
church in San Antouio, proclaiming
that no quarter will be given to the
champions of the Alamo—that blood
slone will appesss the wvengeance and
fury of Mexican malice. When the sun
sgain foes down the flog is no longer
seen, for the deed, of which it was the
sign bas been accomplished.

It is midoight : stars are smiling in
the firmament, and the repose of Para-
dise secems hovering over the armed
hosts and kills and plains which encircle
the Alumo. The calm is so deep and
golemn that the angel of death seems to
pauso before the strife and carnage
which are to follow. A low murmur
rises upon the air, which gradually be-
eomes more and more distinet. Lights
are glancing mysteriously in the dis-
tsuce, and indicato rome unusual move-
ment. The besieging army is in motion.
There is no sdvance by columns. The
foroe of the Mexicans is so great that
the fort may be completely surrounded,
lesving intervals ouly for the fire of ar-
ti'lery. The place is girdled by a deep
line of infantry, and thess are bemmed
in and encompassed by avother of caval-
ry. Ifthe first falter or shrink, they
must be thrust forward to the assault
by the sabres snd lsnces of their com-
rades. Suddenly the batteries are in 8
blaze, and, from their concentric posi-
tions, pour fortn radii of fire from the

fall back upon the cavalry, their ranks
broken and disordered by the deadly
fire of the besieged. The shouts from
the fort are mingled with the groans of
the wounded and dying on the plain,

while the officers are endeavoring to re-
form their scattered masses. They re-
tarn to the attack, but the leaden show-
er which they again encounter fells them
to the earth by platoons.

Travis shows himself on the walls,
cheering his cool, unddunted followers.
Around him sre Crockett, Evans and
Borham, roured to the last struggle, for
they knouw their doom is sealed. In quick
succession rifle after rifle in discharged,
sending hundreds to their long sccount.
The Mexicaus are again repulsed ; they
fall back dismayed and disheartened by
thedead snd dying around them. The
battalion of Toluca, the flower of Santa
Anupa's army, is reduced from four hun-
dred to twenty-three. Men have be-
come for a moment regardless of their
officers, and are slmost delirions from
the cries, of anguish of their fallen and
expiring comrades, yielding to the influ-
ence which no discipline can restrain and
no efforts repress. But the breach now
appears practicable; the disjointed for-
ces, by the aid of threats and entreat-
ies, are rallied, and once more return to
the assualt. The fire from the Alamo
bas, for some time, been growing slow-
er and slower. Rifles bave dropped
from many s vigorous hand, now cold in
death, while others cling to their weap-
ops even in the agonies of dissolution.
Ammuoition, too, has been failing ; one
by one the muzzies drop: and ere the
last rifle is loaded and discharged, the
Mexicans gain the wall. Y¥earfully con-
spicnous in that awful moment, Travis
receives & shot, staggers, and falls.
He dies not unavenged. A Mexican
officer rushes upon him snd is about to
plenge his sabre into the bosom of the
fallen man, when, gathering his remaio-
ing energies for a desperate effort, he
bathes the sword to which ke still clings
in the blood of his enemy, and they die
together.

In the mean time the conflict has be-
come hand to hand, and bas been raging
hot sod thick. The Mexicans have
poured into the citadel like famished
wolves, furionus for their prey. Each
man struggies with his sdversary with
the eneigy of despair; dealing the
death-stroke with rifles, sabres, or what-
ever missiles may be withio reach. The
Texans are almost buried beneath the
numbers of their opponents. The car-
nage hos been so terrible that the slain
are piled up in heaps. Death stares
each survivor in the face, yet still he
struggles on, Crockett bas been con-
spicuous in the melee wherever the
blows fell bottest and fastest. He has
forced his way over piles of the dead
bodics of his epemies, and has reached
the door of the chapel. Here he de-
termines to make his last stand. At
one glance of his eye he sees that the
fate of the Alamo rests upon himself
alone, and that fate nothing can avert.

Trarvis has fallen ; Evans is no more;
Bowie expires upon a bed of sickoess,
pierced to the heart by a Mexican bay-
one'; Borbam falls directly before bim,
aod be finds himsolf the only living war-
rier of the one hundred and sixty-three
who had been his companions. Perhaps
at that moment the life-blood creeps to
bis heart by a natural impulse; but it
is only for & moment. The desperation
of his position sends it back with the
foree of an avalanche. His foes glare
on him with the fierceness of demons.
and sssault him with blows from mus-
kets, lances, and sabres. The strength
of a hundred men seems concentrated in
his single arm, as be deals out death to
his pitiless and unsparing assailants.—
There bodies have grown into a rampart
before him. Blackened with fire and
smoke, besmeared » ith blood, and roused
into phrenzy, he stands like some fabled
god of antiquity, laughing to scorn the
malice acd the power and the fury of his

enemies. New fire flashes from his eye !

and new vigor nerves his arm. On his
assailants rash, but it is upon desth,
certsin, and immediate. They fall, but
their places are still supplied, and so
quickly the dead seem to rise up before
him like armed men from the teeth of
Cadmus. At leogth a ball, from an un-
seen rifle, pierces him in the forehead;
be falls backward to the earth in the
streams of gore which curdle around
him. No groan escapes his lips, no ery
of agony gratifies the implacable rancor
of his enemies. He dies, and the Ala-
mo has fallen,

S0W MORE CLOVER.

