iievelntion of an Escaped Victim.

Frederick Lioba, 2 ligh!y educated but
funatical man, o native of Liugerne, Swit-
zerland, becoming s econvert to Mormon
fuith, loft so honorable position in his
native conntry and joined tho Saints at
Salt Lake. He found on bis arrival
that be had been grossly deceived. We
give below the substance of a long lat-
ter which he has recently published con
cerning Utah :

He had the command of a large com-
pany from Liverpool, spent the winter
of 1852 in. 8St. Liouis, and atarted . for
Utab io the spring of 1854, En route
his wife died, illusion after illusion vau-
ished, till he came in sight of Salt Luke
City, Whea the horrible trath of the de.
ception praoticed npon bim barst in sll
its dread{ul reality vpon him. Mr. Lo-
ba was coniteously received by Brigham
Young, and elevated to Ligh position in
the Church of Latter-Ddy Saints. He
submitted. Though fully realizing his
gopdition, be saw that escape wasimpos-
sible, nuless be feigued allegiance to
tbe Prophet. Haviog married agnio,
aud being possessed of a large family,
he determined to wait patiently for some
means of eseapa. Yeuars rolled by.—
»ho tyrauny of Brigham became more
warked. He ruled with.an iron rod. —
Murders and outrages that beggar de-
soription were of dily oocarrence.  Mr
'Lioba’s orthodoxy being suspected, snd
bis assassination determived upon be
gencluded, ou the lst'of Aprll 1857, to
leave the anley at every risk,. He did
uot communicate this determination to
hiz wife till half an hour before he atart-
ed,  M:& Lobsdresséd herseifin men’s
glothes, and at 10 d'clock io the night,
April 1st, the two s’arted for the States.
They, had but fourteen pounds of crack:
ers, one blauket woigling sbout three
pounds, a shot gun aud'some’ little valu-
ables.  They avoided sll rosds avd took
to the tops pf . the meuntaivs. . After o
forwight’s wandering death seewmed st
band. They were amoug the suows;
wolves were, éven abodt them. Mrs.
Lioba's fimbs-were fearfally swollen —
The hasband had no strength to oarr
the wife, and both lsy down to die—
They Jived throngh the uight, however,
asd io the moruiug beard the loo of an
ox ;- soon aftér an Todian was espied,
and the unfortuvate safferers made auo-
Lother effort to save their livea. After
sowe bours of wea; y ploddiug they come
to. a2 camp of Suake Iudians, by whom
they were kicdly received. By the Kind.
assistance aud care of Gen. Burr, Mr.
and Mrs. Loba arrived safely at Fort
Laraniie
Betore leaviog the valley, Mr. Loba
Lad mwade an Arrapgement (with a relss
tive) to take his_ family from the valley
to Fort Laramis. tlf‘y started in a
wagon oomfortably stored, und Lad prog
ressed some 120 miles when they were
overtiken by m band of Danites, who
plundered the wagan, took off one yoke
of oxen, acd left the family io a perfect:
ly destitate condition. Assisted by ath-
er trains, they macaged finally to reach
the fort, where all the ' family ware re-
apited, The past was forgotten in the
joyful presest, and Mr. Loba looked for-
ward to a'happier fature. He purchased
a moderate fir-out, aod secured a elaim
on the Blaek Vermillion. 'Sickoess
came on the usfortsusto family, three
children died, aud Mr. Loba left for Mis-
souri. Arriving at Weston, his family
wors aguin prostrated, and floally made
their way 1o this city, where they have
been iv 8 messure cared for.

Mr. Loba gives some facrs ahout Utah
Territory that sre particularly interest-
ing at this time, and from his statewents
I mnke up = short articlo.

THE VALLEY
Is perfectly barren and arid. Nothing
gr - ws well but potatoes, Gardens are
cullivated with difficalty ; everything is
smpregnated with salératus. There are
no trees cxcept at a distavce of twenty
miles; no minersl withio' buudreds of
mllrs- avd the iren thers found isof
such a magnetip nature as to be compar.
atively useless for mechavical purposes
All cultivation is done by irrigation, and
the Mormous just raise enough to sup
port life.

THE POPULATION

Number altogether s0me30,000,n0 mors.-
Out of this number no more than 3,500
could be relied upon tofight. The main
part of the pupulauon 4re a miserable
and degraded get of Leings, who know
nothing, ears for notbing, aud live from
hand to month. The women rather pre-
pondgrm, apd arg 0hleﬂ'v furetgrmr.s.

THE DANITES.

The Danites, or Destoyiog 'Angels
numbor abont 2,600, + They are Brigh-
sm's, trusty frieuds and choice devils—
The, wurderiog and plundering is done
by tkis band. They are all well mount.-
ed,” though' but y provided with
arms, The Dauites have unlimited sway
over Jife-nod property. Tbay. are fre-
quuutl} sent on imissions 4o differant
parts of the world. Upon &hu baod en-
tirely Brlghnm relies ‘for support and
