visu wissionarics, Post and leckeweld
er, eatallizbhed a wission smong the In
diats on the Tusearawas. DBefore the
close of the war of the revolation, they
had three flourishing stutiors or villages,
v z: Shoeubrun, Gnadeshutien apd Sg-
lems.  Tluvse wore respectively nbiout five
miles ppart, aud stood l-cur' ﬁf!_\' Luilt'b
weat of the site of Steubenville, Obkio
[u the war, their position was emincntly
dungerous. They were midway between
the hostile towns on the Buundusky aud
the froutice Settlemeonts, sud lu.-ii-p on

vited the jealousy of the contending

WILLIAM JASPER.
At the commencement of the revolu-
tion, William Jusper enlisted in the
secoud South Carolina regiment of in-
fantry, commsuded by Col. Moultrie.—
He distinguished biwself in a particular
wanner, ut the attack which was made
upon Fr. Moultrie, on Sullivaw’s island,
on the 28:h of Juune, 1776. Iu the
hottest fire of the battle the flag of the
fort was shot awuy, and fell without the
fort. Jasper iustuuntly sprang after it
upon the beach, between the ramparts
and the enemy, and bindiog it 1o a
sponge staff, restored- it to its place, and
succecded in regainiog his own in safety.
Governor Rutledge, after the battle, as
a reward, took his smull sword from his
side, sud in the presence of mauny cfi
cers, presented it to Sergeaut Jasper,
telling bim to wear it in remembrai ce
of the 28th of June, and iu remembrauce
of biwm. He also offered Jusper a licu.
tenant's commission, bot as he could

neither read nor write,
fused to necept it, sayiog, “lLe was nol
fit to kecp officer’s compauy, being only
bred a sergeant.” His subseqnent ac

tivity and enterprise induced Col. Moul

trie to give him a sori of o roving com

wission to go snd come at pleasure; cou-
fideut that be wos always uscfully em—
ployed. He was privileged to selcot
such men from the regiwent as he
should choose to accompuuy bim iu his
enterprises.

Jasper was a perfect Proteus, in ubili-
iy to slter his appesranco, perpetually
¢ntering the camp of the enemy without
detection, snd invariably returniog to
Lis own, with soldiers bo Lad scducud,
or prisoners Le had eaptured. “He
often went ount,” in the language of
V. ultete, “and retursed with priseners
bedore I kuew that ne was gpove. [ have
known 6f his eatchiog a pavty that was
tluuking for him.

The brains
of the sergeant and corporal were beaton
in, aud Jasper and Newton secured the
Such was the pasie of the
guard, growing out of the nadacity nud
bold deeision of the two Americaus,
that, without any furtber resisinuce,
they then surrendered.

The handeufis of the eaptives were
now brokeu off, and o musket was plaved
in the hands of cach. With the cap-
tured British, uud the relessed Ameri
cans, the brave Jasper and his new
friend now hurried away from the spring,
and reached the army at Perrysburg e
safely.

Soon after this affuir, (1he defense of
Fort Srepbenson by Major Crog'a i)
Teenmel, havivg raised the siegs ol
Fort Mcigs, fullowed Proctor to Dutroit;
sud all hope was given up by the eneay
of reducing the American forts, uultil
they eould guin the ascendwucy on the
luke.

The atmost exertions bad bean made,
in the meauwhile, by Captais Perry, to
compléte the maval srinament on Lake
Erie. By the 2d of August, the floet
was cquipped, but some time was lust o
getting several of the veseels over the
bar at the mouoth of the Laibor of Erie,
Oo the 4'h, be sniled in gquest of ke
evemy ; but oot me-ting him, Le retura.
ed on the 8. Aflter receiviug m reiu-
forcemwent of stilors Lrought by Captain
Elliot, he agoin sailed on the 12th, aud
on the 15th suchored in the bay of Sau-
dasky. Here he tosk in about twenty
voluuteer marives, and sgain weut iu
search of tho enewy ; and after cruising
off Malden, retired to l'ut-iu-Bu:’, a
distunce of thirty miles. His fleet con
gisted of the brig Lawrence, his flug
vessel, of twuuty guos; the Nisgars,
Captuin Elliot, of tweuty; the Cale-
douin, Lieut. Tarncr, of three; the
schoouer Ariel, of four; the Scorpicn
of two; The Somers, of two guus and
two swivels; the sloop [rippe, nod the
schoouers ligress and Poroupive, of onv
guu each : smountiog in all to niue ves-
sels, fifty four guns and two swivels —
Ou the moruing of the 10th of Seprem-
ber, the euemy was discovered bearivg
dowu on the Ameriean squadron ; which
imuiediately got under weigh, and stood
out to meet b, The Americanss Lad
three vessels more thao the British ; but
this advautage was fully counterbalanced
by thie size and vumber of guns of those
of the encuy. The fleet of the lutter
consisted of the Detroit, Commodore
Barclay, of nincteen guns aud two how-
itzers; the Queen Charlotte, Cuptain
Finnis, of seventecn guns; the schooner
Lady Prevost, Lieut Bachao, of thir-
teen guus and two howi'zers: tbe brig
[Huuter, of ten guus; the sloop Little
Belt, of three gups, aod the schooner
Chippewa, of ous gun sud two swivels;
in all, six vessels, sixty-three guus, four
howitzers aud two swivels.

