THEILLINOIS CENTRALR R PLUNDER.

The directory of this gigantic Land Plund
have published a statement of the condition’
the Road, with special reference to the ways
and means of raising about two millions of
money that are uecdef. Among other things
it is stated, that those who purchased land of
them arc in an unfortunate situation—Dbeing so
heavily in debt to the company, and the scarce
crops leaving them without money. Such is
the wail of the working class everywhere, under
the swindle of the Land Monopolists. The
agent of the company tells the stockholders,
that he had not deemed it advisable to oust
the farmers along the line, because their im-
proved fields would grow over with weeds, briers
and bushes, and be of far less value than the
untouched prairie! The inference is, that if
the company could make money by thrustin
these farmers into homelessness, there woul
be no lesitation in proceeding against them!—
Of conrse! How often do we hear of cases of
leniency and accommodation, where money can
be made by sacrificing humanity? -

These farmers purchased land of the com-
pany at from ten to twenty-five dollars peracre,
on eredit, and under the pledge of improving
annually, one-tenth part of their purchase. A
hard bargain which few will be able to carry
out. Many will spend all they had in building,
and otherwise improving - under the tempting
encourhgement of the company in large state-
ments about the yield per acre of the land, and
the ease with which they could pay for a
quarter scetion. The game is the same that
has always been played by land culators—
making fubolous statements to poor and
those of small means, to stimulate thew hopes
and induce them to settle on the speculator’s
purchase that his lands may rise in valne.—
The sagacious, cloquent and dishonest, thus
play upon the credulity and honesty of the less
cunning, to get what little they have, and
otherwise make money out of their sacrifices.
We know a man in the north of Ohio, who
played the same game with a man in Erie
county, inducing him to exchange a valuable
farm for sterile Tennessce lands. The specun-
lator told him of the salubrity of -the climate,
the borderer between the temperste and torrid
zones, uniting the productions of both, and
thus, by his persuasive eloquence, got the
working man's farm for nothing. This Jspecu-
lator is now rich, rolls in splendor, and fits
out his family in good style on the plunder of
the working class. ;

But it is said that the Rail Road is the vital
power of the State, without which the land
would not be settled. To some extent, under
the monopoly system, this is true; but the sole
reason why it is necessary to the development
of the State is, because monopoly has prevent-
led the naturai and richtful seitiemeni of the

country in limited allotments. Under the
actual frec settlement system; every work of
interal improvment would be carried along
pari passu, with the steady advance of the
tide of population. The Rail Road would be
the people’s improvement, and entirely free
from the blighting curse of monopoly. nder
the present system, however, it is a double
monopoly—both of the land and the road.—
Under this systcm, a few nabobs are built. up,
and half the people struck down; while under
the true system, the working people would be
built up in accordande with the law of God,
that those who will work shall - flourish, and
thase who will not work shall die. How dif
ferent is it under the selfish robber-system !—
Those who do not werk get all that twenty men
earn nbove the most ﬁmil.ed support, while
multitudes of the hardest workers suffer great
privation in our country, and absoluté starva-
tion in other countries where there has been
no Land Reform for cemturies. The reason

why we are so much better off than other
ple is, because Land Reform was mmdpﬁ;
our-fathers to a limited extent. The good that
bas resulted is ‘a most encournging augury of
still greater good from another Land Reform.
Where are you, laboring menand women, that-
you are not demanding this Justice to Labor?

OUR RECEIPT FOR CURING BEEF AND
PORE.

This reccipt, which originated with us and
has now bad many years of trial, we believe to
be unsurpassed as pickle. Nearly all the mod-
ern receipts which bave appeared in the differ-
ent agricultural journals, and worth anything,
partake, in some instances almost identically of
the ingredients and proportions set forth in
curs, which we first printed some fifteen or
cightecn yearsago. Some of the receipts lutely
published, required a large amount of labor,
and are not to be recommended. At this peri-
od in the season, when farmers and others will
soon be putting down their winter's and we
may add, their next year’s supply of meat, it
may be of service to republish’ the  receipt,
which iz as follows: To one gallon of water,
take 13 Ibs. of salt, i1b. brown sugar,} oz. salt-
petre, 4 oz. potash. TIn this ratio the pickle to
be increased to any quantity desired. -

Let these be boiled together until-all the
dirt from the salt jand sugar rises to the top
and isskimmed off. Then throw the pickle in‘o
a large tub to cool, and when cold, pour it over
your beef or pork, to remain the usual time;
say from four to six weeks, according to the
sizo of the picces, and the kind of meat. . The
meat must be well covered with the pickle,
and it should not be put down for at least two
days after killing, during which time it should
be slightly sprinkled with powdered salt-
petre.

Several of our friends have omitted the
boiling of the pickle, and found it to answer
equally as well. It will not, however, answer
guite so well. By boiling the pickle, it is
purified—for the amount of dirt which is
thrown off by the operation, fron the salt and
sugar is surprising.— Germantown Telegraph.

Earvy Rirpexing Grares.—To those of
our readers who bave Jralelle or other grape-
vines that do not ripen their fruit, we commend
the experiment of F. ABorx~, Esq., of Augusta,
Maine, as given in the Maine Farmer:

“A few years since, n neighbor of mine Bad
a vine in his garden.

I then dug holes snug
to my cellar wall just large enough to putinan
old barrel without heads, one in each hole, into
which I put some leather scraps, a few bones,
and rich earth, and then set a root into each
barrel. The grapes on these vines have got
ripe, while those having the advantage of a
wide, rich border, are liké those the fox couldn’t
