FLATFORM OF THE DEMOC-

RACY OF OHIO, ADOPTED
JANUARY 8, 1868,

Resolved, |That the Democracy of
Obio congratulate the country upon
the improved arpect of political affairs
as evidenced by the State elections of
1867, and that they look forward with
hope and confidenee o the result of
that momentous stroggle, and upon
which depends, in so great a degree,
the futare peace and prosperity of the
Union.

Resolved, That, unalterably oppos-
d to the doctrines which lead to con.
solidation, we renew with unflagging
zeal and increased eme:gy, our attach-
ment to that political creed which has
ever been so staunchly adhered to by
our orgavizatisn through days of troub-
le and disaster, as well as good [ortone
and prosperity, which was thus ex-
pressed by Thomas Jefferson : *“Equal
and exact justice to all men, of what-
ever state or persuasion—religious or
political—peace, comwerce and honest
friendship with all nations, entangling
alliances with none; the support of the

0| State Government in all their rights,

as the most competent admipistration
of our domestic conceras and the sur-
est bnlwark agsinst anti-republicar
tendencies ; the preservation of the
General Government in its whole con-
stitutional vigor as the sheet anchor of
peace at home and safety abroad ;a
jealous care of the rights of elections
y the people; and the supremacy of
the civil over the military authority.”

Resolved, Tha: we condemn the
legislative usurpations of Congress,
and particularly the several acts of re-
construction so called, as violative of
the Constitutional compaet between
the States, and as utterly subersive of
every principle of sclf government
that distinguishes a free people.

Resolved, That we are opposed to
any measures which recognize that
the integrity of the Union was ever
brokea—that any cf its members were
ever out, and that we determinedly re
gist that the Bouthern States no longer
being in insurrection, or at war, with
the Federal Government, are entitled
to the full Stste recognition and con-
stitutional representation in Cengress,
and the electoral colleges givec to all
the States, and the denial of it to them
by Congress, and its efforts to dictate
by military force a government for
them are unconstitutional, revolution-
ary and despotic.

Resolved, That we are opposed both
in principle and polisy, to negro suf
frage ; that the State of Ohio—baving
by the emphatic majority of 50,000 re-
jected ic for herself—it is sternly op-
posed to its forced imposition wupon
other States, and that we stigmatize

such an imposition by the Federal|-

Government as & most base wusurpa-
tion.

Resolved, That the practieal effect
of the so-called Reconstruction adt of
Congress is to deliver over ten States
to the palitieal and social control of ne-
groea and to piace the lives, liberties
and fortunes of the Whites residing
therein, in the hands of a barbarous
people, an that it wauld inevitable
lead either war of 1aces or to the
Africanization of the South.

Resolved, That notwithstanding the
enormcus and conceded frauds in the
creation of the public debt, the faith
of the country is pledged to its pay-
ment, prinocipal aad intercst, accord-
ing to the terms of the several acts of
Congress, under which the bonds rep-
resenting the debt were issmed, bat
not otherwisg, and we are opposed to
any plan for extending the times of
payment, thus increasiog the amount
of gold interest to more than the prin-
cipal, or to any declaration by Congress
that the principal is payable in gold,
which would virtually add more than
a thousand millions to the burthen of
the debt, and to the whole insane fi-

nancial policy of which these measures

are a part.

Resolved That, neither forgetting
nor denying our sncient faith that

1d and silver coin form the curreney
of the Constitution, we deeclare lh_at
the five-twenty boods should be_paid
in the same currency received by the
Goveroment for their issue, and that
by the withdrawal of the monopoly
granted to the National Banks this re-|
sult can be accomplished without an
undue or dangerous increase of paper
money, now tie only circulating medi-
um, thus relieving our people from the
burthen of a debt, the tendency of
which is always to corruptand coslave,
and our Government from the reproach
of paying a lavored class in gold, while
discharging its debts to all others,in-
cluding pensions to widows and sol-
diera, in an inferior curency.

Resolved, That this plan violates no
law, impaire no crntract, breaks mo
faith, and instead of retarding a return
to specie payments, is the shortest
because the only safe way of reaching
that end.

Resolved, That all the property of
the country, including the Gouvern-
ment bonds, which receives the equal
protection of the Government, should
bear an equal share in its burthens.

Resolved, That we indignantly reject
the principle derived from the feudal
system —that the masses of the people
belong to the Governments under
which they live, which io another form
is contended for by the 'monarchies of
Europe, ineluding Great Dritian,
once a subject always a subject—that
wo on- the contrary maintain that an
individual can, by emigration and resi-
dence in another country, forswear his
previous allegiance, and be admited in-
to all the eivil aud political rights of
his new home—that American citizens
by adoption and naturalization are en-
titled to all the rights as between us
and for:ign powers wkich can be
claimed by our native born citizeas,
and it is the duty of the Federal Gov-
ernment to protect and maiotain them
by every means in its power.

Resolved, That the people will sus
tain Andrew Johnson, President of
the United States, in his struggle with
Congressiosal usurpation, and that we
pledge the Democracy of Ohio to sup
port him in all Constitutional measures
to relieve the white people of the South
from the negro government now being
imposed upon them.

Resolved, That the fortitude and
gallantry of our soldiers in the recent
civil war, in defense of the Union, en
title them to the gratitude of the coun-
try, and they should ever be remem
bered by it in its bcunties.

IResolved, That the Democrary of the
country have neither the purpose nor
desire t) re establish slavery, nor to
assume any portion of the debts of the
States lately in rebellion.
