I had always supposed that wheat,
ke nearly all othor grain, should be
ipe when harvested. 1 have noticed
snd read many arguments in favor of
reaping wheat when the Leroels are

quite soft, claiming that the wheat
would weigh beavier, aud the yield of
flour be greater and of a better quality
This secemed strange to me. But proof
from my own experience has coovinced
me that not only heavier kernels and
more flour are the result, but that there
is less waste in barvesting, and s batter
quality of straw is obtained.

_ As wheat was slow in ripening, ow
ing to the contioued wet spriog, mak-
ing it some ten days later than usuoal,
the farmers :n generl were ready nnd
waiting for the grain to ripen. ~ After
waiting beyond the usual time, aod
haying all doge up, I pat in the reap-
cr, hesitating and fearing loss from so
great a share of soft kernels. By in-
quiry I found that many others were
in the same predicamest. We bound |
as fast as cut, baving a full set of|
hands. Oae field of eighteen acres was
cn rolling land, ripened carlier. The
other field, of eleven acres on level land,
and sown but two days iater than the
first, and with the same kind of seed
was full one week later in ripening 1
did not wish to dismiss wy hands,
though payiog $250 a day. Full
three fourtks of the kernels were g3 soft
that they could be easily mashed be
tween the fingers. But few straws
were yellow jast below the heads. The
weather being fae, I conelnded to test
the matter. The field was reaped, and
the wheat shocked in less than a day
Afeer standing some ten days it was
stacked, and threshed in Saptembar.

Results.—To test the matter fully,
I took eight bushels to mil! and re
quested the miller to weigh bofore and
after grinding.

+for the crup, nor are they apt to plow
‘meagerly, but after the secd is in, too
-many fold their hands acd consider the
imforunt part done.
t is a difficult matter to raise a
heavy growth of weeds and corn at the
:same time upon one piece of land; the
former must b: kept down if a good
yield of grain is obtained. Weeds
have always been one great’ hindrance
to successful corn raising, but they are

rows first appear, until the growth ef
grain is nearly conplete.
