The cartel of excliange bears date
July 22d, 1862. Its chief purpose was
to secure the delivery of all prisoners of
war. To that end, the fourth artic’e
provided that all prisoners of war should
be discharged on parole in ten days af-
ter their capture. From the date of the
cactel until the summer of 1868, the
Confederate authorities had the excess

and men, they were respected, and
made the basis ,of an exchange; bat
when equivalents were obtained for
them, and no more were in hand, the
paroles which were held by the Con-
federate authorities could not be reecg-
nized. In conscquence of the position
thus assumed by the Federal Govern-
ment, the requirement of the cartel
tkat all prisoners should be delivered
within ten duys was practically nulli
fied. The deliveries which were after-
wards made wore the resunlts of epecial
egreements. The Confederate authori-
ties ndhered to their position until the
1Cih of Angust, 1864, when moved by
the sufferings ol the men 1o the prisous
of each belligerent, they determined to
abate their just demand. Accordingly,
on the last named day, I addressed the

party, sud the. suflering consegnent
upon ibeir con'ioued cunfiuement, 1
now conscut to the nbove proposal; and
agree to deliver to you the prisoners
held in captivity by tle Confederate
authorities, provided you agree to deliv
er an equal number of Contedorate offi-
cersand men. -As equal numbers are de-
livered from time to time they will be
declared exchanged. This proposal is
wade with the understanding that the
cfficers and men on both sides who bave
beco longest in eaptiviry wiil be first
delivered where itis practicable.

Oa the 22d day of August,
1864, not having heard anythingin re-
eponse, I addressed » communication
to Major-General E. A. Hitcheook,
United States Commissioner of Ex.
change, covering a copy of the
ing letter to General Mulford, and re

e questing an aceeptance of my proposi-

tions. No anncer was ever received fo
either of these letters. General Mul
ford, on the 31st of August, 1864, in-
formed me in writing that he had no
communication on the subject from the
United States authorities, and that he
was not st that time authorized to manke
any answer. This offer, which wauld
bave instantly restored to frezdom
thousands of suffering captives—which
would have released every Federal
soldier in confinement in Confederate
prisons—was not even noticed. Was
that because the Federal officials did
not deem it worthy of a reply; or be

caase they feared to make one? As
the Federal authorities at that time had
a large excess.of prisovers, the effech
of the proposals I had made, if canie .
out, would have Been to release all Un-
ion prisoners, while a large number of
the Confederates would have remained
in prison, awsiting the chances of the
capture of sheir equivalents.

In January, 1864, and, indeed, some
time earlier, it became very manifest
that in consequence of the complication
in relution to exchanges, the large bulk
of prisoners ou both sides would remain
in captivity for many long and weary
months. if not for the duration of the
wer. Prompted by ao carpest desire
to alleviate hardships of confinement
on both sides, T addressed the following
communieation to Gieneral E. A. Hiteh
cock, Uinited States Commissivner of
Exchange, and on or about the day of
its date, delivered the same to the Fed-
eral autbority :

In addition, the world have
had truthful accounts of the treatment
of prisoners on both sides by officers of
character, acd thus much of that mis-
represen‘ation which bas floeded the
country would never have becn poured
forth. The jury box in the case of
Wirs would have had different wit
nesses with a different story. It will
be borne in mind that nearly all the
suffering endured by Federal prisoners
happened after Jannary, 1864 The
aceeptance of the proposition made by
me on baohall of the Confederate Gov-
ernment won'd not only -have furnished
to the sick medicines and physicians,
but to the well an abuodance of food
and clothing from the ample stores of
the United States. T'he good faith of
Confederate Government in making
this offer cannot be successfully quest-
iened; for food and clothing (without
the surgeons) were seot in 1865, and
were allowed to be distributed by Fed-
eral officers to Federal priscners.

When it was ascertained that ex-
changes cou!d not be made either on
the basia of the cartel, or officer fox of-
ficer, and man for men, I was instructed
by the Confederate authorities to offer
to the United States Government their
sick and wounded, without regquiring
any equivalents. Accordingly, in the
summer of 1864, I did offer to deliver
from ten to fiftcen thousard of the sick

in exchange.” Uhnless my recollec-
tions fails me, General Buttler algo, io
an address to his constituents, sub-
stantially dcelared that he was directed,
in his management of the question of
exchange with the Confederate author-
ities, to put the matter offcosively, for
the purpose of prevemting  an ex-
change. The facts which 1 have stated |
are also well known to the officers con-
neeted with the Confederate Burcan of
Exchange. At one time I thonght an
excollent opportunity was afforded of
bringing some of them to the attention
of the country. T was named by poor
Wirz ns a witness in his behalf. The
summons was issued by Chipman, the
Judze Advoeate of the military eourt. I
obeyed the summone, and was in atten-
dapce upon the court for some ten days.
The investigation had taker a wide
range as to the conduct of the Con-
federate and Federal Govercments in
matter of the treatment of prisoners,
and I thoght the time had come. when
I could put before the world these
humane offers of the Confederate aun-
thorities, and the manner in which they
bad been treated. I so expressed my-
self more than onee—perhaps too pub

liely. Butit was a vain thought.
Early in the morming of the day on
which I expected to give my testimony.
T received a note from Chipman, the
Judge Advocate, requiring me to sur
render my subpena. T refused,.as it
was my profection in Washington

Without it the doors of the old Capailol
might have opened and elosed upon
me. 1 engaged, however, to appear
before the ecurt, and T did so the same
evening. T still refused to gurrender
my subpowna, and therefore the Juodge
Advocale indorsad on it these words :
“The within subpena is hereby revok-
ed ; the person named is discharged
from further attendance,” I have got
the curious document before me  now,
signed with the name of “N. P. Qhip-
man, Colonel,” &e. T intend to keep
it if T can, a# the evidenoce of tha first
case in any courl, of any sort, where a
witness who was summoned for the de-
fense was dismissed &y ihe prosecution.
| T haistened to depart, confident that
| Riehmond was a safer place for me
