During the descent there was a
loud crash of windows and seats, buT be
noticed no outcries until they lannded at
the bottom. All sorts of outcries how rose
on the air. Children were cawing for moth-
er aud father ; parents for their children,
and wives and husbands for each other.
No one appeared to be able to extricate
himself from his horrible position, There
were no lights, they having been suddenly
extinguished when the cars wcot over the
precipice.' lie at once commenced with
others who were at hand to clear away the
fragraeuts of the wreck, in order to extri-
cate those beneath. He first pulled out a
lady, and, with the assistance of another
person, managed to get her upon the bank,
which was very steep. There was a great
many rniinincr to and fro, rendering assist
ance, and bo gave them the credit of act-
ing with mneh coolness and efficiency. Ho
next took from the arms of some person
two children belcnjing to the lady above
mentioned, andconveyed them to tbeir moth-
er. They did not cry and were not serious-
ly hurt. The body of an infant child be-

longing to this same lady, which was in-

stantly killed, probably by being thrown
ont of the window, was found above the
cir, which had passed ovor and crushed it.
Tiie himcutations of the poor mother on
beholding tho reiunius of ber child were
bart rending.

Tki ltllmtt, be treats as a
different disease, and says," N6 writer bas yet
Ventarcd to assign a theory, supported by any
facts, which would explain the canse of this
malady." I have long been convinced, from
close observation, th- -t it was ao insect some
aphides, or ourculio that stung the leave,
fruit and last, the lattflral shoots of tbe tree,
which cause the leaves to curl, (he fruit to
drop, and many of the branches slowly to pet-te- h

and die. If Warms Were the true theory,
the leaves would cur as much now as they did
six weeks ago. But curculio, like the wheat
midge, after depositing their eggs, pass away,
perhaps, forever. But their place will b'c filled
by new generations, batched from the land,
which tbey left beMnd. , ,

Mr. "A." thinks salt will kill a Trait tree, ft

sorely as a brickbat or club win aa old ben.
But, reader, bear what Downing says in rcgiird
to lis application to fruit, trees: " Insects, th
larva of which harbor in the ground during a
certain season, as the curculio, or plum-weevi- l,

are all more or less affected by the application
of common salt as a lop dressing. On a larger
scale, in farm crops, tbe ravages of the cut
worm are frequently prevented by sowing three
bushels of Bait to the acre, and we have seen
it applied to all kinds of fruit grouuds with
equal success. Common salt we have found
one of the beat fertilizers for the plum tree.
The most successful plum-growe- r in our neigh-
borhood, applies with the best result, half a
peck of coarse salt, to the surface of the ground
ander each bearing tree, annually, about' ibe
first of April."
