G. EUw anger said they always
raised full crops of plums by this method.
In the spring they spade the ground around
tho pluuurecs, aud beat it hard with the
padf, and then erery day they go around

toe trees and snake oil the carculio and
punciurea irnu, ana sweep tnem op or
gather them on sheets. The always suc-
ceed in securing fine crops. lie lid not
tLiuk it rerj ei pensive, as a couple of boys
could attend to 200 trees in 3 or a hours
perJar.

Summer Pruning of the Garpe.

J. Baiter of Rochester, was engaged ex-

tensively in grape raising his practice was
very close summer pruning raises fruit
the spurs, and training his vines all rer
his trellis after the fruit has aet, cutting
off the vino three buds above, and keepiug
eff all aunecessary growth of vines,

J. Crana of Lockport, had practiced
summer pruning on the Isabella for fifteen
er sixteen years, and bad almost rained his
vinee he was fully convinced that the Isa-
bella would not bear close summer pruning.
It needs long vines to keep np tha vigor of
the root and vine.
- K B. Warren of Genesee Co, said that
winter priming increases the viiror of tha
vine, aud summer pruning weakens it. As
a general rnle we did oot prune enough.
He had grapes, kept till th 16th of last
Konth, iu a good state of preservation.

II. N. Langworthy said the only reliable
way was the renewal Astem. All the other
methods require clos pruning, and then
yoi most fcave some long vines or oa will
weaken yonr plants. .

Mr. Johnson of Naple, said tho grape
xaiscrB in his vicinity had practiced summer
pruning with great disadvantage; for a
time they cot back to within tiro or three
tods of the fruit bnt did very badly. He
rruued ia spring with great success, They
have all abandoned tuumier pruuiug by cut-
ting off the main vine."

J. Crane had aeen the bearing branch of
a grapevine girdled below the fruit withtyt lucre iu tha size endear? ripening
f the fruit, but on the whole he would

net recommend it for general practice, a
in time it would injure the vine.

II. A. Langworthy had often girdled
peach limbe and could succeed ia obtaining
fnut on such limbs two or three weeks be-fo- re

their season, and much larger and liner.
He had raised many bmshels- of snch fruit

J. Salter of Ilochester. thonirht the bud
below the "ring" on the vice woaid be
worthless. His practice frequent! was to
tie a piece of bass matting aronnd the vine
wnder the fruit. This produced a good ef-
fect and did not Injure the vine as tunch as
girdling. The girdling method was general-
ly disapproved of.
