The Republican party was called into
existencs by s treacherous attempt to open
to Blavery the Territories shielded theres
from by the Missouri Compnet, It gm-
braced men of very diverse viows and pur-
poses—Radicals, who hate oppression and
injustice anywhere ; Conservatives, who
condemu the violation, in the interests of
slavery, of plighted faith, Outside of the
party, each follows the dictates of his own
Judgment and conscience ; but, when sct-
ing as Republicans, we must aet with good
faith to each other and to our common pur-
We are united oo the basis of re-
sistence to the extension of Slavery, avd to
any measure lending to legalize or practi-
cally establish it in any portion of the com-

united in sopport of the Free Homestead
policy, which eclearly tends to encircle the
dominion of Blavery with the gnarter seo-
tious of free Ilaboring whites. We believe
our opposition to Stavery ia carried as far
a4 It shonld B¢ by any National party ; we
know it is earried as far as it can be. Were
we to adopt your views, and follow yoar
suggestions, we should be divided and crash-
ed out in nearly every State. So we chooss
to do what good is practicable, rather than
fall io attempting the impossible. 1If you
thereforé refuse to act with us, we regret
it ; but we must obey our convictions of
duty and policy rather than rush on ruin
by fullowing your coansels, h
But it is not true—though good men
have assorted it—that Repablieansare " in
favor of Slavery where it exists, but
agninst it where it does not.” We are op-
osed to it everywhere- <in Brazil or Caba,
assia or Tarkey, Virginia or Texas, ns
well as in Kansas or New Mexico, We
pray God in His own good lime to make
an end of it everywhere, sud wouald gladly,
gratefully, have that time come in our day.
There ls not to-day a Republicnn in any
Slave State who is not in favor of the ewr-
liest possible banishment of Slavery o that
State, and from any other. We all rejoice
at any evidence [rom time to time affurded
that that fabric of Homan Bondage totters
to its full. Bat if you ask us to undertake
the overthrow of Slavery in the States, we
muost suswer, We will each do whatever ia
in his power to put a gpeedy end to Slavery;
but we citizeus of New York or New Eng-
land have no power over the laws of Vir-
ginia or Alabsma. We will do car best,
when opportunity shall be afforded us, to
convinge the citizens of those States that
they ong bt to abolish Slavery within their
respective States ; but il we are tosttempt
its abolition thers, by external or Federal
consiraints we should at once usurp.power
sod repel aympathy. The Virginian who
fuvors emancipation by the voluntary action
of lhis own State, wounld resent and resist
any effort to offect the same end by the vote
or other political action of New York, 8o
wo serve the geveral cause by confising our
nction within Coustitutional limits, and act-
vally sccomplish more by serupuously de-
clining tosttempl too much.
Republicanism is essentially defensive—
conservalive, 1t secks to preserve from
ihe blight of Blavery the virgin soil of our
Unlon. But it is not merely conservative ;
for it labors to oradicate from the soil of
Kansas, of Utah, of New Mexico, the seuds
of slavery already planted therein. 1t con-
templates primarily the interests of Free
White Labor, for which it straggles to se
care the unoeccupied territory of the Unioo;
but it is vot blind to the greas truth that
the troe interests of each is the lnterest of
ull, and that Justice and Hamsoity are the
interest of each aud all alike. The Repab-
lican party will not, caonot abolish Siave-
ry ; bot in preveating ita farther diffusion,
It insures its ultimate extinetion. It s
