Mr. Editor : Allow me, through tbe me

dium of your excellent paper, to ask the above
question, giving the reasons why I do so.

Our village has a population numbering aboat
two thousand. Its citiceos are equal in point

of intelligence, cultivation and wealth to any
town of its size on tbe Western Reserve. Our
people are iudustrious aud enterprising, and
uotbing is more pleasing to tbem than to hear
their town well spoken of by tbo citizens of
other towns who may happen among tbem for

business or other purposes.
A well regulated town manifests itself in the

appearance ot tbe public grounds, buildings,
walks, &o. Citizens may do ever so much in

the cultivation and improvement of their private
grounds and residences, yet if the public inter-

ests are oot properly attended to by those in
whose bands tbe people put their trusts, the
reputation of our village will necessarily sudor.

We ore, to a great extent, imitative creatures
We follow, more or less, iu the footsteps ol
those to whom we look as leaders ia matters ol
taste, retiueuieut and cultivation. Wherever
you find a town thai possesses no correct stand
ard of taste, as manifested in tbe cultivation of
its publio property, you will God ao undevel-

oped condition 01 society, selfish and grasping
men, with perhaps here aud there an exception.
This role may seem to be severe aod uot true,
to many of the readers of your paper, but if
ihcy will look a moment at the very nature o(
my proposition, they will see at once that oB

true retiueuieut within and possessed by culti-
vated aud well-bre- people, will Gad ao out
ward expression Tbey will Bud it ia tbe

up.ightuess of tbe men, aud in the
lady-lik- e deportment, refined mauners aud well
dressed persous of the women. This rule, as
applied to individuals, applies witti equal fores
to all communities of people. A well regulated
and cultivated community or town will hud ii
expression aod development in the appearance
of its public buildiugs, walks aud parks.

I did uot design, iu the commeucument of
this article, eutering into this subject by refer
iog to the principles that lie at the fouudaliou
of the tastes aud habits of people, but rather to
ook at tbe present couditiou of our own, and

ought to be, beautiful village.
The law makes ample provisions for the or

gauization. aud govcrumeul of our village. It
gives to those io offiee all needed powers to reg
ulate aud coutrol the publio couduct of the
citizen, fot bidding bis trespassing upon the
rights of tbe public. It gives them power to
oouipul a citiseu to abate a nuisance oa his
premises, tbat exists to tbe injury of the public
health. Also to improve the public grounds,
streets and walks of oar village.

Look at our publio parks. They have become
common pasture grouuds for horses aud cattle
that run at large through our streets and into
out gardens, if we are so uufortuuate as lo
leave our gates unlatched through the night. 1

ask you to look again at the walks along our
streets, and see tbs condition tbey are in. Ask
of the ladies of our village their opinion of these
walks ask the stranger who euters our town
in the hours of oigbt, and attempts to walk op
from the depot, aud get his opiuioa of tbe enter-
prise and energy of our people. It is loo plaiu
for eommeot, what bis opinion will be. It is

disgrace to any people to bavs their publio in-

terest atteuded to io lbs shiftless manner io
which oars bare been for ths past eighteen
