Trichina Spirals.
A Tne Springneld Repvbticari contains the
following account of six cases of trichina which
o ccurred in that place : : v . . ;,- - ; .

Six cases of dread disease known as
trichina spirals have occurred in this city,
with fatal result, yesterday afternoon,
one' of them!; The .family of Bansle'y
Hall, are the victims, and the disease is
traceable to bam, which was perchased a
few weeks ago. The family ate freely of
this bain in its raw state, .no part of it
being cooked, and in a few days unpleas-
ant, symtoms began - to. manifest :them-selve- s.

., On the 2d dayof March, Mr.
Hall, feeling unwell summoned a physic-
ian, and f about "the same time his sou
Cornelius, was attacked in a similar way,
but not so severely. :

, On the following
Saturday, his daughter Ida, aged 7j was
taken "with, the same disease; the next
Tuesday, her sister Laura, two years
younger; the next Saturday, Mrs. Hall,
and 'subsequently Mrs. Hall's" father, Mr.

Itis noticeable 'that .Ida, who
was fondest of the ham and ate the most
freely of it was the sickest Of the family,
arid after a singular illiness of little more
