Russiax aeccounts from Central Asia
fully confirm the news of a great victory
of the Russians over the Khan of Bo-
khara. WWhether the Khan himself was
killed is still doubiful, bat the Russians
hold possession of Bokhara, as well
as of Samarcand, famous in history as the
capital of Tamerlane, and as one of the
powerful seats of Mohommendan learn-
ing. The Russians still disclaim any in-
tention of making further progress; but
virtially they are now masters of all
Turkistan, and they are net likely 1o
give up a country over which they have
complete control,

There were some able and stirring
spéecheﬂ made at Chicago, during the
Nattonal  Republican Conventjon, the
most significant of which was that of Ex-
Gov. Brown, of Georgia. He was an
original Sesessionist; stroggled for the
“lost cause” to the last; knew when he
was whipped ; now acknowledges the
error of his ways; abandons the Demo-
cratic party because it adhercs to the
principles which led to the late war, aud
casts in his lot with the Republican par-
ty, which saved the eountry, and in his
apinion onght to rule it.

A proposition is reported to be
Junder consideration by the Mikado to open
the entire country to tradeand travel,

Taxixe Uxirep Srares Boxps—The
House, June 8th considered the following
resolution which Mr. Stevens (Pa.) had moved
1o lay on the table :

Resolved, That in the judgment of the
House the bonds and other securities is-
sued by the United States, and which
are exempt by law from State and mu-
nicipal taxation, ought to be taxed for
national purposes in amount substantial-
ly equal to the average tax imposed in
the several States for local purposes, in
such manner as may substantiall equal-
ize the taxation, the tax to be dedacted
from coupons as they may become due ;
and that the Committee on Ways and
Mesns be instructed to reporta bill for
the parpose above specified.

The motion te lay en the table was
defeated by a vote of 16 to 100, and the
resolution was referred to the Commit-

tee on Ways and Means, the vote being
—yeas, 88 ; nays, 34.

‘the ‘Nation' on General Garfield,

In the New York “Nition,” of May 2d, we
find the snbjoined allusion to the late able
speech of 1Ton. J. A. Garfield, on the finance,
The Nution, which is regurded one of the ablest
papers in the country, concursin the main
with Mr. Garfleld, and regards his arguments
as sound and tenable. The Nation says;

“ Mr. Garfield, of Ohio, made on Fri-
day last, a speech ou the financial silua-
tion which is very much too good to be
allowed to be buried in the columns of
the Congressional Globe. The Boston
Loyal Publication Society, which is de-
voting itselt now to tinancial questions,
ought to resgue it and. spread 1t broad-
cast over the country. We do not re
mwember to have often seen a better speci-
men of clear statesment or of happy
illustration, and nobody who has yet
spoken or written on this subject, as fur
as our knowled e gocs, has shown a fir-
mer grasp of sound principles. He ar-
gued strongly in favor of a settled poli-
ey of some kind as the first step towards
a resolution of the currency to a sound
basiz, and drew attention to a bill in-
troduced by himself in February, provi-
ding fur the gradual redemption of legal
tender notes 1 gold, beginning Decem-
ber 1, at the ratg of one dollar aud  thir-
ty cents in paper for one dollar in spe-
cis, and graduanlly declining at the rate ofa
cent a month o par in Jooe, 1871, The
bill is, however, his weak point, for we
do not well see why anybody should
surrender his bill at 30 per cent dis-
count, when by waiting a few months
he can sell them at par. Most of Mr.
Garfield’s doetrines have been from time
to time supported in these columng, and
tkey are, of course, in the main old ones,
but they are the result of human ex-
rurivnce tested by homan reason ; aud
1is constant expressions of respect for
these two_great factors of polities, and
the attention with which he was listened
to, give a fresh reason for believing that
we are fast approaching the close of the
