How to Treat Babies.

A prentpartofthefliildren that nrc
born nowadays nro not good, average
healthy children. They aro children f
deficient hrain power, M ilisenseil tier
voih systems; children of

smtikp, late hours, tight Ineiii"
and dyspeptic stomnclis. The father has
put Ins son's brain into his meerschaum
and smoked it out ; thu mother has drilt-blc- d

and dribbled it away in balls, nnd
ox-rn- . Two young tieoplc come to-
gether, both of them in a state of Imlf.
nervous dernngement. Sho can not live
without strong codec; her hand trem-
bles, nnd she has a sinking at her stom-
ach, vt hen she first rises in tlio morninc
till she lias taken a cup ol strong coU'ec)
when bhc is primed fur the day. We
can not study, or read, or perform any
real menial labor, without tobacco. JJoth
are burning life's candle nt both ends;
Itotli fire wakeful ami nervous, with weak
muscles ami vibrating nerves, .

Two such persons ntiiie in gi vim" exist-
ence to a poor, bajiless buby, w ho Ts born
in such n state of diseased nervous sensi-
bility th.it nil the forces nf nature are n
torture to it. "The fai hers have eaten
sour gniMS, and the children's teeth art-se- t

011 edge." What such children cry
for is neither coid nor hunger, but

nervous agony sonu times li t .m
teuryinetiine because every thin" in
I i to is loo strong for them, nml jars mi
their poor weakened nerves, just ns it
dikes ou those ot au invalid in a low
nervous fever. .'

Now, the direction nlmtit putting n
child away alone to sleep, without ris k-

ing or soothing, is it good one only tot
robust ami healthy cliililieu. Fur the
delicate, nervous kind I have spoken of,
it is cruel nnd it fs dangerous. We know
fte authentic instance of a mother who
was trained to believe it her duly to put
her infant to bed ill a lonely chamber and
leave it. Not daring to trust herself in
the ordeal, she put on her bonnet ami,
positively lorbidding her servauis to "o
near" thu child, went out fLr a wafk.
When she returned the eliild was slill,
and hail been so for some time. She
went Up to examine. The child had
struggled violently, thrown itself over
on its lace, and a pillow had fallen over
it,' nnd it was dead Iri.m suthV.-itioit- .

Xcrvons'cliildrcn sutler untold agonies
from fenr when put to bed almie. No
tongiio can tell the horrors of a lonely
room to such children. A little, delicate
boy, whom his parents were drilling to
sleep alone, used to scream violently
every night, nud his father would come
in ami whip him. He mistook thu perti-
nacity lor obstinacy, and thought it his
duty to conquer the child's will. One
night he said, "Why do you always
scream so when you know you bhall be
punished "O father, father!" said the
little fellow, "I ilon't mind your w hip-jdn- g

me, it you'll only stay wilh me."
That I'm her's eyes were opened from that
uiomeiit.' He saw that a human being
can not be governed by dead i nks, like
a plant or au animal.

Xo, mother; before yon miikc 1111 a
plan tif operation for your ba'iy, look nt
it and sin; what it is, and use yovr own
common sense as to what it needs.

Look at yourself; look at your hus-
band; look at yourowp physical habits
at his, ami ask what your child is likely
to be. " ' '

' The caution of our friend wilh regard
to not aiilicring the child 10 ideep Ix ticwu
the part-til- s is important, (or many rea-
sons. There is scarcely a man that does
not use tobacco; and if a man uses to-
bacco, there is a constant emanation ol
it from his person. Now, however he
may justify the use of it himself, he can
hardly think that stalo tobacco effluvium
is a healthy agent lo be curried into the
lungs of a delicate infant. Children of
smoking lathers olUn have their brains
and nervous systems entirely impregna-
ted with thu poison of nkolhw in the
helpless nge of infancy. .A couple, came
to a country place entirely for the health
of their only boy, a feeble infant.' The
child was pale and sickly, const mated in
bowels, nntl threw tip ins milk constant-
ly. The parents bad but one room, in
which they lived with him, and which
Was blue every evening with tobacco
smoke. Every evening that helplers little
creature took into his lungs as much to-
bacco as it he had smoked a cigarette.
Still iuoio than this tie mother who
was niirsiiig that infant did what was
equivalent to smoking a cigar every eve-
ning, she breathed her husband's smoke.
Now, it your baby smokes cigars, yoil
will find, by and by, w hen he comes to
need brains, that this, brain-pow- will
not bo to 1. He' will be stnrty, fitful,
morbid, full of nervous hinks and cranks
otto of those wretched human beings who
live a life like, that described by Haw
thorite 111 bis story of "Fenthertop," only
capable of existence and efficiency w hile
he is smoking, but sinking into Jimuess
ami stupidity when ho stops.

We have heard that "some til
them get these notions at school. If this
bo true, it is a sad )rci verion of the
means of educa'.ion provided for our
youth, which art intended to make them
useful as well as intelligent members of
society, and not useless drags nnd drones.
Should it be so that tlm present genera-
tion ot boys get it into their heads that,
because they have more school lenruirg
and book accomplishment than their
fathers had, they must, therefore, look
