A largo part of the work reoulrcd to com
plete thu "Soldiers' Hecord," in pursuance of
an act passed March 17, 1804, has already
been done at an expense of about $8,000, and
the propriety ol making an appropriation

to enable the Addittint Ueneral to com
plete It, is respectfully eusrgestod for your con
sideration.

SOLDIERS' ORPHANS HOME.

Dnrins the war for tho Union, tlic peoplo of
tliis Statu acknowledged their obligation to
support the families of their absent soldiers,
and undertook to meet it, not as a charity, but
as a partial conipem ation Justly due for ser
vires rendered. The nation Is saved, and the
obligation to care for the orphans of the men
who died to save it still remains to he fulfilled:
It is officially estimated that three hundred
soldiers' orphans, during tho past year, have
been Inmates of the county infirmaries of Hie
Slate. It is the uniform testimony of the dir-

ectors of county infirmaries Hint those institu-
tions arc wholly unfit for children ; that in n
majority of cases they arc sadly neglected, and
that in the best infirmaries the children are
subject to the worst moral influences.

All agree that a republican government will
fail unless the purity of elections is preserved.
Convinced that treat abuses of tlio elective
franchise cannot be prevented under existing
Icgndalion, 1 nave heretotoro recommended tlie
enactment of a registry law, and also of some
appropriate measure to secure to Hie minotity,
ns tar us practicable, n representation upon all
hoards ot election. There la much opposition
to the enactment of a registry law. Without
yielding my own settled convictions in favor
of such a law, 1 content mvself, in this com
munication, with urging upon your attention a
measure of reform in the manner of conducting
elections, the Importance and justice of which
no oue ventures to deny. The conduct of Ihe
ofTicerj whose duly at elections it is to receive
and count llio ballots, and to make returns of
the result, ought to he above suspicion. Ihis
can rarely lie the case where they all belong to
the same political party, A lair representation
of the minority will go Car, not only to prevent
Iraml but what Is almost ot equal importance,
remove the suspicion of framt 1 do not ex
press any preference for any particular plan of
securing minority representation In Hie Hoards
of judges and clerks of elections. Various
modes have been suggisled, and it w ill not bo
