, of Cuba, between a portion of its inhab-
itants and the government ot Spain, and
to the feelings and sympathies of the
people and government ot the. United
Slates lor the people of Cuba, as for all
people Btrugglini; for liberty and self-

government and said that contest has
at no time assumed conditions which
amount to war in the sense of interna
lional law, or which would show the ex
istence ot a de facto political organiza
tion ot insurgents sufficient to jui-t-i

fy a recognition of beligerents. Du-

ring the b'ix months that has passed since
the date of my message, the condition ot
the insurgents has not improved, and

a the insurrection itself although not sub
of dued, exhibits no signs ot advance but

seems to be confined to an irregular sys-

tem ot hostilities carried on by email and
illy armed bands of men roaming with-
out concentration through the wood
and sparsely populated regions of the
Island, attacking from ambush convoy
and small bands ot troops, and burning
plantations and the estates of those not
sympathizing with their cause. Hut it
the insurrection has not gained ground,
it is equally trne that Spain has not sup-
pressed tt. Climate, disoase and an oc-

cassional bullet hag worked destruction
among the soldiers of Spain, aud altho'
the Spatriish authorities nave possession
of every seaport and every towu on the
Island, they have not been abU to sub-

cessary horrors of war. The torch of the
Spaniard and Cuban are alike busv in
carrying devastation over fertile regions.
Murderous and revengeful decrees are is-

sued and executed by both parties. Count
Valniascila and Col. Unit, on the part of
Spain, have each startled humanity and
aroused the indignation of the civilized
world by the execution each of a seme
of prisoners at a time, while (Jen. (iiese-da- ,

the Cuban chief, cooly and with ap-
parent unconsciousness otHti-.'li- t eUe than
a proper act, Ins admitted tho slaughter
by Ins own deliberate order on one day
of upwards of six hundred and fitly pris-

oners of war. A summary trial, with
few, if any, escapes from conviction, fol-

lowed by immediate execution, is the fate
of those arres'ed on either side on sus
picion of infidelity to the cause of the par-

ty making the arrest. Whatever may
be the sympathies of the people or of the
Government of the United States for the
cause or objects for which part of tin- -

people of Cuba are understood to have
put themselves in armed resistance to the
government of Spain, there enn be no
just sympathy in a conflict carried on by
both parties alike in such barbarous vio
lation of the rules of civiliz-- d nations,
a'id with such continued outrages upon
the plainest principle of humanity. We
cannot discriminate in our censure of
their mode of conducting the contest be
tween the Spaniards and Cubans. Each
commits the same atrocities and outrages
alike against the established rules of war.
The properties of many of our citizens
have been destroyed or embargoed. The
lives of several have been sacrificed, and
the liberties of others have been restrain
ed In every case that has come to the
knowledge of the government an early
and earnest demand for reparation and
indemnity has been made, and the most
emphatic remonstrance has been present-
ed against the manner in which the strife
is conducted, and against the reckless
lisregard for human life, the waton des
truction of material wealth, and the cru
el disregard of the established rules of
civilized warfare. I have, since the be
ginning ot the present session of Con-

gress, communicated to the House of
Representatives upon their request, an ac
count of the steps which I had taken in
the hope of bringing this sad conflict to
an end, and for securing to the people of
Cuba the blessings and rights of an in
dependent self government. The ft rls
thus made tailed, Imt not without- an as-

surance from Spain that, the good offices
of this government might still avail lor
the objects to which they hail been ad- -

Iressed. During the whole contest the
remarkable exhibition has been made of
large numbers of Cubans escaping from
the island, and avoiding risks of war,
congregating in this country at a safe
distance from the scene of danger, and
endeavoring to make war from our own
shores, to urge our people into the fight
which they avoid, and to embroil this
government in complications and possi
ble host limes with Spain, It can scarce-
ly be doubted that this last result is the
real object of these parties, although care-

fully covered under deceptive and appa-
rently plausible demands tor the mere re--

cognitiou ot belligerency, it is staled
on what I have leason to regard as good
authority, that Cuban nonds have been
prepared to a large amount wliose pay-

ment is made dependent upon the recog-
nition by the United States of cither Cu-

ban belligerency or independence. The
object of making their value thus entire-
ly coniingent upon the action of this gov-

ernment isa subject for serious reflection.
In determining I he course to be adopted
on the demand thus made for the recog
nition ot belligerency, the liberal ami
peaceful principle adopted by the Father
ot his country, 4 eminent statesmen of his
day, followed by the succeeding Chief
Magistratts and the men of their day,
may furnish a safe guide to thoso of us
now charged wilh the direction and con
trol of public saletv. From 1789 to 18- -

