Letter from Rev. Mr, MoGiffort,

RUMBENL S8EVEN,

STRATFORD OX Avox, Aug. 22, 1870,

Dear Telagraph—1 have been spending the
Sabbnth in this quiet English town, the birth-
place of Shakespeare, and the home, for some
months, of sur ows Washington lrving; n
good glace, it wonld seem, to date a letter
from, though there may be nothing in that let
ter to indicate its liternry birthplace save the
date, nnd the immortal names  that adorn this
long sentence, ¥or it is human, when we
bave no glory of our own in which to shine,
to press, i possible, within the balo of anoth-
er's glory—and why should your humble cor-
respondent differ fu this from his fellow hu-
manity ¥ But if, by way of liternry adorn-
ment,. I place the name of this old town st the
head of wy letter, the letter Beellf will have
no moge connection with its heading, than too
many sermons have with the motto-text with
which they open. For its enbject s Switzer-
land, not Eogland, and it must treat of monn-
tains and glaciers, of mules ond dilizences,
instend of eseays and poesy ; of wearied feer,
eatlier than of great minds. Shall 1ever over-
take myself? The question, even thongh it

may sound much like a connundrum, is an in-

tenscly proctieal fmuiry in this correspon-
denee, while the glow pen hastens in - pursoit
af the hurrying tourists, and falls continuaily
{0 n wore Liopeless distance in the rear,

We lent ourselves, I believe, at Turin, eur
knapsacks packed and everyting in readiness
for another week nmong the Alps. Our course
wis first, by railroad, over Mownt Cenle, to Ge-
nova, How ehnll T deseribe this wonderous
railroad, this almost mirncle of art forcing its
way among the greater miracles of natore?
Tmagine our Jamestown railroad, (If the poor
thing hns not been dédad so long that it is be-
yond imagination,) instead of lridging the
gulf by that famous, fubled filling, rashing
boldly down the carfiage road, toward our
friend Traver's charming vineyard, and as
boldly up again—only that the “up" should
come belore the “dowa<" our Ashisbula hills,
ns you are aware, being unfortunately under
ground, as 1 ean nassure you the Alps are not.
Tmagine this rise and plupge fo continue over
A hight fiNy times na great as that gulf s deep,
plunging not to the regions of continual mud,
bLut elimbing to that of perpetual snow ; hsld
your breath as you think, and let every hadr
standd on end, and you may have a fulnt iden
of the Mt. Cenis Raflway, Frisi, we climbed,
slowly nnd laboriously, alongside the diligence
road, to the hight of about o mile nbove the
plaing, and then we rush and plupge down a
track thint turns abraptly round precipiees and
leaps down inclines, where I should wish for
a very sufe horse were I diriving on o earringe
road. [ say to a companion, “this Is grand I”
He silently assents, when I notice by his white
Iace and closed teeth, that he s thinking prob-
ably how grand 1t wounid be if we should
plunge from the track into one of those yawn-
ing gulfs, T point out to him the construction
of the road, and rémind him that trains pass
over every day in safely ; but he iotimates
thiat there must be the frst wain to muke the
plunge, and that this may be the one nppoint-
od for the experiment. Yet I think that the
torrors of this rond are only apparent. The
peenliar construction of the track renders It,
perhaps, one of the safest 10ads In Europe.
There is u bigh, strong middle rail, which is
clasped by horizontal wheels under the cars,
which ean be pressed by brakes tightly against
the rall, and are used to facilitote the assent
and eheck the descent.

The evening found us in safety st Genevs,
the home of Calvin, aud of many of the old
Reformers, snd of the distinguished pastors
and writers of the modern Evangelical church,
A fine ity of some 60,000 inhabitants, beauti-
fully situated on the western extremity of lnke
Lemon. Tuenes asail of five hours on the
luke and n rallroad ride of two hours bronght
us to Martigny, ln the heart of the Alpe.

henee, the advancing gluciers throws them, as
it has many before them, upon the plain at the
mountain’s foot.

Monday morning found us rested, and ready
for oirr exoursion seswss the Mer de Gloeo,
The glncier is renched by o precipitous path
up the face of Mountanver, and again mules
are in requisition.  But, grown sise through
pxperience, we epgage Lot two mules for our
party, and for two and & half hours, we enjoy
riding and wolking slternuwly. At last we
resch the glacier, and a stupenduocus sight
lies before us.  For miles back in the gorge of
the mountains, the golid mass of foe extends,
o quurter of & wile or more in breadth, 3000
feet in depth or thickness, It lies almost un-
seathed beneath the bright Augnst sun, glis
tening back defiance in its almost son like
brightness, Ifere snd there a litle stream
courses over its surfuce, while from its foot a
rushing river peurs forth, born of it, yet mot
apparently wasting it. The surfuce of the
glnoier is rough, and in some parts, it is rent
with fearful crevices, making the pussage
across il (rying to the nerves of the timid, yet
not dangerous to any one previded with a cool
hend and an  Alpine staff'; twe reqgusites
which we find important almost everywhere
among these monntaing. Having accomplish-
ed the passage, we lunchied on toagh
fare in & Lut on the other side, where
we onjoyed one of the fluest views of the
extent of the glacier, and there commence s
descent, which can only be described as a se-
ries of leaps over fnggzed vocks, around the
shurp points of precipices, holding on here
and there to an fron chain, which lends 118
kindly ald to save us from the nbyss. At the
foot, we enter a cayern cat some 800 feet into
the solid ice, fuintly lighted by candles; a
weird but beantiful place, or it wonld be bean-
tiful, i the keepers of the cavern would fur-
nlsh Nght enough to display more clearly the
transparency and billlancy of the everlasting
walls which shut us in. Near the mouth of
the cavern, we found our mules awaiting us,
and were soon at rest in quiet Chamonix.

Alpine tours, as every otuer earthly enjoy-
ment, must.end, Men, who huave work to do,
cannot tarry long even among the wonders of
nature; so the next morning finds us bound
for Geneva, comfortably seated in & diligence
for a ride of fifty miles among the mountaing,
I say “comfortably” with emphasis: and, Mr.
Editor, had you rode for two duys on as many
mulos, you would have thought it comforta-
ble. The diligence is a large siage with sac-
commpdation for some twenty persons; wide
enough to admit four persons on 4 seal con-
veniently.
