escape from apparently inevitable des
truction and death to the whole of a gal-

lant ship's crew than in the case of the
Peacock, one of the sloops or war in the
Exploring Expedition, when she sustain-
ed the injuries which obliged her to re
turn, early in last March, to bidney,
(New South wales,) to repair and refit.
The following extract ot a letter trom a
person on board that ship will give the
reader some idea of it, though the nau-

tical terms will make it less clear to somo
ofour readers than to those who are fa-

miliar with them: iVar. Intel.
Sydssy, New South Wales,

"March 16, 1840.
"Before this reaches you, you will

probably have heard of our return to this
port for repairs, having been compelled to
do so by injuries sustained by the ice, by

which we were confined for forty most
anxious hours for twenty hours with
the imminent fear of most awful death.
So closely was the ice, packed around us,
and in such vast masses, that even under
a pi ess of canvass, assisted by Ice anchors
and every other means that experience
or necessity could suggest, we at times
remained motionless for hours the ice
cutting into the vitals of the ship, and
threatening to grind us to powder.

"On the evening of the (dato forget- -

ten, and, being now in town, cannot re
fcr) having procured sounding and seen
appearances of land, cheered with the
prospect of reaching it, wo worked in
through heavy drift ice; and next morn
ing about 9 A. M. in endeavoring to avoid

large mass ahead, we gave her a stern
board which almost instantly brought the
rudder in contact with another mass, and,
so violent was the shock, .that the rud
der-hea- d was wrenched off', and the rud
der fixed immovably athwart ships, reir
dering the ship almost entirely unman
ageable.

We used every efiortto wear hor, but,
like mad, she drove on through the ice,
till it became so close as to be impassa
ble. we then tuned sails, planted ice
anchors, and resolved to lie quiet tilt we
coirld repair our rudder, when suddenly
a large body of ice under our stern shift
ed its position, the anchors came home
and we drove down on a range of ice
bergs mast-hea- d high, and everhanging
the docks, and with breathless anxiety
awaited tho shock, (which nothing hu
man could prevent,) an immense im

pending mass tottering to its fall, and
threatening to crush us beneath it. On
spanker boom struggled for a moment
and then broke like a reed; the stern
boat crushed like an egg-shel- l; and then
went stern davits and all the upper works
on the starboard side, as far as the gang'
way every stanchion broKe short till
Tho ship rebounded! We breathed
again, and hauled att jib and staysail
sheets, and gave hor a cant off" from our
inhospitable neighbor. We then made
sail, and, bv great exertions, had a most
Providential escape, after thumping off
eur forefoot, and cutting into the stern
within an inch and a half of the 'wood
ends," or (in as good English) within an

inch and a halt ot our lives. Had our
confinement been prolonged another
hour, we should all have gone to Davy
Jones.

'I have mentioned the anxiety with
which we viewed the overhanging mass
tottering to its fall. As soon as a sum
cient space had intervened between ou

stern and the iceburg, it fell! harmlessly
in our wake." Halt. Amer.

Attempted insurrection in Franee by
Louis Lapolcan.

This jrtorning ono of those mad at-

tempts at revolution which have charac-

terized the French since the days of the

niomorablo first of July, disturbed the in-

habitants of this peaceful town from their
slumbers. The facu.as I have collected
them, aro as follows:

Tho City of Edinburgh stoamer,
to tho Commercial Steam Navi-

gation Company, was hired by Prince
Louis Napoleon, ostensibly for en excur-
sion of pleasure aloag the British coast,
for fourteen days. In this ho embarked
With fifty-si- x followers, eight horses, and
two carriages, in the Thames, on Wednes-
day last. This morning, about two o'
clock, they reached the const of France,
oIT Wimiroux, about tluce miles from
Boulogne. Tho surprise of captain and
crow may be imagined, to see the whole
of his passengers mine on deck, not in

the peaceful garb of citizens, but en mil- -

itaire, some as lancers, some as general
officer, gome as private soldiers, with
an oil-ski- n covering on their hats with
tho number 40 painted in front, that be-

ing the regiment which at Stratshurghad
formerly identified itself so seriously in
the cause of Louis Napoleon.

Their object was soon made evident.
The ship's boat was lowered, and the
wholo compiny landed in three trips.
Before the priuco left tho vessel, ho

the captain lo cruise off tho coast,
but to keop closo in to Boulogne, and

have a boat ready manned to come off for

them should they signalise to that cllect
Among thouo landed I have been able to
collect tho namos of tho General Mon- -

tbolon, Colonel Vuudrey, Colonel Par-quir-

and Colonel Dekhorde.

1 he
soldiers, awakened, and seeing them
selves surrounded by general oflicers,
ktew not what to mako ot the scene.
They were, however, soon made to com
prehend that a revolution was on foot,
that Louis Philippe was dethroned, that
nil France was rousod in favor ot their
Emperor, Louis Nnpoleon, and that they
xuust arm to march forthwith upon rans
Aa some were preparing to obey, their
aptain, who had been awakened by the

noise, rushed in among tbem, and res
tored their' wavering loyalty by shouting,
"Vive le Itoi." High words and a scuf
fle ensued between him and i'nnco Lou-

is, when the latter drew a pistol and fired
unfortunately the ball shattered the un-

der jaw of a poor soldier who was en
deavoring to separate them, and the
whole party, finding that the soldiers
were lukewarm, that the officers wore
faithful, that nothing was to be done
thero, precipitately quitted tho Caiorne,
tmd retired to the port.

By this time the town was roused ,

the authorities ware on foot, the drums
were beating to arms, and the National
Guards pouring out in all directions. Tho
proclamations, one of which I enclose,
vith a decree, had been lavishly distrib-
uted along every street through which
they bad passed, and money given to
those who hid followed them. These
Boon declared what the object was, and
the necessary directions were given bv
