Tbesstrenom- -
ical clock stands in the inside, in toe
corner of it, and is a most imposing aad
beautiful edifice. Five or six hundred
people visit it every d iv at twelve o'
clock, when il perform r.m extraordi-
nary feats, which I shall mm'ion pres
ently, and several millions in the court
of the year. There have been two or
three clocks in the same place open tbe
