Louis
Reveille deisila some events atlending
the close of Fink's csreer which do nai
agree with Mr Neville’s narfative, The
sinloment of the Reveills is made upon
the suthority of Charles Keemle, Esq.
subsiantiated by bin personsl knowledge
of the evenis reluted. Fink, it appesrs,
in 1832 entered tl & service of the Moun-
isin Fur Company, under the late Gen.
W. M. Ashley, of 81, Loms, and went 1o
the Fort at the mouth of the YellowSBtone
River, where the occurences narrated by
the Reveille ook place. 'The whole sto
ry is so interesting that we give it with«
out sbridgement.
