A letter from Alexandriato the London
Times gives the following details of the
massacre st Jeddah of the English and
French Consuls:

About sunset on the 15k of June the
bonse of the Boglish Vies Coneul at Jed-
dah was suddenly attackel, and invaded
by some huudrel of Hudramites, (inhab-
itants of Southern Arabls, ) who seized Lhe
persoos of the Consul, wounded him griev-
ously, and then flung him, still alive, from
the window into the sirest, whers & mob
of the saine fanatios hacked bis body into
pieces. Tha bouns was then pillaged, the
servents and twod assaminated,
and the archisves of the Consulste wers
burst. While this borrible scens was
going on, similar crimes were committed
st the French Consulste. This Consul,
also attacked by s band of fanaties who
