Dbax OliVsb I Wo came from Randolph to
this place yesterday. According to Tho Bugle, a

meeting M appointed here yesterday at 10, A.
Mt,but on our arrival we found that no notice had
been givenno place provided-owin- g to a mis-

take. Notice was issued by 12 that a meeting
would be held In tho Universalis Church in tho
evening. Accordingly a meeting was held Inst

evening. J. W. Walker, Parker Fillsbury and
myself, with a goodly audienco were present.
The following Resolution was introduced last
evening i

Whtrta; The Constitution of tho IT. 8. did
provide for tho hopeless bondago in chattel
slavery of a very largo portion of the people
who are by birthright free ; And Whereat, My
the conditions of this instrument, we the proplo
of the North, are mmlo responsible for the con-
tinuance of Slavery, bound as we are to return
tho flying fugitive, to shoot down tho insurgont
slaves, who might, like tho Hungarians or our
Revolutionary lathers, seek to obtain liberty, by
resort to arms, or to butcher whatever Indians
and Mexicans tho slaveholders can induce the
government to make war against ; therefore

Kesohtd, That tho Constitution is and should
be held, especially at the North, as a conspiracy

gainst Liberty and Justice and a declaration of
high treason against the Sovereign llulcr nftho
Universe, and as such, should be repudiated,
abandoned and execrated by all who would not
be enemies of God and of tho humau race.

Tliis was offered and advocated by 1'urkor
Pillsbury, and much interest was excited.

It Is now 3, P. M., I'arkcr 1'Ulsbury is speak
ing to great effect. We met at 10 this forenoon
In tho Church where wo wcro last evening. It
is greatly to tho credit of tho Univcrsnlists that,
amid 'Such opposition, they havo determined
their house shall be free to all questions of Hu-
manity. At tho opening of tho morning meet-

ing I introduced the following Resolution.
Jtetohed, That opposition to a Oovernmcnt

and infidelity to a ltcligion that sanction slave-
ry, are duties imposed on us by Justico and
Humanity, and we should count it an honor to
bo found worthy to be called enemies to such a
Government and InBdcls to such a ltcligion.

Washington, Hancock, Adams and their
compeers wcro trailort to tho Government, to
which, in their blindness they bad sworn alle-

giance. We have fur more cause to bo traitors
to this Government than they had to be traitors
to tho Government of Britain. Christ was an
infidel and a blasphemer against the religion
and gods of tho Jews and Gentiles. We have a
for mora justifiable causo to and
blasphemers to tho ltcligion and God of this
nation. Our hopes of Heaven depend on our
scorning tho Religion and rejecting tho God of
this Republic. Why? Because that religion
and that God sanction slavery.

A lawyer Wm. Woolcott appeared, to
show that tho Disuuionists were as guilty as
those who formed the governing power of this
nation ; i. e. that those who submit to unjust
laws aro as bad as thoso who make and execute
them l that thoso who submit to wrong aro as
bad as those who inflict it tliat the slaves are
its bad as the slaveholders, and the victim as bad
as tho robber or tho assassin. Now this was
the Tuuount of bis position, as I understood it.

Church in Akron, on Wednesday, Aug. 28,
I860, at 10 o'clock A. M."

If it will be any
particular gratification to Mr. Warner to know
the in, I will give them to Aim.

In conclusion I will say, as a neighbor, Mr.

Warner is a man that I respect and lovo. I am

not disposed to retort upon him in the least.
If he is not a subscriber for your paper, you

will gratify me by sending tho number in which
this articlo is inscrtod to him.

quojt becauso I think it no more than fair,
when a man is noticed in print, to send him a
copy of such notice .

WOMAN'S RIGHTS CONVENTION.
TO be held at Worcester, Massachusetts, on

the 2.1d and 21th of October next (agreeably to
appointment of a preliminary meeting held at
Boston, on the 30tli of May Inst.)

The mbn and won of our country, who
feel sufficient interest in the great question of
Woman s rights, duties and relations in the so-

cial system to give an earnest thought and ef
fective effort to its rightful adjustment, aro in
vitcd to meet each other in frco conference at
the time and pluco appointed.

Tho upward-tendin- g spirit of tho ago, busy
in n hundred tonus of r'l- rt i.ir tho world s re
drniption fro:.i tho sins ui.d itillcringa which op-

press it, has brought this one, which yields to
none m importance an:l urgency, into uistln
cuished prominence. One half of tho race aro
its immcilii'ip ol jeets, and the other half are as
deeply invffived, by that absolute unity of
tcri-s- un1 Bestiny which nnturo has established
between tlicm.

