Death of an Æronaut.

The papers received by tho stennier Ni-
agara record the death of Lieutenant Gale,
tho soronnut, ns follows:

The Bordeaux journals, which arrived this
morning, announce tho death of Lieutenant
Gulo, the mronuut. On 8uudny ho made nn
ascent with tho "Royal Creniorno " balloon,
on the back ofa pony, from the Hippodrome of
Vinccmics, at Bordeaux. It wus the first
timo that Mr. Galu hnd ever mado such onor

of ascension, and his pony hud only a few days

in before been broken in. At first tlio littlo
animal displayed great rcpiignnnco nt be-

ing lifted fioni his feet, but ho gradually got
accustomed to it, mid nn Sunday allowed
himself to bo carried ofi'by the balloon witha the greatest composure. As there wus soma
delay in filling the balloon with gns, tho po-
ny, gaily saddled mid bridled, was paraded
round the Hippodrome, nnd wns regarded
with extraordinary curiosity by tho specta-
tors. An immense multitudo assembled to
seo the ascent. The local jouriiuls say thnt
tho town was completely deserted, and thut
tho adjacent villages scut their contingents.

When Mr. Gulo was scon to ascend rap-
idly into the air, seated on his pony, with
tho bridle in one hand and saluting the pub-
licj with the other, there was a sort of shud-
der of four iu the vast galheriiiL'. The ponv
wns perfectly culm, wiih his legs bunging
and his neck bent ; but ho made no move-
ment. The descent of Mr. Gttle, which
took place at a short distance from Bordeaux
proved fatal to him. When tho horse hnd
been released from his slings, the peasants
