be .'omos larger and more double.

WHO TAKES CARE OF THEM?

They aro generally rough-lookin- g old fellows,
perfectly unsuited to the beautiful otijectsthey aro
connected with. But those objects thrivo in thuir
green-house- s ; thoy seem to uederstaud them thor-
oughly; they know when they require watering,
nnti they kuuvv when they havo enough. Every
plant looks as if it was thriving and gutting on.

tilings you liud in private collections, or in the col-

lections of llnoe who do not understand their man-
agement. Ttie florists are interested. There are
others who keep them, nut tor money, but for love

in tho windows, right up against tho glass, the
glass beautifully clear: doctors keep them, and
keep thorn beautifully. I cannot say so much for
them, when left to tno guardianship of the young
and beautiful beJIe, situ is apt to be a cruel guar-
dian one half generally die in tho winter through
neglect, frozen to death, or roasted in summer oy
exposure to tlu sun. Now and then you may find
a judicious lady, but, take the sox in general, they
tiro pretty bad managers. There are good, how-

ever, a good housekeeper is often a good flower-keep-

; one who can uiake a pudding can often
make a soil. To make a pudding, she deposites a
ccrt&in quantity of llour, a certain quantity of su-

gar, aud judici msly sprinkles her spices; to make
tii? soil, sho mixes clay, and gravel, and manure,
and spriukles carefully with charcoal. In this way
n lady sometimes succeeds beautifully; whatever
hhe touches is sure to d well ; Buccess is sure to
follow. Success is apt to be called luck. It is no
such thing : it comes from peculiar skill iu the for-
mation of the earth; and, moreover, in not expos-
ing at wrong times to too much sun, and by risk-
ing an exposure at a proper time withdrawing
from the rain at tho right moment, and coming into
it when.good will fjllow. All this requires good
ju Igmciit, which some ladies have.

WHERE THEY ARE FOUND.

I should like you to toll me where they aro not.
do where you please in the country, and you find
them in tho low grounds and in the high. In the
low grounds, where the soil is richest, you will
n dually find them tho most robust. In :ho high
grounds they aro apt to bo smaller, and not so
i loop in their color. You will often find tho same
flower in the high situations and the low; usually
tho high have their peculiar set, and tho low theirs.
The wild althaea will not only refuse to grow on
high grounds, unless it is peculiarly situated right
on tho water; it cannot live away from tho wat'sr.
There are some plants that will live anywhere, if
they are constantly watered j tho hydrangea, for
instance. There gro others which acquire little
water, if any ; tliay are dry flowers j such are
many of tho cactus tribe.
