A CONTEMPLATED NEGRO INSURRECTION.

AT COLUMBUS, TEXAS.

Ths Galveston News of tlie llih Inst., has a, let-
ter giving the particulars of an Intended Insur-
rection of the ibmi in Texas Colorado county,
where the letter was written, Is on a river of Die

CoLtunis, Colorado County,
September 9, 1808. j

Mtssns. Editors: Theol.joet of this communi-
cation ia to date to you all the fuels of any impor-
tance connected- with a recent iuteuded insurrec-
tion.

Our suspicion wero arouse! about two week
ego, when a meeting of the citizens of the County
was called, and a Committee of investigation un
pointed to ferret out the whole matter, and lay the
faoti before the people of the Country for thoir
consideration. The Cummittoo entered upon their
duties, ard in a short time thry were in full pos-
session of the facts of a and syste-
matized plan for the murder of onr entire white
population, with the exception ef the young ladies
who were to he taken; captives nnd made the wives
ot the diabolical murderers ot tlieir parents nnd
friends. The committee found in their possession
aaomberof pistols, bowie knives, guns and

Their passwords of organization were
adopted, and their motto, "Leave not a shadow
behind."

Last Saturday, the 0th inst. , was the time agreed
upon for the execution of their damning designs.
At a late hour at night all were to make one sim-
ultaneous desperate effort, with from two to ten
apportioned to nearly every house in the county,
kill all the whites, save the above exception, plun-
der their homes, take their horses nnd arms, and
fight their way to a "free State" (Moxbo).

Notwithstanding the intense excitement which
moved every member of our community, nnd the
desperate measures to u Mi ll men are liable to be
led on by such impeu lir. danger to which we had
leen exposed by our indulgence and lenity to our
slaves, we must say (lie people ncted with more
caution and deliberation than ever be (Wo charac-
terize! the actiou of any people under similar cir-- j

cumstances.
More than two hundred neerocs had violated

tho law, the penalty of which is death. But by
unanimous consent the law was witheld and their
lives spared, wilt the exception of three of the
ringleaders, who were on last Friday, the 5th inst.
nt two o'clock, 1. M.. hung in compliance with the
unanimous voice of the ciiizcns of tho county. '

Without exception, every Mexican in the county
was implicated. They were arrested and ordered
to leave the County within five days, and cover
again to return undor the penalty of death. There
is one, however, by the name of Frank, who is
proven to be one of tho prime movers of the affair,
that was not arrested, but we hope that he may
yet be, and have meted out to him such reward us
Lis black deed demands.

W e are satisfied that ho lower class of the Mex- -

ican population are incendiaries in any country
where slaves arc held, and should be dealt with oc-- !
coraingiv. Ana, lor the ticnetit ot the Mex ican
population, we would here state that a resolution
was passed by the unanimous voice of the County,
lorevei forbidding any Mexican lioin coming with- -

in the Units of the county.
Peace, quiet and good order are ngain restored,

and by the watchful care of our Vigilance Gmvlerty
mittee, a well organized patrol, and good discipline
among our planters, wo are persuaded that there!
will never again occur tho necessity of a commu- -
nication of the character of this.

Tbe band had a deposit of arms
and ammunition in the bottom. They had quite a
number of guns, and a large lot of knives, manu-
factured by one of their number. It was thoir in-

tention to fight their way to Mexico."
