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ALLEGED CONTEMPT AND PROFESSIONAL

MISCONDUCT IN A SLAVE TRIAL.

BEFORE JUDGE BURGOYNE OF THE PROBATE COURT.

The specifications fileil in this case by the prose-
cuting Attorney, T. A. O'Connor, under the direc-
tion of thit Court. tlie respondent, Jacob
J. Dennis, with willful misconduct as an attorney
.nil counsellor nt law of this Court, while no liny

a such nn the 2d day of November, 1857. in n cer-

tain cause then pending and which came on for ad
judication in this Court, to wit ; A writ of Unbent
Corptt directed to the Sheriff of our mid county,
commanding him to bring before the mid Court
three porsona therein limned, and to summons one
Thornton Withers to answer by what authority lie
hell possession of tbe persons described, id said
writ.

The power of this Court to inflict summary
upon its officers for willful misconduct iind

contempt will roubtlesa not bo denied. 'J'ne testi-
mony in this case ia all documentary, and such as
i within the knowledge of the Court, and upon a
lull examination of respondent' nnwer to the
specifications, we iind nil the niateri il facta in the
oaso admitted, but m any avermcnta aa to manor
which transpired in the presence of the Court are
erroneous, as at the tiuia the adjournment was
granted on reapondent'a motion and the appoint-
ment of a guardian was asked for by Mr. JollitTii.it
was distinctly stated by the. Court that the guardi-
an aa auuh would and could not he looked to lor the
production in Court of the perona claimed to be
slaves; but that in pursuance of an Act of the
Legislature passed in 1850. the Court would also
appoint Mr 1). Egletin oua o linn of the pcriona
rained in the habeas, corona writ, which appoint-
ment alone would be relied upon for their produc-
tion at the time to which respondent asked the
cause adjourned ; respondent also erra in elating
the persona to have been in the custody of the shcr-iff- ,

for upon the return of the writ of habeas cor-pu- t

by that officer tho custody wna then with the
Court, and was not transloried by the appointment
of Mr. Eg'leaton : but his custody waa the custu-d-

of the court, which fact this respondent ought
not to have been ignorant of at the time if the
procurement of a second writ of habeas corpus re-

turnable before lion. Judge Carter. Respondent
mates thai he requested the Court to require of
Mr. Egglestnn aa custodian a bond of indemnity
fur tbe benefit of the master io a auin equal to the
value of tho persona claimed to be slaves, to which
we may rcapond that the Legislature of Ohio have
ever eince tne formation of our Constitution entire
ly neglected to recognize the right of property in
human beings, and hence n guardian' bond or any
other bond conditioned as ia asked for by respond-
ent taken by this Court would hnve been without
precedent, and unauthorized by law. Respondent
states that at bit law office various propositions
were discussed touching the legal rights ot his cli
enta, and that then and there determined to apply
to one of the Judges of the Courts of Common
Pleas fur tho allowance of another writ of habeas
Corpua.to which statement of respondent we would
inquire what legal rights of his client coold not
have been here dutormined ; and whether herein
respondent does not adn.it his deliberate intent to
have been to treat the jurisdiction ol tins court
with contempt. Respondent further defends and
pleads tho practice of this Court in habeas corpus
cases which cannot avail him, eince fci averment
wholly misrepresents the practice of this Court.
Respondent errs as to the conversation between
the Court and his Hon. J udge Carter.

We ve of the opinion that you were g'lilty of a
contempt of this Court in the following particulars
1st. In the procuring a continuance of tho habeas
corpua case fir ths purpose of enabling you to
prepare and file the answer of your client,
Mr. Withersl claimant of the t ergons named
in the writ, and alleged by claimant to be
his slaves, which continuance was granted
on your motion. Your subsequent conduct
proves that you made no effoit to prepare your cli-

ent's answer, nor did you appear at the hour to
which you aked the cause to be continued, though
not prevented by any unavoidable circumstance. 2d
That you procured the allowance of another writ
of habeas corpus by the Hon. A. G., W. Carter,
thereby laying the foundation of an apparent con-

flict of jurisdiction, well knowing, at the time of
the procurement of said second writ, that

of this Court waa full and complete in this
case. There is no principle better settled than
that no two Courts can exercise jurisdiction over
the same subject matter, at the same time, in
cases of habeas corpus, and that, even if the juris-
diction were concurrent that the Court first taking
jurisdiction would retain it, to the entire ex-

clusion of all other Courts, until its powers are
and determined.

