It
was just after the first pulsation began to be felt
In the colli heart ot the Illinois senator, Stephen
Arnold Doaghtes ; and such was the throbbing
palpitation that began tube perceptible among
tho liepublicaus here at the Xorth, that I ventur-
ed to predict that it would not be three months
before Stephen Arnold Douglass would be named
ns the next candidate for tho Presidency by the in
.Republican party. Now, I never had much repu-
tation, never claimed any, ns n prophet, hue it was
at orico said, that what little I had was forfeited
by that rash prediction. The audience cried out to

But instead of being three months, it was not
three weeks before Mr. Douglas was trumpeted
from Mississippi to Maino as the next probable
candidate for the Presidency of the United States
by the party of freedom.

And as political parties always lower their
standard, as men always grow worse when they
enter the political arena, just as they do when re
they join the Church, it is perfectly safe to utter
such a prediction and that party has scarcely
nny lowerdeep into which it can fill.

law as piratical. Many of the unhappy sufferers
perisno l on tno voyage, nna were thrown over- -
board to mingle their bonei with those of tho in-

numerable throng, who in years gone by hod suf-
fered tho horrors of the Middle Passage.

Those who regard Louis Napoleon as a friend
of national liberty, as a man who oppresses only
because he is obligid to oppress in order to save
his country from anarchy, will please remember
that he is tho first sovereign of hi, time to lega?
ize the slave trade. lie is tho first monarch tJ
violate treaties which the philanthropists of every
land labored so long to secure, and which thu
whole civilized world proudly pointed to os nn
indubitable proof that the human face was ad-
vancing. The feeling which dictated tho Keg is
contract have also led tho Emperor to proposo to
the Corns Leuislntif the repeal of tho hiw which
prevents French Citizens from holding slavos in
foreign lands.

When we behold suh o spectacle as this, wJien
we sco English ship" chartered for the coolie
trade, and listen to the harangues of intelligent
Americans advocating the importation of Africans
into our own country, w e arc tempted to onquiro
whether the world is nuning backward. Are wo
to lose ill": that we thought we hod gained ? Aro
the victories of Truth and Justico only temjorar J
and partial? Did Clnrkson and Wilberfcrce and
Adams nnd nil their illustrious compeers spend
their lives in toil, that we might have merely a
few years rcspito from the evils which they fought
so bravely and so well? Sometimes it would

seem so. Dot we need not yield to such n
fuar. The hearts of the French people are right,
and whenever their real leelings shall find u!tcr
anevj, one of their first cries will be "down with
this iniquitous traffic in slaves." Tho citizens,
who abhor the tyranny of the Emperor at home,
will not have their respect or affection for His
Majesty increased by the recollection that he has
assumed tho office of imperial trader in slaves.

A SLAVE AUCTION IN VIRGINIA.

A correspondent of tho Cincinnati Gazette
writes :

In my wanderings about tho city, I also called
one of the auction rooms for selling slaves.

These are rough looking establishments, eome-tbin- g

like our horse auctions, with only such differ
ences in the nrrni cen ci.t ns to ndant them to
showing off bipeds instead of quadrupeds. When

entered they wero nbout putting up a woman
with a child at the breast. As this was tho CraJ
time I had evor seen a human being sold as a
chattel, I watched the proeeeding with groat in-

terest. Two largo moustached muluttoes; a shade
two darker than tho auctioneer, who passed for

white man, I presume, acted as grooms, ami
performed the part of showing off the chattel and
her offspring who were nlaced on the block, so
that tho bystanders Could he.vo a full view of tho
properly to be sold. They exposed tho arms (a
the shoulders, so as to see tbe quality and quantity

muscle; then tbe legs were shown as high as the
knees in like manner ; then directions were given
to show the teeth and condition of the mouth, by
opening it wide enough to be examined.

F.xcepting for the curse of slavery, this
would be a pleasant city as a residence, and 1
have no doubt a profitable one, both for tbe men
chant and manufacturer.

As in ail
Southern cities, there is lees hurry and bustle then

the Northern ; and if we can judge from the
easy manner in which the cares of the world seem

rest upon the people, they ought to be long
