EXPENSE OF THE FRENCH SLAVE
TRADE.

REVOLT ON BOARD ONE OF THE SHIPS.

The Kthiopo, Cnptain Croft, a steamer belong
ing lo tho West Africa Steam Company, arrived
it Monrovia, tho capital ot the settlement ot Li
beria, on tho 14th. of April. Tho captain, on
lauding, wnB informed by Koberts
that a French vessel, the Kegina Cecli, which had
been for some weeks collecting "emigrants" under
the new system, had been tho sceno of a fearful
catastrophe. Theso so called emigrants had re
volted durum tho absence ol the captain, purser,
and a few of tho crow, who, fortunately for thoni-solvo-

had gono on shore for a short time, The
seninc u left on board, to tho cumber of cloven,
wero murdered bv tho iioirroes ; tho doctor nlono
was spared and put on shoro. Tho ignorant
wretches, after perpetrating this deed, had taken
possession of the vessel, and woro known to bo in
iho neighborhood ol Capo Mount, bnortly allor
Captain Croft received this information, thcro
came a formal request from the French Consul
that tho Kthiope would, if possible, recapture the
vessel, j no iuiuopo set out accordingly, l no
Kegina Cecli was known to bo well urmod ; ships
conveying this class of emigrants aro, itapponrs,
woll aimed ; and Captain Crolt mado cvory pre
paration. Jltit rightly believing that
lioherts would cxereiso a moral uitluenco on the
blacks, that gentleman was requested to nccom
pany tho expedition. At inno o clock the next
morning they sighted tho Kegiua Cucli, "quite un
manageable near tho shore. As wo ncarcd,
says an oyo witnceeo I; "wo saw tho decks crowd
ed with peoplo, who, as soon as they saw tho Brit
ish lhig, hung up n white shirt, and, tho Ltlr.opo
comiiii; within hailing distance, thev made all
possible demonstrations, by clapping their hands
and crossing their arms, thus expressing their joy
at soeuig a ilntish ship, and their readiness
givo thorn selves up." Mr. lioherts went on hoard
and when the blacks hoard they were to be takon
to Monrovia they danced and shouted with delight.
Mr. Hohcrts, having heard tho account of those
people, expressed his opinion that all the
emigrants were merely slaves, and had been rcg
ularly bought, shipped and manacled just in tho
regular way, as practiced on tho coast lor many
year.

The nceonnt tho negroes gave of themselves
leavos. indoed, no doubt of the tact. I be irons
with wdiicb they had Leon manacled woro on
bonrd, nnd many of them rctainod tho marks
their wrists and ankles. They wero about "70

to all, hut 100 had loft before tho Kthiope fell
with tho ship. Ono of the men said that the
creator part had been brought down from tho in
lerior and bought hy tho Frenchmen in tho usual
way. Others had gono on board as laborers,
himself among tho number, and had been sudden
ly seized, put in irons, nnd stowed away in tho

It hold, liy these menus woro tho emigrants obtain
od, who, hut for tho mutiny, wero destined

dcvelopo their faculties by contact w ith civiliza
tion" in the Island ol Kcunion, lato JSourlon.
Tho nccount given by them of tho massacre itself
