FUTURE OF THE REPUBLICAN PAKTY.

The Repnblicans are now urged from varions
quarters to surrender or waive their demand that
slavery be legally excluded from the Federal
Territories, and take their stand instead wpon
the platform of Popular  Sovereignty, a0
oallad—that is, of the right of the Peoplo inlinbit-
ing any Territory to establish or interdict slave-
bolding as they shall think proper. We eannot
comply with this requisition, fur these reasons :

I. When Mr, Clay, in 1850, undertook to settle
this dispute bv a compromise which should pre
olude any positive prohibition of slavery, he laid
down, as his first premise, that slavery, in the ahb-
sence of affirmative legislation, bad no legal or
wightful existence in the Territories; sovondly as
to those just acquired from Mexico, that there was
no probability of its going thither, On this busis,
it wan not difficult to assent to the policy of non
actidn or non.iotervention hy Congress, But the
Dred Scott decision has radically ehanged all this,
by establishing, as a judicial doctrine of our gov-
ernment, thatall territory of the United States [rom
which slasery bas not been legally excluded
is  legally slave territory—that any eluver
holder may onrry slavery practically thither
and require the government to proteet him in the
use and enjoyment of his human property.  This
novel and monstrous doetrine impoges on thuse who
would save the Territories for fee labor the duty of
active and vigilant resistance to the encroschments

of nlavery.
Il. We find that Popular Sovercignty, wish re,

spoct to the Territories, is rendered by this decis-
jon a snare nnd a delusion. The Supreme Court
decides expressly thint the Territories ean du noth.
ing in the way of excluding or protecting it. So
that, while Messra. Douglas, Fornoy and others
are appealing to us to louve this whole matter

aver. No man who defers to the Dred Scott deciss
fon ns law has any right to talk of Popular Bover-
eignty in the Territories, so fur as slavery is con.
ecorned. It has clearly no existence; and thore
who talk of it use words without definite meaning
or use them for purposes of deceit.

111, When a Territory throws off the Territorial
condition, forms a State Constitution, and applies
for admission into the Union, she of course mukes
such & constitution ns she will, and is morslly ceri
tain to be admitted with that Copstitution, We
may favor or resist her admission, but practically
sod historically we koow that she will not be ex
cluded because she is or is oot slaveholding. Ew
erything depends, therefore, en the character im-
pressed on her while she retaing her Territorial cons

IV. The practical interpretation given to the
Popular Sovereignty doctrine by i votaries is ins
difference to the triumph of free or of slave labor in
@ Territary. Mr. Douglas insists that Kansas shall
be admittad ne a free State because that is her dot
liberate and overwhelming choice, not beoause the
choice is intrinwically right and Leneficent. Were
she stroggling to ovme in as n slave State, he
would support her demand with equal enorgy and
emphasis. [ndeed, heolearly intimates that, while
he counsiders free labor probably best Jor her,
he considers slave labor as decidedly proferable
for other and mure tropical regioos. There is noth-
ing wrong, acoording to this view, in making one
man work for another's profit all bis life, loaviog
bis children te fullow in the same dreary round ;
it in conly & mistake to do this where the mereury
often einks below zero. We cannol aseent to this

V. If the free States should consent to regard,
«ith Mr. Douglas, the westward progress of free
wnd of slave Inbor with equai favor or equal indif |
farence, the slave States manifestiy will not and do
not, Their ruling olasses have w groat peeuninry
and political interest in the extension of slavery.—
Every new slave State increnses st once the valoe
of their live stock and their pulitical power, The
annexation of Texas instantly enbinneed the price
uf slaven throughout the breeding region, as the
purchase of Louisinnn had previously done, Gov,
Wise estimated that prime Virginin slaves weauld
have netted their owners $5,000 each, sould they
have Boen xot to work in the California mines—
whivh the admission of California as n free State
precluded. A new Californin seems about to open
in the Delimtable Land on this side of the locky
i Mountaine,  Arkansas will vie with Kansas in oc-

VI. We have proved in the glorious example of
Kansas, that froe labor, backed by & strong pubtic
seutiment and activo, selfanorificing exertions in
the frea States, oan wrest a Teriitory out of the
immedinte grasp of the 8lave Propngnnda, though
backed by the Federal Executive, Senate, Judicia
ry ond Army. We shall probabtly never again
hinve to fight the battle under greater disadvanta.
gen, Kansas lying along tho western burder of Mis
souri. whieh was occupied by the most vehemently.
pro-elavery portion of the Missowi people. The
spirit and the devotion evinced by the better por-
tion of the Peoplo of the free States must triumph
in any future contest.

VII. Finally, the foture struggla cannot be a
lung one, Kansas‘free, covers Nebraska, Dacotah
and all the West and North-West. It Lloeks the
advanen of slavery across the whoele bLreadth of
Missouri and northward of its southern boundary
Weo enn weil afford to lose a Presidentinl election
for such a result as this, One more breadth is all
that remnins of our present Territory to be strug’
gled for. Should we loose what is now Indisn
Territory, we must draw the ling west of it, saving
New Mexico. Arizoon and all begond. IF to se
cure this, it shall Le necessnry to luse another
Presidential battle, who would grudge the cost?
