DUEL BETWEEN BRODERICK AND
TERRY.

Tho San, Francisco Times' of tho f 4 li says t la
aeeordance with the antiaVpation of molt of the
community, the expected duel botween the Hun.
David C. Broderick, U. S. Senator from California
and the Hon. David S. Terry, Judge of the Su
preme Court, took place yesterday morning at
small dell or v alloy some ton miles distant from
Mercer Lake. '

? ' t
The parties Went out of town tbo night pfovtoos

and passed the night in soparate localities. At a

quarter past 0 o'clock Messrs. Brodorick and Terry
arrived on their groorid In their respective car'rl
agos and attended by their seconds and physicians.
Hon. J. C. McKibben and Mr. Coulter as seconds
for Mr. Broderick, and Calhoun Bonham and
Thos. Hays, Esqrs., seconds for Judge Terty. On

descending from their carriages the parties seemed
bo in tho best of spirits, neither appearing at all
anxious or nervous as to the result. About, half
an hour was occupied in arrangements. Ten pac
os wore marked off nod tested by tbeir seconds, and
tbe principals placed in their relative positions.
Their secduds had already divested therlfM their
outside coats, white collars, which might present
prominent targets upon which to take aim. Tbe
two principals were divested of their watches and
the coin in their pockets. The coin taken from Mr.
Broderick his second M, McKibben placed in his
own vest pocket. Judge Terry threw his careless
ly upon the sod'. One of tho seconds then read
alound the code-duell- o from a written manuscript
Whroh occupied ' but a short time. Mr. Coulter
then addressed the two gentlemen saying' in effect
that ho wished it. to be understood that he
should count one, two, 'after the word fire, after
which ho should say stop stop ; no shct must be
fired after that. During this time the two princi
pals maintained tbeir positions and listened with
composure to tbeso details. - Judge Terry stood
with bis head thrown slightly back, looking to.
wards bis antagonist.. Each held his pistol in his
band pointed ti the ground. -

Each was dressed in blnck clothes and were a
slouched rain Alto bat. Mr. Broderick stood erect
bat his head rather down. lie pullej the rim of
his bat down " about his eyes as if to shut them
from the light. lhe positions of tbe two were
somewhat different, Judge Terry maintained that
of a pratioal duelist, presenting only tbe edge of
bis person to his antagonist and keeping his left
band and shoulder well behind bim. ' Mr. Brode
rick, on the contrary, though1 at first assuming a
position somewhat similar to that of the other,
scemod toT prefer a more carelss and less constrain
ed one, and presented more of hia body to tbe fire
of his opponcot. His pistol he hold in his band
rather awkwardly, and seeming to leel this him
self, he once or twice turned the wrist of his pistol
arm to the right with bis left hand, as though en
deavoring to comply with some prescribed direc
tions previously given him. He took one good
look at his antagonist, and ran his eye rapidly
along tbe grouud from his own position.as if draw
iog a bee tide between them. From that time he
did not raise his eyee until the word was given to
fire.' Once his right fool cot a fraction beyond the
line, when Mr. McKibben stepped forward aod re'
placed it.' ' - ..i t ... i

Tbe bearing of Judge Terry, thongh he assumed
a more practiced and motionless attitude, was not
one jot more that of ad iron nerved man than was
that of Mr. Broderick. ' ' ' '

At a quarter before 7 o'clock Mr. Cutler
nounced the words "are you ready'j"

"Beady," responded Judge Terry, and "Ready
was uttered by Mr. Broderick immediately after. .

Fire one two was pronounced in moderate-
ly quick time.- - - '

Mr. Bordefick raised bis pistol and bad scarcely
brought it to an angle of forty-fiv- e degrees from its
downward position aod in a bee line toward bis op.
pOnent, when, owing to the delicacy of tbe hair
trigger, it was discharged, the ball entering the
ground about four paces in advance of him.

Judge Terry fired a few instants later, taking
deliberate aim. There was a perceptible interval
in the two reports. At that instant Mr. Broderiok
was observed to clap bis left hand to the right side
of his breast,' when it was seen that he was wound-
ed, lie reeled slowly to the left and before his sec
onds could reach bim he fell to the ground with his
right leg doubled under him and still grasping his
weapon, . :

Judge Terry, upon discharging his pistol, im
mediately folded his arms, holding the pistol still
smoking, in his hand, but not moving from bis po
sition. Tbe seconds of Mr. Broderick immediate-
ly ran to his aid, and Dr. Locher commenced to
staunch the wound with lint. The bullet bad en
tereJ just forward of the nipple and had lodged
as it was supposed under tbe leftarm. Previous to

this Judge Terry with his friend, left the
field driving rapidly into town and started
at once from North Beach where boat
was in readiness to take him to Oakland,

'where be took a f private conveyance to Mar-tine- s.

