ness proposition. As the Jersey is not
as large a producer as other breeds, 1

have always fell that there is about 1'

cents difference iu tho cost from that
of the milk of a mixed herd. I con-
sider them as healthy as the Ayrshi'e
or Holstein if properly cared for. 1 do
not believe that high bred Jerseys will
stand the hardships that many cattle
are subjected to on many of the farms.
A well bred horse will endure more
than u scrub If given good care. They
will not, however, do as well as the
scrub with very ordinary care. Vou
have never heard of a horse having the
staying qualities for the race track
unless lie had the breeding to hack it
up. I feel that Is just as true with
cattle. To get a large production and
to make them profitable' for any length
of time they must inherit good quali-
ties from their ancestors."

Mi'king and Feeding.
When the cows come in from pasture

for the evening milking they are given
a light feed, which is readily cleaned
up. Then.' is everywhere clear spring
water. The feed is mixed In these
proportions: Four hundred pounds of
bran, 12(H) pounds of gluten and 2(10

pounds of corncob meal. Kach milker
then washes his hands and cleans ids
finger nails, there being facilities in
an adjoining building lu the shape of
porcelain wash bowls, with hot and
cold water and an abundance of tow-
els. These cows are all curried, rub-
bed down and their teats and udders
wiped off and washed. Then the milk-
ers enter with their clean white duck
suits and white skull caps and do their
milking through screened top palls.

The ninln dependence of Fitirlea is
ensilage. Between fifty and sixty
acres of corn go into the silos. From
thirty to thirty-liv- e acres of oats and
peas and also millet are grown and fed
green. Considerable hay is also used.
The four silos hold about linn tons.
The other day some of the silage was
handled which was stowed last Sep-
tember, and it was ns fresh and as
fragrant as the day it was cut.

"I have only used corn for ensilage,"
said Mr. I.ee. "I lind sixty-liv- e acres
last year, all of which went Into the
silos with the exception of about ten
acres. I dfl not feed heavy, none of
my cows getting over eight pounds per
day. The ration Is made up of bran,
buffalo gluten and corn and oil meal."

The Milk Room.
Iu a hall shut off from tho stables

are seven milk scales fitted with an
automatic recording point, and the
product of each cow is weighed and
recorded on a curd bearing the herd
number. This is done at each milking,
and the figures are afterward trans-
ferred to the books iu the oilice, so
that the exact quantity given by each
cow is known. In case a cow has any
ailment, a cold, elc. .Mr. l'omeroy sues
that her mill; does not go into the cool-
ing coils, but keeps it separate for the
pigs. A rigid inspection is made of
the herd every day. After the weigh-
ing the milk Is poured Into caus
through two thicknesses of tine cheese
cloth. It is then covered and carried
to the dairy, which is a separate build-Ju- g

on a slight slope forty feet uway
from the stables, and another attend-
ant strains it before it is emptied into
the receiving funnel which carries' it
fusldo the dairy Into the cooler and
bottling room, where It Is again strain-
ed twice. The milkers are not permit-
ted to go beyond the weighing hall, and
uone except the bottler is allowed In
the coil rooms, he wearing his white
uniform.

Every bottle Is thoroughly washed
and sterilized before It is filled, ' and
the pails and cans are also storlized
lind kept In a thoroughly sanitary con-
dition. As the bottles are filled from
thte cooler they are taken Into a huge
refrigerator, where the temperature Is
40 degrees, and kept there until re-

moved In wagons to the distributing
depot In New Haven.

paign from this time on. If there
are any interests that want to

beat the president and his poli

tics, they will have to come out
and do it in the open.

This "dust parlor"
i ln:i!t close up against one of the
walls of the poultry house, with which
It Is connected by means of a square
opening ( lit in each wall so that they
come together when the dust parlor Is
put in place. The front of the dust
parlor is provided with glass, so that
there is plenty of sunshine, while there
is no trouble iu the poultry house
proper from the dust, the small parti-
cles of which are liberated from the
dust parlor by means of small holes
in the fronts and ends.

Study Your Stock.
A writer advises all growers to study

the disposition of their stock. Some
flocks are wilder than crows; others as
tame as kittens. We Imagine that It is
the disposition of the handler that in-

fluences quiet among the poultry, says
the Feather, rather than the disposi-
tion of the fowls themselves. Some
can handle bees without protecting
hands or face, while others are being
continually stung when caring for the
bees incased in a Hying armor. It Is
the influence of the disposition df the
handler that quletft the flock of poul-
try, bees or pigejits cud makes them
more contented, quiet and easily han-
dled.

"Double Molting" Pullets.
The common occurrence is for pullets

beginning to lay in tho late summer or
early fall to lay at least several weeks
and from that to several months, then
quit laying and go throiij.h a partial
molt before beginning says n
vwiter in Farm Poultry. Instances of
old hens t.iollhig twice the same season
occur quite frequently, of the causes
of these phenomena practically nothing
is kimvii. ' Their occurrence is so fur
from regular ih.it ordinary observa-
tions have nut yet suggested probable
causes or rules of occurrence.

