Cecause He Violated Pact With His
Neighbor and Sent His Own
Delegatea to Holland.

Seoul, Juiy 18.—Following a cabine
meoting, which lasted four hours, tha
premler had an aulienoce with the em
peror In the evening, continuing thres
bours. It has wanspired that the pre
mier made 4 strongly worded represen
tation of the gravity of the situation
caused by hls majesty sending a dele
gation Lo the peace conference at The
Hague, He boldly pointed out the
necessity for the emperor's abdicatlor
ln fuvor of the crown prince and of
his proceeding to Tokyo and apologiz
ing to the emperor of Japan. The Ko
rean emperor made no definite re
ply.

On retiring from the palace the pre
mier Immediately called another cabi
net meeting, The cabinet is deter
mined 1o decide definitaly Korea's at
titude by the time of the arrival of
Viscount Hayashl, Japanese forelgo
minister, It is believed that the min
isters will Insist on the abdicauen ol
the emperor at all risk.

The 11 Ching Hol Progressive asso
eclation, which Is supporting the pres
ent cabinet, has officially applied tc
Marguls lto to help save Korea {rom
the grave consequences of the emper
or's action against Japan.

THOUSANDS ARE PROSTRATED Al
ELKS’ PARADE.

FPhiladelphia, Pa., July 19.—The higt
water mark of the Elks' conventiot
was reached Thursday with the mon
ster parade on Broad strect

Upward of 15,000 men and a numbe
of women were o the line of march
which moved over three and 2 hall
miles of blazing asphalt under a scorch
ing sun, which early in the aftérnoot
began to wither up the paraders anc
force many of them 2o leave the ranks

it wns the hottest day of the yem
here, the thermometer reglstering 9
degrees in the shade, while the hu
midity was terrific. Despite these dis
advantages Broad street was jammec
by uwpwards of half a mrillion person
who stood for hours without any shel
ter from the blazing sun and wildly
cheered the paraders and enjoyed the

‘many handsome floats and the unlque

hits gotten up by the various idelega
tions,

As a result of the parade 3,600 Phila:
delphiang and visitors, Including many
who came to the city during the early
mworning hours on special excursions
from nearby cities and lowns, are
under the care of physicians,

Nearly 1,200 eases of heat prostra
tion were treated at various hospitals
#lone. There was but one fatality,
James Rowley, of Philadelphia, #
years old, who dled after treatinent in
& hospltal,

As fast ps the men, women and chil-
dren fell along Broad street they were
picked up and hastened to the nearest
institution, where lce beds had been
provided In advance, Al every gtreeta
telephone  booth, high above the
crowils, was ereoted.

At each was stationed a man with a
telephone, who showted through a
large megaphone to the pollee, phy-
stelons and nurses where the cases
of heat prostration were loecated.

From the time the parade started the
patrol wagons and ambulances wore
kept on the jump, frequently from two
to five cases being on thelr way to a
hospital in the same vehlele, Hundreds
were treated at drug stores and in
priviite homes, In addition to those
taken to the hospitals, Physicians
were 50 busy no names conld be taken,
Police Surgeon Patterson estimated
that fully 3,600 persons had been pros
traled durlng the parade.

While the last division was march-
fng around city hall, two miles from
the starting point, a thunderstorm
which came up quickly, hroke. 8pecta
tors and paraders made a dash for
ghelter and the wildest scramble evel
seen in this eity took place, In less
than five migutes Broad street wai
almost barren of people as a desert.

The storm nndoubtedly saved manj
others from golneg to the hospital, fo
the temperature fell 16 degrees.
