How to Produco Good Animal. '

Good animals are produced bv eood
feed, good care and plenty of It. The
farm where good stock is kept must
be kept well. It will not do to abuse
the farm by eating out the pastures
and impoverishing the land, (lood,
well kept farms and good stock very
naturally go together. In the produc-
tion of good stock good feed condition
must first be provided. This means
good farming, and good farming Is
the basis of every successful .farm In
dustry or enterprise. The feed supply
must not only provide, for the grazing
season, but all seasons. The winter
season or prepared feed season is the
most critical period in the growth of
the animal, because the natural con-
ditions of vegetation must be supplied
as far as practicable by the storage
and preservation of succulent feeds for
the winter use.
