coast, the size and number of large
vessels at the dock, or at anchor
awaiting their turn to go to the docks,
and the many smaller craft, as well
as the large and commodious harbor,
give it much the appearance of a sea-

port.
Enclosed by Big Rivers.

The Republic of Paraguay is al-

most completely surrounded by wa-

ter, being bounded on nearly all sides
by the great rivers Parana and Para
guay or their tributaries, which fur-

nish transportation to many interior
parts of the country and provide
abundant irrigation and adequate
drainage. The soil is typically fer-

tile, consisting for the most part of
red clay mixed with sufficient sand
to make it porous, and covered with
rich alluvial deposits. The area of
the country is estimated at about 170,-00-0

square miles, and it is divided
into two parts by the Paraguay river.
The southeastern part, which is in-

closed by the rivers Paraguay, Parana,
and Apa, contains most of the white
population. The northwestern part,
known as the Gran Chaco, is Inhabited
mostly by nomadic tribes of Indians,
and contains vast expanses of grading
land and immense forests awaiting ex-

ploitation. The resources of the
southeastern section alone, however,
are sufficient to engage the attention
of the inhabitants for many years to
come. It is estimated that the coun-

try has about 1,000,000 inhabitants,
and the government has been encour-
aging immigration as much as possi-

ble. Immigrants who have settled in
the country have done well.

The climate is a happy medium be-

tween temperate and tropical, the av-

erage temperature being 79 degrees
Fahrenheit. Summer begins in Octo-

ber and lasts until March; winter
starts in April and lasts until nearly

the end of September, with an average
temperature of 64 degrees. Rarely
have there been frosts and on few
occasions has the thermometer regis
tered as low as 24 degrees.

Asuncion a Busy City.
Asuncion, with about 80,000 inhabi-

tants, is the capital and principal busi-

ness city of the Republic. It Is about
850 miles north of Buenos Aires, Aid
is located upon a bay-shape- d enlarge-
ment of the Paraguay river, about two
and a half miles long and one mile
wide, which affords ample shelter and
accommodation for many vessels. Be-

ing at the head of river navigation for
the larger river steamers, and' the
place of transshipment for points
farther north, as well as the place
from which the principal highways
and trails into the interior diverge,
it is a center of commercial activity.
It is the terminus of the railway from
the south. It has four banks, numer
ous Industrial plants, including saw
mills, ship repair and building yards,
soap and candle factories, shoe and
cigar-makin- g establishments, two
breweries, and many pretentious
wholesale and retail mercantile.
houses.

Most of the larger cities and towns
of the country are located either on
the Central Paraguayan railway or on
the Paraguay river. The most impor
tant of these is Encarnaclon, at the
southern boundary of the republic,
where the railway trains are ferried
across from Argentina. It has about
16,000 inhabitants. The principal in
dustries of the district are grazing,
timber-cuttin- g and the preparation of
yerba mate. Encarnaclon is a port
of entry and Is the distributing point
for the southern portion of Paraguay.

HINT8 ON CARE OF CHILD.

Children, like plants, need light, air,
water and food for growth. The body

needs besides these
sleep and exercise to use
well the food that is
eaten.

Little children need
food in small quantities
and often, as they grow
older the quantity, varie-
ty and time for feeding
lengthens.

Tr la Jmnnrtant that
the hands and .faces of little people be

OUT OF ORDINARY RECIPES.

For a simple pudding, this will ap-

peal to the thrifty housewife:
Mountain Dew Pud

ding. Add two beaten
yolks to a pint of rich
milk, three tablespoon-
fuls of grated cocoanut,
teaspoonful of lemon
juice and a quarter of a
cupful of sugar. Mix and
bake a halt hour in a

moderate oven. When firm and brown,
cover with a meringue made of the
whites of the eggs, well beaten and
sweetened with three tablespoonfuls of
sugar. Set in a slow oven to brown.

Frozen Pudding. Beat the yolks of

six eggs until light, add a sirup made
of two cupfuls each of sugar and wa-

ter, boiled together five minutes. Beat
a moment, take from the fire and beat
until thick, smooth and cold; add a
quart of cream, a teaspoonful of va-

nilla and partly freeze, then add a pint
or less of chopped fruit which has
stood two hours in orange Juice.

