Rare atmospheric gas known @as
neon, which was first isolated in 18588
by fractional distillation of liguid air,
is now used successfully in electric
lighting. If a mild eleetric current
passes through a tubs that contains
a minute quantity of meon, it pro
duces a golden light that is soft and
agreeable to the eyes, and makes the
object it {lluminea stand out with re-
markable sharpness. The neon tuhes
require less current than the mercury-
vapor lamp and give out less heat
than any other form of electric light,
Moreover, the electric current disinte-
grates the new gas very slowly; the
tubes will produce light for from eight
hundred to a thousand hours without
being renewed. Recently four neon
tubes, nearly 120 feet long, were suc
cessfully used to light an exhibit at
the Grand Palais in Paris.
