Records Show That Practically All
Circulators of Stability League Peti-

tions Were Connected With Liquor
Business Labor Strongly Against
the Amendment.

Columbus, O. (Special.) It Is now
well established that Ohio brewers
end liquor dealers initiated the Sta-

bility league amendment designed to.
destroy the effectiveness of tie ini-

tiative and referendum by providing
that amendments to the constitution
shall not be submitted oftener than
once in six years if they contain even
any part of any measure twice reject-
ed since September, 1913.

The liquor men Kay they had noth-
ing to do with Initiating this proposal,
although they admit they are suppoit-ln-

it. This amendment is being vig-
orously opposed on all sides and It is
extremely unpopular with labor, there-
fore the brewers are more anxious
than ever to hide their connection
with it. However, it is now clearly
ascertained that they are responsible
for It.

Persons who circulate petitions to
Initiate a proposal must make affida-
vit to the signatures and these affida-
vits, together with the petitions are
on lile in the office of the secretary
of state and are matters of public rec-

ord.
Responsible parties In many of the

counties were furnished lists of these,
letitlon peddlers in their respective
counties by the Ohio Anti-Saloo- n

league and were asked to give the
records of these canvassers and
whether or not they were allied with
the liquor traffic. Here are a few of
the reports:

Gallia County.
Eleven petitions were circulated In

this county for the Stability league
amendment. Ten were circulated by
saloonkeepers, bartanders and part
owners of saloons. The other one was
circulated by a saloon hanger-on- .

Ross County.
Nine saloonkeepers and a few oth-

ers closely connected with the liquor
lusiness circulated the Stability
league petitions in this county.

Richland County.
Of the 44 persons who circulated

Stability league petitions in this coun-
ty, 33 are saloonkeepers, bartenders,
trewers and brewery workers. Most
of the others are well known wets.

Hocking County.
The Stability league petitions in

Hocking county were circulated by i
saloonkeepers, 7 bartenders, and a
proprietor of a pool room.

Clark County.
Of the legible names on the heads

of the Stability league petitions in
this county, 67 out of 89 are saloon-
keepers, bartenders or brewery work-

ers.
Sandusky County.

tions. Of this number 31 are saloon
keepers, 2 bartenders, and 1 brewer.