Keeping up the fertility of our fields,
is a subject of vastly greater importance
than farmers are wont to consider it, if
we must judge by the facta which every-
where meet our observation. Corn and
oats and wheat, seems to be the system
of rotation of crops followed from year
to year by many leading farmers, who
bent on making the most money in the
shortest possible time, without regard
to the wants of the soil. Every farme?
eonsiders high prices for his produce ré
hbis advantage, the higher the better;
but when they tempt him to crop his
fields to sach an exient, year afler year,
as to allow them no rest to reeruit their
disabled energies—no time for clover,
or grass of any kind, he is certmiuly
working sgainst his own interest, and
not only his own, but bis countr’y, by
wearing out her lands, and thus reduc-
ing her prosperity. That the richest
lands may be worn ont, is not to be de-
nied, and that with proper treatment the
productiveness of almost any soil may
be maintaived, and yet yield the owner
s good per centon his capital, is equal-
ly true. There is,.then, no excuse for
runniog down our farms, and witheut
goiog over ground discussed in former
articles, detailing the whole process by
which their productiveness may be kept
up, and even ioereased. We only in
tend to spesk of the cultivation of clo.
ver, as mainly 10 be relied on for this
purpose. We are coufident it is greatly
peglected, and cannot but urge sll those
who bhave not made it one of the series
of erops embraced in that rotation which
every scrflible farmer adopts, to do eo
without further delay. The succession
of erops we would recommend, is as fol-
lows :

First: Clover or grass land broken
up and planted to corn. Ouv good corn
land, two crops may be taken, as the
first is rather uncertain. Theu oats or
flax, or if ground is plenty let it lie over
for wheat fallow.

Wheat may follow, sown with Timo-
thy in the fall, (if intended to mow or
pasture,) and clover in the spring. This
should Iay two or three years, and if
pastured at all, not closely. Plow un-
der when fully grown, either first or
second orop, aod follow with corn.

Gireen manuring is practiced by some
of the best farmers, who thiok it pays
better than pasturiog or making hay.—
Clover is the principal erop, if not the
only one used for the purpose and cer-
tain it is we should recommend no other.
It is of quick growth, draws largely up-
on the atmosphere for sustenance, and
puts the ground in a fine mellow con-
dition.

We say, then, again, grow more clo-
ver. That farmor who neglects it, neg-
lects his best interests. It would beex-
pensive to buy seed every year, but there
is no need of it. It is little trouble or
expeose to save sced, and sown in the
cheff it is more likely to *‘take” than if
made clean. The second erop only is
rich in seed, the first being either mow-
ed or pastured off.

EXPERIMENTS WITH THE CHI-
NESE SUGAR MILLET.

Messrs. Editors :—Kuoowing that you
take o deep interest in anything which
promises 1> be valuable for our country,
I send you the result of an experimont
which I made with a Chinese Sugar
Millet—Sorghaun Saccharatum.

Haviog received from the Patent Of-
fice a paper of seed, I planted it as a
matter of curissity, though not baving
the least confidence that it would prove
to be worth anything. The seed and
stalks so pearly resemble our common
broom corn, as to make me feel quite
sure that they were these.

I planted it in hills about 2} feet
apart, with 6 to 10 seeds in a hill. It
was greatly neglected during its growth,
and, in fact, completely destroyed some
sweet corn growing in the same garden,
The millet was just putting forth its
seed stalks and the seed was consequent
ly destroyed. The stalks, however were
left standing until some time in Oecte-
ber, when, still supposing them to be
worthless, I bad them eut, and thrown
into piles, to get them out of the way.

After they bad lain upon the ground
for some time, I took a handful of the
stalks and gave them to my horse, who
ate them greedily, eating both leaves
and stalks.

About this time I saw a statement in
the papers that some persons had made
some molasses from this plant. This
led me to make the following experi-
ment with mine, although I had reason
to suppose that the frost and exposure
on the ground would have destroyed
any good qualities which it might orig-
inally have possessed.

I took some of the canes and cut
them into pieces sbout three inches long’
when they were readily ground through
one of Hickok’s portable Cider Mills,
with ocast-iron grinders; and pressed
with the powerful pressers attached -to
the mill. The quantity ground was
abous half a bushel of the pieces, and

thei juce expressed was about meven |t

quarts. This juice, when evaporated,
mede one quars of molasses, that is

| pronouncéd by thoss who have thsted it,

syrup. It 'I-, at all events, good molas-

ses.

From an estimate made, I judged
that the square rod of ground planted,
if the canes had all been used, would
have produced four zallons of molasses,
or at the rate of 640 gallons per acre.
Such & erop would have proged valuable
the last year, since sugar and molasses
are so high.

There 1s little doubt in my mind that
any person who has a small piece of land

may magufacture his own molasses, and

rhaps sugar. . vy
Pﬁlf cultivated on so small & acale as

not to warrant the expense of ereeting
the rollers for expressing the juice from
the cane, they may be cut in a piraw
outter, and ground in one of Hickok's
portable cider mills, with such facilities
that two men could obtain five or six
barrels of juce per day by hand, propor-
tionally more if horse or other power is
used. This juice could be cheaply boil-
ed in one of the evaporators with which
you are acquainted, without burning
the syrup ~r wasting any fuel.

Besides the molasses obtaived from
the stalks, the leaves will make good
forage, the seed will nearly equal that of
a arop of corn or oats, and the tops will

make brooms.
With all these advantages, may not

the sugar millet prove of great value to
the country? Every family in the
country can make their own sugar and
molasses, while at the same time, the
seed, forage, snd brush for making
brooms will pay all of the expenses of
raising the crop. '

Those having seed to spare, will do
well to make it public, that more expe-
riments may be made during the next

summer, H. G. BULKLY.