When the Americans stood, the Lirit-
tish fleet had the weather gage ; but the
wind soon ufter chunged, and brought
the Awerican fleet to wirdward, The
line of battle was formud at eleven ; and
at fifteen minut.s before twelve, the en
emy’s flag-ship, and the Queen Charlote
opencd their fire wpon the Lawrence,
which she sustained for ten minutes be-
fore she was near enough for her guns,
which were caronadcs, to return it. She
contivued to bear up, waking signals for
the other vessel to hasten to ber support;
and at five minutes before twelve, bronght
her guus to bear upon the enemy. Un-
fortunately, the wind beiog light, the
smaller vessel of the squadron could
not vome up to her ussistauce, sud she
was compelled to contend for two hours,
with two ships cach nearly equal to her
inforoe. Theeoutest was, votwiths:uad-
ing, waiutained by ber with upshaken
courage, and with a cooluess whizh ae
serves the highest admiration. By this
time the Lawrence had become eutirely
unmanasgeable. Kvery guo in the brig
being dismounted, and with the excep-
tion of four or five, ber whole crew
cither killed or wouuded ; Perryde.er
wined to leave her. With a preseuce
of mind which drew forth the praise of
the gallaut officer to whom he wus op-
posed, he sprang into bis boat, and bero
1cally waving bis sword, passed uuburt
to the Nisgara, carrying his flag with
him. At the moment e reached the
Niagara, the flag of the Lawreoce came
down. She was utterl, unable to muke
further resistance; sud it would Lave
been a wanton waste of the remaining
lives, to coutinue the contest. Uaptain
Elliot now left the Niogara, with the
view of bringing up the rest of the fleer;
while Perry sgain bore down among the
encmy iu o sbip which hai as yet tukeuv
no share in the amctizn.  As ho pessed
shead of the Detroit, Queen Charlotte,
and Lady Prevost, be pouyed ivto cach
a broadside, from his s'srboard side;
and from bis larbored ficed iuto the
Chippewa snd Little Belt. To one of
the vessels—the Lady Provost, which he
so approached within half pistol shot,
the fire was so dest,uctive, that her men
were compelled to run below. At this
mowent the wind fresbening, the Cal-
adonia cawe up, and opeved her fire;
aud several others of the sguadron were
enubled soou after to do the sume.  For
a time, this poval and impurtaut combat
raged with great violence aud fury —
The result of u eawpaign, the command
of @ sen, the gory and resown of twa
rival ustions wutched for the first time
in squadron, were at i-sue. 'T'he oontost
was unot loug doubtful. The Qaven
Chsrlotte, having lost her capigin sod
all bor priucipal officers, by sume mis-
chauce ran foul of the D.troit.

The loss of the Bricish
was about two hundred in killed «nd
wounded ; many of whom were officers:
and the prisoners, amwountitg to gix hou
dred exceeded the whole numwber of the
Americans. Commodore Bazeloy, a gal-
lusut ssilor, one of whose arms hed been
shot off at the battle of Trufalgar, was
severe'y wounded in the hip, avd lost
the use of his remaining arny.

The news of this eveut wus roesived
with uubounded demonstrations of joy.
Al poriy fuelings were for a womeut
forgotten; and the glorious oceurreuce
w s colebrated by illuminatious aud fes
tizals from one ewrl of the continent to
the other.

It is highly gratifying to kouw, that
treatment of the British prisiovers were
such as to call iorth their thanks. Capt.
Burclay deelared, that “the conduct of
Commodore Perry towsrds ths Jfficers
avd men, was suticient, of itsclf, to im-
wortalize him."