15 the dominant thought of our states
men was lo keep tho United States out
of the wars which were devastating Eu
rope. The discussion ofmeasure of neu
trality bep-iu- s with the Stale papers of
Mr. Jefferson, when ho was Secretary of
State. He shows that theyjire measures
of national right, as well as of national
duty; that misguided individual citizens
cannot bo tolerated war ac
cording to their own caprices passions,
and interests, or foreign sympathies. That
the agents of foreign governments recog-
nized or unrecognized, cannot be permit
ted to abuse cur hospitably by usurping
tho functions ot enlisting or equipping,
military or naval forces within our tern
lory. Washington inaugurated the poli
cy ot neutrality, and absolute abstinence
from fureign entangling aliances which
resulted in 1794 in the tarsi enactment lor
the observance of neutrality. Tho duty
of opposition to fillibustcring has been
admitted by every I "resident. Washing
ton encountered tho effort of denet and
the French revolutionists; John Adams,
the projects otMierandaj OJadison and
subsequent Presidents bad to deal with
the question of foreign enlistment or
equipment in the United States, and since
the day of John Quincy Adama it has
been one ot the constant cares oi govern
ment in the United States to prevent pi
ratical exDeditions against leeble South
American Republics from leaving our
shores. In 6 country aro men wanting
tor any entermise that holds out promise
ot adventure or gain. In t"e early days
of our national existence the whole con
tinent of America, outside of tho United
States, and all it islands, went oolonial
dependencies ot European powers. The
revolutions which, from 1810, spread al

most simultaneously througiiout tne
Spauish-America- ii Continental Colonies,
resulted in tho establishment of new
State. Like ourselves of European ori- -

rrin and interested in excluding European

of balance of power from further influ-
ence in the new world, the American poli
cy of neutrality, important before, be-

came d inbly so from the fact that it be-

came appl icable to the lie w republics as
well as to the mother country. It then
devolved upon lis lo determine the great
international question at what lime ami
under what circumstance to recognize a
new power as entitled to a place in the
family of nations, as well as the prelimi-
nary question of atlitic'e to be observed
by this government towards the insur-
rectionary party in the pending contest.
Mr Monroe concisely expressed the rule
which has controlled the action of this
government with reference to a revolting
country pending its struggle, by saying;
"As soon as the movement assumed such
a steady and consistent form as to make
the success of the provinces probable,
the rights to which they were entitled
by the laws ot nations as equal parties to
a civil war were extended to them."
Strict adherence to the rule of public
policy has been one of the highest honors
of American Statesmanship and has se-

cured to this government the confidence
of the ficble powers of this conti-
nent and which inclines them lo rely
upon its friendship in the absence of all
signs of conquest and to look to the
United States for example and moral
protection. It has given to this govern-nen- t

a position of prominence and influ-

ence which it should not abdicate, bill
which imposes upon it most delicate
duties ol right and l.onor regarding
American questions, whether those ques-
tions affect emancipated colonies or
colonies still subject to European domin-
ion. The question o' belligerency is
one of fact, not to lie decided by sympa-
thies for. or prejudice against cither
party. The relations between a State
and insurgents against it must amount
in fact to war in a sense of international
law. Fighting, 1 hough fierce and pro-

tracted, does not alone constitute war.
There must be military forces acting in
accordance with the rules and customs
of war, flags of truce, cartels ot exchange
of prisrners, &e., &c. And to justify
recognition ot belligerency there must tic
above nil, a de facto political organization
of the insurgents sufficient in character
and resources to constitute, if left to
itself, a State among nations, capable of
discharging the duties of a State and of
meeting the just responsibilities it may
incur as such toward other powers in
the discharge of its national duties.
Applying the best information which
have been able to gather, whether from
official or unofficial sources, including
the very exaggerated statements which
each party gives to all that may pre
judice the opposite or give credit to its
own side of the question, 1 am unable to
see, in the present condition of the con-

test in Cuba, those elements which arc
equisite to constitute war in the sense

of international law. 1 he insurgents
hold no town or city have no establish
ed seat of government they have no
prize court no organization for the re
ceiving or collecting ot revenue n