Tho neighbor is near enough to involve every
human being in a general equulity of rights and
community ot interests: out .Men ana women,
in their rvt'iproctdities of lovo und duty aro one
iicsn anu ono uioou niotner, wuc, sister nnu
daughter come so near the heart and mind oi
every man that they muse bo cither his blessing
or his banc. Where there is such mutunlity of
Interests, such an interlinking of life, thero can
bo no real antagonism of position and action.
Tho sexes should not, for any reason or by any
chance, tako hostile attitudes towards each oth
er, cither in tho apprehension or amendment of
tlic wrongs winch exist in their necessary rela-
tions ; but they should hurmonizo in opinion
and in effort, for the reason that they
must unito in tho ultimate achievement of the
desired reformation.

Of tho many points "now under discussion
and demanding a just settlement, tho general
question of Woman's Rights and relations com-
prehends such os : Her Educations Literary
ikicntijio aud Artistic; Her Avocation, In-
dustrial, Commercial and 1 'rofissional ; Her
I.itbubsth, J'muniury, Civil and J'olitical ; in
a woiu Her Rights as an Imlieidaal, aud l.or
FrNCTiONS as a Citizen.

No ono will pretend that all thcso interests,
embracing, as thoy do, all that is not merely
animal in a human life, aro rightly understood
or justly provided for in tho existing social or-

der. Nor is it any moro true thut the constitu-
tional differences of tho sexes, which should
determine, define and limit the resulting differ-
ences of ollico and duty are adequately com-
prehended and practically observed.

Woman lias liccn condemned lur Her greater
dclicncy of physical organization, to inferiority
of intellectual and moral culture, and to the

" . ... ,r r: - iluuuiiuru ui grctti. social, civu aim xeugtuus
privileges. In the relation of marriago sho has
been ideally annihilated, and actually enslaved
in all that concerns nor personal and pecuniary
rights ; and even in widowhood and suiglo life,
she is oppressed with such limitation and de-

gradation of labor and avocation as clcurly and
crucllv mark the condition of a disabled caste.
But, by tho inspiration of tho Almighty, tho
ocncncenl spirit ot rclorm n roused to ino re
dress of thoso wrongs. Tho tyranny which

and crushes wives and mothers, sits no
longer lightly on tho world's conscionco tho
heart's home-worsh- feels the stuiu of stooping
at a dishonored altar Manhood begins to lcol
tho shamo of muddying tho springs from which
it draws its highest lite ; and, Womanhood is
everywhere awakening to assert its divinely
chartered rights, and to fulfil its noblest duties.

Southern Slavery, by an s.

RICHMOND, Va., Monday, May 13.
As I was conversing with some Southerners

in Washington upon Frco Soil, they expressed
a desire that I should go South and sco Slavery
as it exists there, and i would coino back freed
of all Frco Soil notions. Ono from Florida
was particularly anxious that I should go homo
with him and ho would show me a taino alliga-
tor, nino feet long, thut ho fed on terrapins and
dead niggers. "Never costs mo anything to
bury a dead nigger," said ho. 1 resolved to go
as far South as this place, to soo if thero M as so
much difference between tho practice and theo-
ry of Sluvcry. As I sallied forth this morning
to boo tho place, almost tho first thing thut met
my view was a largo house, surrounded by a
very high brick wall. Upon asking the first
passer by what it was, ho informed mo that it
was a nigger jail, where tho traders conlined
their slaves preparatory to taking them South.
Ho very politely offered to conduct mo through
it, which I gladly accoptcd. I havo heretofore
supposed thut tho term " Slaves in chains," as
used in tho newspapers, was a figuro of speech,
used comparatively. But hero they wcro actu-

ally manacled, their feet chained together, sit-

ting around on benches in tho most tilthy and
louthsomo place I ever saw. ' I questioned ono
as to why ho was chained. Ho suid ho had
been sohi to go South, and ho wanted to sco his
wil'o again holore ho went, and had ran away to
go buck to his old master's for that purpose
My heart was too lull to question any of the
others.