Vou, therefore, in open violation of one of the
fundamental laws (upon the observance of which
alone can the. harmony of judicial proceedings be
preserved), procuring the issuing of another writ
by another Court of the jurisdiction, with no pow-

ers over the subject w hich was yet before us, pend-
ing the examination of the same question here, and
fur no other reason than to treat the jurisdiction of
this Court with contempt. The powers and juris-
diction of the court are entrusted to the Judge. who
it bound to vindicato the offended laws'. When
we reflect upon the great wrong here committed,

nd the insult offered to the sovereignState of Ohio
by trampling into the dust her constitution and
laws, we feel it to be our duty to correct the out-
rage in such manner as it provided by law.

Tbe questions involved in the merits of the
Corpus cose as here presented, were questions

in which the people of Ohio have a deep interest,
and it would have been eminently proper that those
questions involving personal liberty tdiould have
been met and decided, as 1 doubt not that many
our citizen are desirous uf knowing whether ud-

der the constitution and lawt of tho State, slavery
can exist within her borders: whether musters can
land at our wharves negro slaves, and whether the
relation of matter and slave exists under our laws
and constitution, the purity and protection of which
i of quite ae much importance tu the people of our
State, as the protection of the slave power, and in-

volving as well the question of the right of transit;
whether the institution of slavery is portable beyond
the boundaries of the slave States, whe'her it can
be brought within, live and exist under the consti-
tution and laws of Ooio.

It is quite certain that we in this case have had
an exhibition of the powers of the institution over
the constitution uf Ohio, lor w e here in this court
Lave teen the master exercising the powers of the
master over the slave, ami that. too. as we could
be inclined to believe over the offspring of his own
body we had a desire to investigate w hether the
citizen uf Ohio can by law protect themsevles
against such outrages, and whether the modesty
and feelings cf our citizens are to be iuaui.ed w ith
impunity by such exhibitions without remedy. The
decision uf whioh question ha been prevented
your acts. I am about to retire from office; niy
official term will toon expire br limitation; and
my duty is to leave the office of Probate Judge
Hamilton County, tiotnea wun ine aignuv anu
purity contemplated by our constitution and laws.
' Believing as I do that you have committed a con-

tempt of the jurisdiction of this Court, the sen
tence of the court ia, that you be fined the sum
taut) (or laid oontempt.

Io etiict accordance with the President s

declaration, that "The Federal Constitution car-

ries slavery into all the territories" of the Union,

bis chosen organ the Washington Unbn, now af
firms that the same Constitution carries it also,
into the slates, in spite of state constitutional pro
visions to the contrary. Tbe organ doubtless
speaks by authority. Tbe people of the Northern
and Eastern eilates will perhaps bye and bye be'
come fully acquainted with the interpretation of
their national constitution.

A late number of the Cnion tayt:
"The Constitution declares that 'the citizens of

each State shall be entitled to all the privileges
and immunities of citizens in the several States.'
Kvery citizen coming into another S ale has. there-
fore, a right to the protection of his person, nnl
that property which is recognized as such by the
Constitution of tho United States, nny law of u

State to the contrary notwithstanding. So far
from any State having a right to deprive him of
this property, it is its bouudon duty to protect him
in its possession.

'If these views are correct and we believe it
would be difficult to invalidate theui it follows
thai all State lawt, whether organic or otherwise,
which prohibit a citizen of one State from settling iu
another, and brinaiiia his slave property with him,
and most especially declaring it Jorfeiltd, are diiect
violations oj lite original intention oj the Imverr.inenl
which, as before stated, is the protection ol person
and property, and the Constitution uf the Luited
States which recognises property in slaves, and
declares that 'the citizens of each State shall be
entitled to all the privileges and immunities ol

citizens in the several States,' among the most
etsentia! of which is the protection of person and
property."

Thus we have virtually the avowal ty two Im

portant branches of our National Government
the judiciary and the executive, that slave-holdin-

is lawful and constitutional in Ohio and New Eng-

land, and that no state has power either by her
constitution or her legislature, to prevent slave
holders from taking their slaves wheresoever they
please and bold them during their

the expressive language of Judge Kane, they
have tbe same right to take their slaves into Penn-

sylvania, Vermont and Wisconsin, that they have
to take "their curpet sacks or their over coats."