A dispatch statos that he found soiUe diff-

iculty in getting ferried across to Benicia. On ar-

riving at Benieia he took overland conveyance to

Sacramento. Mr, Broderick was taken to tbe
bouse of bis 'friend Leonidas Ilaskill at B'ack
Point, and seated in a bed with bis face towards
the Bay,' propped up with pillows. Here Drs.
Locher, Sawyer and Rowell attended on bim dur
ing tbe day and, hundreds of bis friends hurried
out to loarn tbe worst. There appeared little like
lihood of his recovering. He was able to speak
during tbe afternoon.but owing to tbe wounding of
of bis lungs articulation was generally indistinct
and unintelligible..

SIR JOHN FRANKLIN.

fiir John Franklin was born at Spiliby, Lincoln
shire, April 17, 1780. He was destined by bis
father for tbs ministry, by natire lor the sea.
While at the Qrammar School at Lowth, he walk
ed twelve miles to see the Ocean for the first time.
He Was sent on a trading voyage to Lisbon to care
hidl of this bent the Voyage confirmed it. Hia
father 9'ftlded to nature, and procured him a mid-

shipman's Warrant in 1800. If e served on the
Polyphemus at the battle of Copenhagen, April
2, 1891. ' lo the Investigator', commanded by bis
coosier, Eapt. Finders', he spent two year explor
ing tbe coasts of Australia she proved unsea- -

wortby, and he sailed for Lotns ih tbe Porpoise in
1803. which was wrecked on a reef 200 miles from
Australia, where be and bis oorritianiuns remained
for fifij days on a sand-ban- They were carried
to Canton, whence he sailed for Etigland iu the
China fleet of Indiamen. la the dtrait of Mala
oa they vers attacked by a French squadron, with
out suocess. At home be joined the Bellerophon,
and of forty persons who stood about htttt at Tra
falgar, but sevea escaped unhurt. FOr six years
afterward be served on the Bedford, capturing an
American guuboat at New Orloaos in the war ol

1812. Here he was wounded, aod made lieuten
ant. la 1818 be commanded tbe Trent, tile suml'

ler of two vessels wbioh attemptod tbe North-Eas- t

Passage to India, Tbe larger ass disabled; and
Capt. Buchan, wbo commanded tbe expediting
refused to allow bim to proceed alone. In 1819

be commanded an overland exploration from York
Factory, In the three years of this expedition he
performed a foot journey of 850 miles while tbe
mercury was frozen, another foot journey of 500

miles, a long sea voyage in cauocs, and was then
obliged to return without having explored what be

went for the Coast of the Arctic Ocean. He rc
turned and was promoted in 1822. In 1823 be
published an account of. bis vuvnee, and married
Eleanor Porden, the daughter of an eminent arch
itect. In 1825, be was placed at tho head of an
other overlai.d Arctic eipcdititd llis wife, then a

the point of death, insisted that he should go, and
gave bim as a parting gift a silk flag, to be hoistfed

She died the day
after be sailed. On this journey he reached tbe
ocean, and travelled westwnrd from the mouth of

37" west longitude. He wintered at Qreat Bear
Lake, where he instituted a series of magnetic ob

servations, lie went back to hiieland by way it
New York in 1820, and, in 1828, he married Jane
Griffin, tbe present Lady Franklin, and publish
ed an account of his secdhd expedition. In 1827

he was knigbted, received the dogree of D. C; L,

from Oxford, and tbe gold medal of tbe Geograpb
ical Society of Paris. , in 1S30 be did service in

tbe Greek revolution as commander of tbe Rain
bow. He was Governor of Tarmabltt from 1890

to 1843, founded a college, and endowed It large
ly, established tbe Scientific Association of Hobar:
ton, was very popular, and on his departure re
ceived an enthusiastic ovation. In 1845 he sailed
in command of tho Erebus and Terror on bis last
expedition. On the 6th of July of that year it was
seen for tbe last time by while mea from a whale
ship about the center of Baffin's Bay. He was to

push on through Lancaster Sound and Barrows's
Strait to Melville Sound, and thence westward as
far as possible. Id 1848 three expeditions were
sent by tbe British Government in search of him
in 1850 three more were sent out by the Govern
ment, beside two by Lady Franklin, two by public
subscription, and one by Henry Grinnell of New
York, Fianklib's first Winter quarters were
found, but nothing more. In 1852 Sir Edward
Belcher sailed from England in search of him with
five vessels, and Commander DapleCeld with a
screw steamer. In 1853 Dr. Kane went out as
commander of the second Grinnell expedition ; La
dy Franklin sent a ateanidr and sailing vessel ;

Dr. Rao started for a socood exploration of Boo

thia, and two vessels were sint in aid of Sir Ed-

ward Belcher.

In 1854 Dr. Rae heard frem Esquimaux a story
of forty white men sledging toward the south,
near King William's Land, in tbe Spring of 1850,

aod later, of thirty white corpses and some graves
on the oontinent, and five corpses, considerably
eaten, on an island a fow miles to the north-we- st

ol the mouth of Back's River. Dr. Rae found
telescopes, guns, nnd watches among tbe natives;
be has exhibited tbem in New York. Mr. Ander-

son visited the island in 1855, and found many
articles, but no bodies. He was unable to realh
the prinoipal socne of disaster. The fate of Sir
John remained a mystery until tbe disoovery of
M'Clintock, wbioh is tbe news of y.