Value of Poultry Manure.
Poultry manure, to keep so that it

will not heat, should be mixed with
finely sifted ashes, says American
Poultry Journal. The value differs
somewhat upon the use to be made of
it. For Instance, If wanted to bo used
for growing onions Its value is high.
We have known it to be sold nt a dol-

lar a barrel iu some districts. For the
growing of sweet corn it Is also of
great value, i' to 7o ce;its a barrel hav-
ing often been given.

When to Feed the Mash,
Some poultryineii feed a mai'h in the

morning just its ;on i as the hens are
off the roost, some at noon and some at
night, the hist thing before the hens
go to roost. Some fee 1 none nt all. The
best time depends' upon how you feed
It. If you want to Teed In quantity,
feed at night. A large quantity fed in
the inonihig makes the fowls lazy,
and oftentimes they suffer for want of
exercise.

TRAIN NUMBERS.

How They Are .Used and How They
Grow So Large.

Travelers and cjuiniuter.i have often
to consider th? trains as numbered in
What .appears to them inexplicable,
ways. For example, a request at the
Information bureau of the Grand Cen-

tral station will elicit the reply that
train No. 470 will not stop at Peek-ski- ll

or ou the New Haven line that
tralu No. 570 will stop on Saturday
at Coxeob, but not ou other days; Unit
on the Pennsylvania truin No. ffil will
stop at .Met lichen, hut not ut ltahway;
that on the I tela ware und I.uckawuuna
train No. 4 lit is an Easton express, and
that train No. 3'J',I is the millionaires'
special to Kernardsville and will stop
only at Newark. The traveler knows,
of course, that there are not so many
trains and only identities them by the
Lour of departure and arrival, so this
information is usually vague enough
as given by numbers .to him, although
relevant enough to railroad men, for it
tella of the history of the trains.

When the railroads were new they
put on a passenger train numbered 1

and '' and a freight train numbered 3
and 4, and thev Increased this service
accji'ding to the demands of tratiic,
raising the numbers consecutively, the
eveu uumbered trains running oue
way, the odd numbered trains the oth-
er. As the exacting demands of new
busluess developed trains were in-

creased, and some of the old ones
were dropped, but their numbers, which
still lived iu the minds of the opera-
tives, could not readily be duplicated,
and they P'lined them with still higher
numbers until their numerical titles
have lost relation to their source ex-

cept In the minds of employees. But
as the railroads extended themselves
and a generation of employees passed
they returned to the primal numbers
for their important trains, so that
trains 1 and 2, 3 and 4, 5 and C, etc.,
are on nearly nil railways the through
expresses. Itut the original trains, by
shifting of time or other causes, run
under titles of 40(1, 500 or some numer-
ation that means nothing to the trav-
eler, but to the railroad man reveals
Its history from origin to date. New

Violent Deaths.
In New York city occur ten violent

deaths a duy as a direct result of daily
activities. In Chicago the number falls
to six a day, according to Dr. Thomas
Grant Alien-- . But the storm center of
the country Is Allegheny county, Ta.,
In which f'.e city of Pittsburg is situ-
ated, combining steel, iron and coal
industries, mills, mines, railroads and
building industries. Over 17,000 deaths
and Injuries a year ln all Industries is
the record for this single county.

"Conditions are such that the life of
a foreigner employed In the mills Is
given less consideration than is the
life of a horse or mule," says the coro-
ner of Allegheny county. "During my
first month in office 1 was astounded
to find that withlu the thirty days
twelve men were killed in oue plant
alone of the United States Steel cor-
poration." "If even the present laws
were enforced," the Hungarian consul
has protested, "conditions would uot
be so bad." Everybody's Magazine.

Wintering Dahlia Tubers.
As soon as the tops are killed by the

frost they should be cut off to within
six indies of the ground. The tubers
may then be dug and inverted in the
ground, tof permit the sup remaining
in the plant to settle without dripping
among the tubers, us it is believed the
sap Is an injury to the roots. After
the plants become dry they may be
placed In a cellar or baskets
and kept dry, but not permitted to
shrivel, Any condition suitable for
good care of potatoes Is favorable for
wintering dahlia tubers. The tubers
are very susceptible to injury from
freezing, Country Gentleman.

Hardening Arteries.
Arteriosclerosis, the thickening and

hardening of the artery walls, is one
of the most common causes of death.
It is indicated by Increased or lessened
blood tension ln the arteries, uud when
the sphygmometer reveals such condi-
tion Professor d'Arsouval, the eminent
Frenchman of science, applies six
baths of u high frequency electric cur-
rent. Such applications, it Is claimed,
completely restore the normal blood
pressure. The batjis, of Ave or ten
minutes each, may be taken three
times a week, and they cause no In-

convenience or disagreeable sensation.