Broule. Take two quarts of fresh
rich milk, add two cupfuls of sugar,
eight eggs, beaten well, one cupful of

brown sugar, caramelized, a teaspoon
ful of vanilla, a half teaspoonful of
salt. Scald the milk, add the caramel
lzed sugar and, when it is dissolved.
add the rest of the sugar and the eggs.

Freeze and, stand to ripen at least an
hour before serving.

Peanut Salad. Soak a cupful of

nuts in olive oil, drain and mix with
two cupfuls of cut celery and a dozen
choDDed olives. Mix with mayonnaise
and serve on lettuce. Serve ripe
peaches with whipped cream and
brewned, chopped almonds, for a most
dainty dessert,

TT N order to study the trade situation
in Paraguay. M. Drew Carrel, com-

mercial
in

representative of the
Buenos Aires branch of a New
York bank, recently made a trip

through that country, and In The
Americas he writes entertainingly of
what he saw there. His article is thus
summarized in the bulletin of the

Union:
The only practical routes of access

to the country, the heart of one of the
richest agricultural regions of South
America, are the river and the rail
way running from Buenos Aires, a
thousand miles away, if Asuncion, the
capital and chief city of the republic,
be taken as the traveler's destination.
There is direct connection between
Buenos Aires, via the Argentine Cen
tral, Entre-Rio-s, and Paraguayan Cen
tral railways, and Asuncion. Through
trains leave once a week each way,

Off from Buenos Aires betimes, the
train arrives at Zarate early In the eve-

ning, some sixty miles up country
where the expanse of the River Plate
has narrowed into the Parana. Here
all except the engine is run on to a
huge iron ferryboat for a four-hou- r

voyage up and across the river to
Ibicuy on the eastern shore. Nearly
all day Saturday is spent journeying
through the fiat country of Entre-Rio- s.

The orange groves Increase, with here
and there tobacco fields, giving way
as the tropics are neared to numerous
royal palm trees.

Posadas, the last station in Argen
tina, is reached and the train is again
run upon a large ferryboat and car
ried across the upper part of the Parana
river to Enoarnacion in the Republic
of Paraguay. The level of the deck of
the ferry is some fifteen feet below the
level of the roadbed, on both sides of
the river, and it is necessary to lower
and raise the trains down and up an
incline by means of cables and steam
winches to the proper level. After
running over a switch-bac- k on the
Paraguay side, Encarnaclon is reached,

i
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some 150 feet above the level of the
river.

Room for Many Immigrants.
All through Paraguay to Asuncion

the road runs across vast tracts of
luxurious grazing land, broken here
and there by lines of low, timber-covere- d

hills. Buildings and other evi-

dences of development are few and
far between, compared with the ex-

tent of the country, and one is im-

pressed with the fact that there is
ample room there for thousands of
home-seekin- g immigrants from the
congested districts of Europe, who
would find an agreeable climate and
soil fertile and extensive enough to
feed not only themselves but many of
the other inhabitants of the world.

Timber is so plentiful in the Para
guayan country that the railways use
it for fuel. At every railway station
are huge logs and squared timbers
ready for shipment. On the hillsides
where clearings have been made, as
well as in the bottom lands, besides
the rich grass, the corn, the alfalfa,
and the tobacco, healthy sugar cane
1b seen.

Arriving at Asuncion at 8 p. m. Sun
day, the train runs into a large terml
nal station which, though modern in
appearance, is said to be the first rail
way station built in South America.
A British engineer constructed it about
fifty years ago, and the girders and
other parts of the framework, which
at a hasty glance one would say are
Iron, are in fact wood that is as sound
today as when the building was erect-
ed.

Asuncion is an important port for
river movements. The larger vessels
from the River Plate bring their car-

goes to Asuncion, whence merchan- -

"Vanderbllt."

Art Jansen, the ear-
liest of Mr. Alfred Vanderbilt's ances-
tors to emigrate from Holland to Amer-
ica, used to spell his surname Van Der
Bilt, and so did each of his eleven
children.

WARM WEATHER DESSERTS.