In the femalo department thero was a very
pretty whito woman with two children. By
close inspection it might be seen thut she had a
liltlo African blood in her veins, apparently not
over ono-tont- h, but tho children did not show
tho least trace of it. I expressed surpriso at
this to my conductor, as I hud supposed Slave-
ry to bo confined to tho African race, when I
was informed that there was no limit of blood
in this Stutc. So long as tho mother is a slave,
tho offspring is also, no matter of what color.
I have since learned that thero aro numerous
slaves in this city as whito as their masters.

My next movo was to attend a slave auction.
Tho slaves of all colors, from sooty block to
perfect whito, were brought in and seated ou
benches. Hero thoy wcro subjected to a most
particular examination. It was curious to see
the manner of tho speculators in examining
their tcctu. . Thoy would order theia to open

their mouth, then press bark their lips with
their two thumbs, just as a joekev would ex-
amine a horse. On a window-sil- l lay a largo

of manacle, somo were constructed of afiilo rod of Iron whith handcuffs on each side,
so as to form a row. Tho first lot sold was the
white woman and her two children, that I be-fo- ro

srioko of. The auctioneer extolled her
qualities by representing her to bo a first rato
seamstress, fcc. Shewosstrurk down at $1,10.1.

The lackey of tho plnco (himself a Slave)
then lends up a man nliout 2H " unharness
yourself old Boy," says he. The man tremb-
ling like a leaf all tho while, strips himself,
with the assistance of the larky, in full view of
the street and of tho femalo slaves. Tho lack-
ey asks him what he is shaking for r as he is
not going to be hurt. The auctioneer announc-
es no scars on his back of any consoquonce,
end tho snlo proceeds; sold at t45. Next
eoracsalittlo girl of 13, about half whito.
Then two twin brothers of U, sold to diilerent
mastors, one I was told to a Southern Trader,
and soon the end of tho sole, when the gentle-
men wcro thanked for tho attention, and their
attendanco requested when they
would be shown something nice. During tho
salo my attention was called to tho door by a
string of Slaves going past, chained together,
probably on their way to some Southern plan-
tation.

Altogether, this was tho most g

sight I ever saw. I involuntarily exclaim-
ed I Is it iosVil,lo that this is permitted in
my own nativo country the country I bave
loved so well, and whose institutions I havecx-ultingl- y

pointed to as an cxamplo for tho
world r"

I am confident that the most cIToclivo way
for Abolitionists to gain converts to their cause
is to send Northerners as far South as this place,
and let them attend one of thcso slave auctions.
Hard, indeed must bo tho heart of ono who
could look upon such a scene and not bludi for
his country's shame. I remonstrated with
somo of tho inhabitants for permitting such a
thing among them. They all have the Biblo
and Christianity at their tongue's end, and are
ready to point out passages to justify it and
show that it is a d institution. " If
this is Christianity," I replied, ' don't call mo
a Christian." a. e. w.

Cuba and the Slave Trade.

Mr. Bnird, in his work on tho West Indies,
says that there can bono doubt of tho fact that
during tho year 181S, the importation of slaves
into tho Island of Cuba was carried on in full
vigor so vigorously thnt tho prico of slaves
leu, in consequence of tho plentilul supply,
from $1.30 or $300, to S2S0 or 100. Ho says
tlirt it is equally notorious in tho Island, that
tho agent of tho Queen Mother of Spnin was
and arturilly engaged in the infamous traffic j

and it is more than suspected that, directly or
indirectly, his Royal Mistres is a largo partici-
pator in tho heavy giins her agent realizes in
this trade in human flesh. Tho traffic indeed is
littlo short of being a legalised one. The
amount of dollars payablo by tho Governor,
being, if not fixed by law or order, as well un-
derstood as if it were so. Tho averago dura-
tion of tho life of tho Cuban slave, after his ar-

rival on tho Island, docs not exceed soven or
eight years. Ho is workod out in that timo.
His bodily frnmo cannot stand tho excessive
toil for a long period, and after that his immor
tal spirit escapes from tho tortured tenement of
ciav.