This is no idle theory nor boastful bravado.
is the cool purpose of the slaveholders, now being
carried into exe'-'uviu- Every fugitive slave trial,
wbother in Boston or Milwaukee, brings out this
point distinctly. The Pussmore Williamson case
in Pennsylvania, the Lemmon case in New York,
and the Decisions of McLean and Leavitt in Ohio,
all point in the same direction. In addition
these, quite recently a slaveholder bas brought
slaves into Minnesota, another bat taken his
I'linuis, both with the avowed purpose cf there
holding thorn, by virtue of Judge Taney's consti-

tutionalby law. And just now we cast our eyes upon
the notice of a third case of the same character.
TheFairfield, Iowa, Ledgor, states on what it deems

of good authority "that a Missouri slaveholder has
removed to Warren county, in that state, and
brought with him five or six slaves whom he olaims
a right to keep and work on tbe free toil of Iowa,

of under tbe Drcd Scott decision."

Thus there ia ooncert and method in carrying
their purpose of subverting the constitutions
tbe nominally free states. They are to be attacked
in detail aud so conquered. Cases are to be made

up, and ia every state are the minions of tbe slave
power in the chape of District and Circuit Judges

! of tbe Federal Court, who are ready to decide
Question in favor of tlaveholding. Thus it
last vettige of State authority to be subverted and
State Couttitutiont and Bills of Right that have
stood at the bulwark of freedom for almost a cen
tury, are to be at once overthrown.

Dear Friend Robinson: Dr. Brooka misunder
stood me at Cleveland. I never laid, or turely
r?ver intended to eay, "thai tha time bat gone by
for argumentt to ba addressed to tha people." I
did eay the time for arguments on tbe "Constitu
tionality of Slavery" has gone by, and have taid
to fifty timet befote. Slavery doet notexist because
it is "Constitutional." Our country has a consti-
tutional love of slavery, as the people have a con-
stitutional tova of ein of all kinds, hut in no ether
way legally or politically speaking; the constitu-
tion of the United States ha nothing to do with
tho existence or continuance of elavery whatever.
The system has a broader, deeper, firmer basis
than that. Men might a well plead as excuse for
their ten or twelve children, born of one frail and
feeble mother, that the bible authorizes it even
command them to " Increase and multiply," at
to argue fur or against slavery, from the constitu-
tion.

And above a'l things, if men wish to prove the
constitution to be Anti Slavery, let them first prove
that tbey are not hypocrites, by letting alone can-

didates for chief magistrates, in Stnte or Nation,
who maintain, and are sworn to maintain the very
opposite doctrine.

Di'j you notice the Editorial in the last Standard,
entitled "Political Morality"? Such an article is

worthy a place, even in your columns. Nothing
could be better tail on the last Presidential elec
tion, or on the Republican part of it, than ibis:

Tbe last great political movement, which came
very near putting its candidate into the lute
House which it probably would have done had
the Pennsylvania election been fairly oonducted
and returned that movement rested itself solely
on the permission to the people of Kansas to keep
slavery out of the State to be created out of their
Territory, if they so pleasedl A broad foundation,
truly, on which to build up a national party u.e
right of men who had shown themselves bo base
or so cringing as to forbid coloured men to be mem
bers of their commonwealth, to keep themselves
from being made the mean whites, the white trash,
of rich slaveholding neighbours! As far as they
were concerned, tbey deserved no better late. JSut
the permanence to be given to slavery and the
locking of the yoke upon the necks of the blacks,
these things hardly entered into the contemplation
of the politicians who played that hand. The
White Men, and not the Black, were tbe card that
were played out, and it has been of no particular
importance that the gnme waa lust. But it was
another (roof of tbe deterioration of Political
Morality.

I do not recollect whether yon have given an
opinion on the new "Atlantic MoDthly." Perhaps
you will not thank me for mine The Publisher
surely will not. Simply a a Literary Question,
upon its merits, I have no opinion to give. My
training, early or later, had no rcforence to euch
enquiries.

But when a new work of such pretension as
this last monthly, appears, we may all ask, have
the publishers any particular message or mission
to mankind, which require this new gospel? The
antecedents of Messrs. Phillips & Sampson, would
lead me to doubt whether their commission ba
aught of Divinity in it. They are certainly very
thriving publishers of books, and worthy men
doubtless in other regard. And the New Month
ly will be a good advertising medium for their
other ware. But a glance through the first Num
ber, leads one to doubt whether the world will be
more indebted to it, than to Putnam'e Picture
Books, or the gentle whey curds, Weekly and Month-

ly, of the Harpers, Some of the pieces, Sally
Parsons for instance, Peodlam and the Financial
Flurry, it seem to me belong to tbe "Comic Alma
nac" They would be quite too exalted in most
of tbe Pictorials like Gleason's and Frank Leslie's
which Isupposo by the places where I oftenest see

them, are manufactured mostly for stable boys and
others whose taste though peculiar, is not peculiar
ly elevated. Most of tbe remaining articles,
though well enough written, have little in tbem
original, or particularly striking, either in man
ner or matter. Both Publisher! and Contributore
appear to me to be moved by a common impulse;
to give the Country or their Patrons, not so much
what they really need, as what they are willing to

take and pay for. A tad consideration truly, in
a nation reeking with the crimes and curses of
slavery, and ripening rapidly for the just judge
ments of Heaven,

FIELD NOTES.