The simple and less Inexpensive
dessert appeals to the housekeeper

who has all of her own
work to do and during
the heated term she Is
wise to make her work
as light as possible. The
following desserts are
not hard to prepare and
are within reason aa to
expense.
Charlotte Russe. Scald

a cupful and a quarter
of milk in a double boiler. Beat the
yolks of two eggs slightly and mix
with two tablespoonfuls of sugar and
a pinch of salt. Add the scalded milk
gradually to the egg mixture and cook
over hot water until thick. Now add
one and one-fourt- h tablespoonfuls of
granulated- gelatin soaked in four ta-
blespoonfuls of water. Strain and add
the whites of two eggs, beaten st''.
Set into cold water and stir until it be-
gins to thicken, then add a half pint
of cream whipped, three tablespoon-
fuls of powdered sugar and a table-spoonf-

of vanilla. Line a mold or
bowl with strips of sponge cake or
lady fingers and fill with the mixture.
Chill and serve when firm.

Banana Cream. Slice three ripe ba-
nanas, press through a sieve, add a
small box of crushed strawberries, re-

serving part of the juice; beat to-

gether lightly and set on Ice to cool.
Serve in glass cups with sweetened
whipped cream to which has been add-

ed the reserved strawberry Juice.
Serve very cold.

Maple Pudding. Mix together a
cupful and a quarter of maple sirup, a
tablespoonful of sugar, four beaten
yolks of eggs and cook in a double
boiler until smooth. Soak two table-
spoonfuls of gelatin In two tablespoon-
fuls of water, add to the cooked mix-

ture, when cool, with the beaten
whites of the eggs, beaten stiff, and
a pint of cream whipped. Put into a
mold and pack in ice to harden.

Have ready a half box of gelatin
which has been soaked for half an
hour in a cupful of warm water. Dis
solve it in a cupful of boiling water,
add to it the fig liquor (there should
be three-quarter- s of a cupful), add a
quarter of a cupful of orange Juice,
strain through a wire sieve and turn
into a glass dish to chill. When stiff
enough to keep the figs from sinking
to the bottom, add the figs and nuts.
Serve with whipped cream.

Tomatoes With Cream. Cut very
rich ripe tomatoes, which have been
peeled, In quarters without separat-

ing them, so that the sections lie open
like the petals of a flower. Heap a
spoonful of sweetened whipped cream
in the center of each and serve well
chilled. Peel the tomatoes by scald-

ing them and removing the skin. If
served In flat glass dishes, this makes
an especially attractive dish. Salt,
paprika and a dash of vinegar may

be added if liked before putting on

the cream.

Making Cyanamid. .

An interesting enterprise la the
American cyanamid works at Niagara
Falls, Ont, which began operations in
1910 with a capacity of 12,000 tons,
and which has recently increased Its
output to 64,000 tons a year in order
to meet the growing demand for its
product. Cyanamid is a fertilizing
material obtained by, combining at
mosphere nitrogen with calcium car
bide, according to Consul Julius D.
Dreher, at Toronto. By simply heat
ing cyanamid with steam, ammonia
can be produced, which, being passed
through heated platinum sponges, is
oxidized into nitric acid, of which the
explosive industry uses 55,000 tons a
year. By fusing cyanamid witn saitB,
cyanides may be produced which are
used in extracting gold and sliver
from low-grad- e ores. As these and
other useful products may easily be
made from cyanamid, this article is
likely to be in demand in various oth-

er industries besides agriculture.

Food Oil from Weed.
The discovery that oil from the

"Devil's Claws," a hitherto worthless
weed, can be utilized for food may re-

sult in making It a valuable Industrial
product for the semiarid regions of

Kansas, according to - Prof. E. H. S.

Bailey, the University of Kansas food

chemist
Laboratory investigations showed

that this weed, now growing abundant-
ly on the waste lands of western Kan-

sas, Colorado, Texas and New Mexico,
produces a seed from which an edible
oil is extracted that may take the
place of olive or cottonseed oil.

The press cake from the oil is also
valuable for stock food, as it has a
high protein value.

Testing the Antiseptics. .

Sir W. Watson Cheyne and other
physicians have been testing antisep-

tics to find which of them diffused
most through a wound, thus hunting
out the microbes and killing them be-

fore they had opportunity to multiply.
To their astonishment they found that
iodine scarcely diffused at all, alcohol
diffused only slightly, double cyan- -

lde of mercury and zinc, oil of turpen
tine, collodial mercury, selenium, cop
per and silver were all found wanting.
The best results were obtained with
a 20 per cent paste of carbolic acid or
of tricresol.