Tho New Orleans Delta, alluding to the
same Subject, lays that the editor roecntly saw a
lcttr.rhich announced the arrival ai juoa au- -

rlng fTle lust month, of a barque witn seven
hundred nnd eighty negroes, ot the town of
Muriel. On tho 27th of May, aliko number of
negroes wcro landed at t,ardcnas. Ihcse car
goes pay tho Captain General or Cuba tho
handsome sum of thirty nine thousand dollars
each being at tho rato of fifty dollars each.
Tho Delta adds :

It is well known to tho wholo world, that
the slavo trado is carried on most extonsivoly,
and in its worst form, by persons and vessels

to Cuba, and that the chief source of
tho enormous revenue of tho Captain General
consists in tho tax on tho negroes landed by the
slave ships.

iho necessity of eluding tho vigilance ot ino
English and American cruisers, and the perils
accompanying tho business, aggravate its hor-

rors. Small and swift vessels havo to bo em-
ployed, upon which the poor negroes aro pack
ed as close as herrings in a barrel. It is

to lmvo a large number, in order that,
u tho venture succeeds, tho proceeds win do
sullicicnt to cover previous losses, and render
tho parties rich at once.

Wo havo heard rersons lately frrm Cu
ba give descriptions of the cruelties to thcso un
fortunate Africans takon to Cuba, In the slave
ships, which surpass any that ever aroused the
cloquenco of Wilbcrforco or Brougham."

An Incident of Slavery.

From the True Democrat.

Some thirty years ago I resided with my pa
rents near a small villago on the banks of tho
Mississippi about ninety miles above St, Louis.
At that timo tho principal settlements in the
northern portion of tho State lay along the mar
gins ot tho two great rivers, uetweon inoso
lines of settlements there was a wilderness of
nearly a hundred miles in width.

Two slave husbands and their wives, in tho
region of Boono's Lick on tho Missouri, set out
fur Canada under tho guidance of tho North
Star. Their loader was an intelligent mulatto
about twenty-fou- r years of ago. Ho carriod a
llille, which was their uepenuonco ior provision
on their long journey. They reached tho pi

in safety, and all beyond was an Indian
country. One day more they expected to placo

thcra beyond all danger irom inoir pursuers.
But that night tho mulatto's wife a slender

young woman and almost whito was severely
attucked with billious fover. Thus they wcro
detained soverol days until they learned that tho

wore in tho neighborhood.
The vouna man now saw that his wue couia

not enduro the fatigues of the wilderness. Ho
urged his friends therefore to effect their escape

and proposed to surrender himself to his pur-

suers as soon as they should be out of danger.
But they would not abandon nun. as muuie
with tho sick woman was impossible, tho wholo

party gavo themselves up to a hunter, and re-

quested him to conduct them to tho nearest vil-

lage, whero they expected to meet tho
In this they wcro not disappointed.

They were immediately lodged in jail, while a
consultulion was held respecting the treatment
thoy should receive. Many of tho villagers as
sembled, and with grcot unanimity recommend
ed a severe Hogging. This was urged as tho
desert of tho culprits, and necessary uUo to strike
terror into tho minds of tho slaves thero. A
tavern koener iu the uloce volunteered to apply
the lush. Tho poor mulatto was stripped, bound
to an clin noar the juil, and received ue hundred
and Aflu ttriuet with a raw-liii- Then bis la- -
eorutcd bodv was lliorouiiiuy rmoea trim coin
mon tail, and ho was thrust into prison for the
niizht. Tho next morning he was brought out
to receive a hundred and titty lashes more. His
shirt stuck fust to his excoriated flosh, and he
was slow in pulling it off. No throats could
hasten the operation. At length one of the
tinnils iravs it a sudden ierk. which was follow
ed by a scream pf agony, and the blood guahed

forth from a hundred wounds. Ho wis bound
to the same treo and the flogging commenced,
when ho calmly said, " If you whip me again I
hall die, and then what will my master bo pro

fited i" Again ho was salted, and then march-- ,
cd off. His poor wife was next stripped and
bound to tho treo, but her flogging was very
considerately defcrrnd until sho could get homo.
The other two wcro deemed less guilty, and
their recompense was also deferred.

During these barbarous scenes but one voice
uttored the languago of humanity. A young
lawyer recently from New York remonstrated,
bin was answesed with the threat that he should
leceive a similsr portion. At this his free blood
boiled, and ho boldly defied them all. A move-
ment was made as if to seise him, but be stood
undaunted with eyes flashing fire, before which
their chivalry quailed. I visited the spot a
week afterwards the chips and grass all around
were stained with large drops of blood. The
hark of the elm was deeply indented in many
places with the rawhido, which had sometimes
missed tho man in consequence of his writhlngs

snd all the marks were tinged with blood.
My young heart sickened at the sight my tears
flowed and before high heaven I vowed eter-
nal hostility to slavery.