East Fairfield, Nov. 25th, 1857.

Dear M : We again find ourselves in the lectur
ing nela. uy the we l aon t mean to say l am
now out with the corps I was formerly with, for
our present company consists of my wife J
Elizabeth Jones and myself.

Perhaps you will be able to understand th
full force of the sentance with which I cooimeno
ed this article, but to most of your readers it will
seem but the announcement of a comparatively
unimportant fact. Now at to what may be tbe
result of onr present labor to tbe
cause, it it not for mo to speak or to prophesy
but to us Individually, the entering upon a cam
paign of field labor is a matter of considerable im
portance.and those only who have themselves tried
it, can fully appreciate the sacrifice it involves.

create a new life beneath the rib of a moral
death, and in tbe attempt, to not unfrequeotly
meet coldness, and scorn, and open rebuff where
you hoped to find and generous sym
pathy. Not but what you will tometime meet
friends who are tried and true, but such are scarce
in this pro.sUvery country of our.

You remember what a terrible day it wa for
travelling when w left. Our first meeting, whioh
wa held at Cool Spring, wa necessarily small,
though larger than wa bad any right under the
oiroumstances to expoct. Although that neighbor-

hood ha been reasonably well saturated
trnth, yet I wa told that among our

auditor was a Republican and a Democrat, nei
ther of whom had ever before attended an anti- -

slavery meeting
Our second gathering on Friday evening wa

at a very difierenot placo, and wa reached only
by a very rough ride, in very rough weather, over
very rough road. And whon wa reached Elkton
we continued to find noma use for the adjective by
which I described our pnnge thither, for our
audience or a considerable part of it was about
as rough and as the warmest admirer of
uneducated nature could dosire. But bless you !

they have had no meeting there for
fifteen years, and what better could be expected uf
them ? The church, the and inGdel
church La been their instructor, and it would be
unreasonable to look for kindness and courtesy to
ward reformers among those whom H has trained,
to say nothing of equal and exaot justice, which
wat all we neked. Not less than ten or twelve of
the audience came in puffing at their long nines,
and promising a very ' smoky atmosphere for thj
evening's entertainment. The light of cigars not
being the kind of light which we thought the
peoplo of Elkton most needed, we requested them
to extinguish it, which they all did, even to the
small, pale faced hoy, soujo ton years of age, who
appeared to feel that in parting with his cigar he
was abandoning the only testimonial he possessed
of bis manhood. Though a part of the audience
was disorderly, the greater portion was well be-

haved, and eomo manifested much interest in the
truths we presented. The prospect for another
gtthering was to promising, that we appointed a
second meeting there for next Thursday evening.

From Elkton we went to Carmel, not tho Car- -

mel of Scriptural remembrarce, but that which
licth about four miles distant from Bull Creek
Station on the Pittsburg, Fort Wayne andjChicago
Railroad. Carmel used to have among its inbabi
tants quite a number of dinunionists, mtst of
whom have disappeared from the stage of action,
not by death, but in a fur lest exceptionable man
ner. They were, I suppose to ute the language
of a Scotch horse joukey "rather shaky in the

legs," and therefore incapable of standing long in
any ( ne position. Republicanism has, with tome,
eaten out the kernel of their and left
nothing but the hollow shell of profession. Others
I heard of, who were seized with a Cowper-lik- e

"In some vast wildornesa,
"Some boundless contiguity of shade,

yet for a Masonic Lodge in the village of Culum
biuua, and who now regard the whole duty of
man as comprised in grips, and signs, and pass
wors, and the consequent recognition with feel
ings of fraternal love af all good and accepted
Masons, even though they be Cogger of women,
and stealer of babes. Well, well, I suppose it
can't be helped. Men will ultimately find the
piace fur which they are best fitted, just as water
will find its own level.

We held meetings at Carmel on Saturday even
ing and Sunday. The weather was unfavorable.
which in conjunction with the circumstance al
ready referred to, rendered our meetings smaller
than they would otherwise haro been, but I am
of opinion that those who attended them, will re
ceive tome bonefit, B. S. J.

HARTFORD, Nov. 25, 1857.

Kobinson: It is some time, since my
last report, written for the Bugle was sent you
whether it appeared I know not, as I am not situ
atcd so as to see any Auti-Slavor- paper regularly.
I have forgotten where I left off, and consequently
if I shall repeat myself, I hnpo I shall be excused

We have had a strange experience the last few
weeks ; I have been often reminded of my first
years of school teaching, when we were required
to "board around". I have been in twenty three
different families sinco this moDth came in, and to
day ia only the 25th of tbe month. I have met
only two person whom I ever saw before, but then

hen ene gets in tbe family of an abolitionist
one can very soon feci quite at home. But, of th
twenty-thre- e families, whose hospitality I have ae
cepted only seven of them were of our etnmp
The others felt afraid of me. Spiritualism, Free
Loveism, nnd many other isms are abroad in the
the land, nnd whatevor is obnoxious in all of them
is laid to the charge of Abolitionism. Hence
soon aa you are soatod in one of tlioso families, im-

mediately the questioning process, begins with
introductory something like this : "What is your
religious belief?" "Do you accept the Bible as the
word of God ?" "Do you believe iu baptism, and
other ordinances?" "Have you any faith in the
monstrous doctrines of the Spiritualists?" "I hope
Mrs. Coleman, you are not a Free. Lover indeed
I feol afraid to tike you into our family, as I know
your professed loader has always repudiated mar-

riage uut only theoretically, but practically. Now
friend Robinson, can you iur.agine bow pleasant
these things ate ; after one has exhausted all her
strength, in the publio meeting, and wearied out
with labor, almost discouraged by the opposition
which she may havu met, ehe looks, at least
quiot, where she cannot hope for sympathy,
fiuds that she is expected to, not only set bersolf
right upon all these questions, but to clear up
character ef every person, who for the last twelve
years, ba been known as an abolitionist. Surely
if I did not love tbe cause, more than my own
soul, I should leave the field in despair, if no.
disgust. I wish all person who feel that tbe lec-

turing agent has a pleasant, easy time, could have
to my experience for the past month. Our meetings

in Chardon, Hampden, Hartsgrove, Windsor, Dodge,
ville, West Andovor.and Wayne were well attended
considering the weather, which wa muob of
time exceedingly ttcrmy. We met with loin op-

position, at West Andover, but it wa too feeble
be of much value to the cause. Opposition from
a strong and respectable tource ie encouraging,
when an Ignorant, illiterate minister is the opposer
it is a small affair.

Not a woman wa present te listen to the
speaker. I have sptken often where very few of
my own eex wer present, but never before bava I
spoken to an audience composed wholly of men.
It ia due to that audience to soy thnt they listened)

to a woman two hour, w.'th the utmost patience-- ,

and with profound respect. 1 appointed a meeting
for the Sunday following, at which I wat joined by
Mr. Brown, and Mr. IIowland.

A ludicrous scene wat enacted on Sunday era-

per containing the resolutions pasted at the Cleva- -

and meeting, and I read them, and challenged any
cue to find a different reading in any ofourpapera.

V ell in the evening, our Utile lawyer came io with
the documents ready to prove us not only Free-lo-

era, but liars. We called upon him to read tha
resolutions passed nt the Disunion Convention at
Cleveland. He rose, and with great pomposity
said, "Most luckily I have obtained a copy of tha
Anti-Slaver- Bugle, which has reported th resolu-
tions. I suppose the woman w ill take that paper
as good authority". Of course we assented, and)

again requested him to read tbem, instead of
them which he wa determined to do. Mr.

N'ivvisson (perhaps I should say Esq, Nivvisaon)
then commenced rending, wbat? why he said tha
resolutions passed at the Cleveland Convention.
Mr. IIowland asked him to read the beading of th
piece, that he might know what was the meeting,
and where it was held at which these resoluiinna
were passed. He commenced and read on Una
n which he found the phrase, "Progressiva

Friends" and tbe word Battle Creek. Mr. Umwl-a- nd

then disposed of the wonderfully learned law-

yer in a way that seemed to give almost universal
satisfaction. Poor man 1 I could well afford
bear all the vile epithets, and miserable insinuation
which he fuund it pleasant to bi excited feelinga
to hurl at me any thing that ahould turn tha at-
