#0 far north; ideal climate for stock.
I have some colts and cattle that have
not been inside of a stable In four
years, | conglder this a fine country
for mixed farming, | know of farm-
ers around here who had 42 bushels
of barley to the acre and 55 bushels
of oats to the aere.

Jacob Goetz of Plapot, Bask., had 43
acres of wheat from which he got
1,200 bushels, and got an average of
93 bushels of oats to the acre.

Golden Prairle, Sask., is a distrigt
largely settled by South Dakotans.
Horace Blaoke Is one of those. He
says: “"The crops of 1916 were im-
mense.”

Wheat in his locality went from 40
to 65 bushels per acre; oats about 80
bushels on an average. One hundred
bushels of potatoes were grown cn a
quarter of an acre of land; twelve po-
tatoes weighed 30 pounds. His borsges
run out all winter, and come in fat.
He raised excellent corn, and fat-
tened hogs on ft. He concludes an
interesting ietter by saying: "There
are schools in every district. The
people here are most all hustlers and
are fast pushing to the front. When
I tirst ¢ame up here on almost every
hall section stood a little 12x14 shack,
now almost everyone has real modern
houses and barng."

ALIFORNIA, the state of per-

ennial self-advertising and of

marvels 100 numerous to men-

tlon, has the downright good
luck of being in possession of the only
voleano which the eyes of white men
have ever seen in a state of eruption
within the borders of the United
Btates,

It was on May 80, 1914, that the Cali
fornians who lived within a radius of
fifteen to twenty miles of Mt. Lassen
were awakened out of their night'e
sleep by a roar and a thunder like the
sound of thousands of heavy cannon
going ofl.

A Dblack column of smoke, attend-
ed with hot sshes, fine sand and hiss-
ing steam, was shot up from deep cav
erns of the earth Into the sky 5,000
feet above the summit of the mountain,
which Is itself nearly two miles high.

The Californians could searcely be
lieve their senses. They had been
used to considering Lessen peak as a
harmless old pet, as a quiet old mon-
ster who didn't have a tooth left in her
head. And then to have her suddenly
become one of the most savage active
voleanoes in the world was almost too
much for them.

But with the true Callfornia spirit
the Callfornians got busy and made
Lassen peak and its eruption shout for
the glory of California. “If Callfornia
has & dead voleano that won't behave
itself and stay dead,” sald the Califor-
nfans, “then we'll make o virtue of its
misbehavior, advertise it and get more
tourists to come to God's favorite spot
of earth.”

This Is just what the Californians
did. It was just their luck to come in-
to posscssion of the only live yoleano
the United States owns. So they ad-
vertised it right and left and got no-
tices and reviews concerning it in all
the papers and magazines in the land,

Gives a Fine Display.

Lassen peak {8 a giant mountain
with a helght of 10457 feet. It is built
up entirely of materials drawn from
the deep, interior of the earth. Cali
fornia claims it now as one of her most
wonderful scenes. Not only 18 it a
rugged sentinel guarding the state's
northern frontler but it s constantly
challenging attention and exeiting ad-
miration by splendid displays of deep-
seated energy and by sending forth
magnificent black plumes Into the sky
often accompanied by a grand bom-
bardment of great rocks,

About 1,200 feet of its summit can
be seen from the mafl stage at a dis-
tance of 20 miles. Steam can be seen
gently steaming forth, Every once in
8 while a column of black smoke
comes forth and rises straight towards
the zenith. A long horizontal light-col.
ored cloud lies apparently above the
voleano. The smoke sometimes reaok-
es a height which mountaineers have
estimated as being 5,000 feet above
the volcano opening. It {mpresses it-
self indelibly upen the memory of any-
one who is lucky enough to see It.

The crater itself cannot ba ap-
proached at present on account of the
fncessant spurts of steam. and the pos-
sibllity of an outhurst of cinders. ashas
and rocks, not to mention flows of lava
which may take place any minute,

At such times a fine sand ranging
from an almost impalpable but grity
powder to very small pebbles is pro-
Jected” with great violence from the
throat of the mouster and carried to
distances of from iifteen to twenty
miles It was on Jhe northern and east-
ern side of the mountain that the tre-
mendously large rocks were projected
from the veleano and s=ent tumbling

when the tremendous and historle out-
burst occurred on May 22, 1915,

Bome of the daring mountaineers set
out with lines to measure these stones
ghortly after the eruption. They found
two great rocks, one 12 by 14 by v
feet and the other 11 by 9 by 17 feet.
both still so hot that they blistered
their hands in measuring them. An-
other great rock which was vomited
forth set fire to a green sapling against
which it rested.

It was on the porthern slope of the
mountain that the great disaster of
Hat creck occurred. There was a deep
snowbank near the summit and the
flerce heat of the explosion together
with a great mass of hot cinders rapid-
ly melted the snow, and the water
mixed with the ashes and the sand to
4 muddy consistency rushed down the
mountaingide in an irresistible torrent,
covering portions of the valley for a
width of two miles with mud from one
to two feet deep,

Upheaval That Made Lassen.

There was a time In remote
geological uges when Lassen peak did
not exist, when the waves of the Pa-
cifle oeenn rolled over the broad ex-
panse of what is now Sacramento val-
ley and washed the shores of a conti-
nent which terminated at the base of
the Sierra Nevada mountains, Then
began a wonderful upheaval of the
earth's crust attended with a tre-
mendous display of subterrnnean
energy and the most brilliant serfes of
thermal, explosive and voleanic out-
bursts the world has ever known.

This was wlien the glant volcanoes
of Lassen and Shasta and the moun-
tains of the Caseade range were born
The foundations of the great deep were
broken up. During the uplifting of
basic rock by stupendous subterrancan
forces they were metamorphosed by
the intenge heat and veins and dikes
were filled with the melted rock from
below,

in the imaginative language of an
early writer: *"“The funeral day of the
old world had come. It must be buried.
The momentous event was vehered in
by one of the grandest displays of
terrestrial fireworks earth cver wit-
nessed, But there were no human spec-
tators. All the pageantry and pomp of
earth and heaven were presented on
a scale of magnificence never since
equeled. The roar of heaven's artil-
lery was drowned in the more terrible
crash of breaking and heaving moun-
taing; the sun was quenched by the
fercer gleams of red flames that shot
from a hundred voleanoes; along half
a thousand miles, from the foundations
of Lassen and Shasta to those of Hood
and Rainler, the carth was opened in
wide-gaping chasms and tremendous
floods of surging, burning, liquid lavas
were poured out: and black, suffocat-
ing showers of ashes and voleanic dust
were shot high in air and carried far
out over the ocean, now shallowed by
the terrific upheavals.”

The area that was affected by this
great turning over of nature in her
sleép is of immense extent. It In
scludes parts of Callfornia, Nevada,
most of Oregon and a large part of
Washington.

Since the first outburst of the Las-
gen volcaro there have been to date
several hundred otber eruptions carry-
Ing gray ash and fine, dry powder and
somatimes rock and rounded lava
bowlders, but at no time has there
been any flowing melted lava. Yet

SOME HOMELY SAVORY DISHES.

Calves' hearts are most delicious and
tender and may be served as a hot

dish with sauce
or sliced cold.
They are most ap-
petizing. Simply
cook until render
in the oven, ad-
ding a little wa-
ter at first to
kesp them from

burning. Two small hearte will sarve
balf a dozen people,

Stuffed Cabbage.—This s a dish
which may be varied in any number of
ways, Cut out the center of the cab-
bage, leaving a thick shell for the
lling. Take a pound of sausage or
hamburger steak or a mixture ot
cthopped pork and hamburger, add a
half teaspoonful of ginger, a pinch of
nutmeg or mace, & teaspoonful of salt,
a4 dash of lemon Jjuice; stuff the cab-
bage and steam until tender. Serve
in slices with melted butter for a
sauce or a white sauce with hard-
cooked egg yolk and lemon julce
rubbed smooth added to the sauce,

Braised Liver.—~Wagh two pounds
of fresh liver and flour very thorough-
ly, seasoning with lemon juice, salt and
pepper. Lay It In 4 casserole or en-
amal dish; add two sliced onlons and
6ix carrots, shredded lengthwise, a
bay leaf, a sprinkling of parsiey and a
pint of boiling water.  Place” thin
slices of bacon over all, cover tightly
and bake for an hour and a half; then
remove the cover, baste and brown
for ten minutes. Serve with tomatoos
or chill sauce.

Creole Rice.—~Chop one large onion
and a small slice of cooked ham, very
fine; put into a saucepan with one
tablespoontul of butler, add a cupful
of cooked rice, a can of tomatoes, a
teagpoonful of sall and a little pa-
prika. Mix well, then put into a bak-
ing dish, cover with bread crumbs and
put into the oven for 15 minutes;

Beef's Heart Browned.—\Wash and
trim a beef's heart, but do not ve-
move the fat that surrounds it Soak

in weak vinegar and water over
night, then stuff with any well seqn
soned force meat. Lay in a kettle
and brown; turnm until well browned.

Add the water (boiling) in which it
was soaked, cover closely and simmer
three hours.

SOME GOOD SOUTHERN DISHES,

For the saverage northerner the
southern” cdokery hek too much fat
and too much pepper,
but with modifications
these recipes may be
come most appetizing
and popular. The ever
present garlic, a mere
BUggestion, makes the
dish more zestful and
tasty, but it must be
used with miserly core.
Food need not be [ried
in lard, butter may be used in its
place or ham or bacon fat,

Jambalaya of Chicken.—Fry a voung
chicken, cut in piaces, in hot fat with
a few slices of ham. Put into the
fireless cooker. Fry a aliced onion,
two tomatoes. and when nearly done
add a cupful of rice, stirring con-
stantly. Pour these over the chicken
with encugh hoiling water to cover,
season with salt, pepper, hay leaf,
thyme, chopped parsiey and a bit of
red pepper. Cook ten minutes, then
transfer to the cooker. This may need
some cooking to reduce the gravy be-
fore sending to the tahle as the dish
should be served quite dry. Two or
three hours will be long enough to
cook a young chicken,

Creole Gumbo.—Cut in picces a
young chicken. Wash and sprinkle
with sald and pepper and fry in hot
lard. Pack the plecas In the cooker
kettle. Add a dliced onion to the fat,
removing some if there is too much.
When the onion is tender, add a spoon.
ful of flour, brown this earefully, add-
Ing 4 little hot water to keep it from
burning. Have ready some small
pieces of ham, two dozen oysters, two
dozen bofled shrimps, and add these to
the contents of the pan. Then pour
over the whole three pints of bolling
water. Cook together for a few min-
utes, then pour over the chicken.
There skould be enough liguor 1o cov-

and boil to the soft-ball stage, Add a
half cupful of steamed chopped raisins,
and the same amount of walnut meats,

Fruit Salad—Remove the pulp from
two grapefruits, add three tablespoon-
fuls of pineapple, a half pound of
grapes, skinned and seeded, a few
marshmallows, cut in  quarters,
whipped eream, with two tablespoon-
fuls of cooked salad dressing, stirred
into it, add seasoning of salt and a
dash of cayenne. Handle as lightly
as possible, for the grapefruit crushes
and becomes too juiey, spoiling the
salad.

Grapefruit Salad.—Tuake two grape-
fruit, one red and two green peppers,
and one cupful of finely diced celery,
Remove the grapefruit to keep the
sections unbroken, chop the peppers
and arrange the sections (two or
three) in & nest of lettuce, sprinkle
with the peppers and celery and serve
with a good French dressing, substitut-
ing the juice of the grapefruit for
some of the vinegar in the dressing.
Serve on watercress, One may serve
this in the grapefruit shells; then
the sections should be broken in pieces

and the other ingredients lightly mixed
with the grapefruit.

Waldorf Salad.—Chop fine, four tart
apples, squeeze over them a little
lemon juice and add two cupfuls of
tender, finely cut celery and a cupful
of pecan meats; toss all together light-
I¥ and add a cupful of mayonnaise
dressing. Garnish with chopped green
peppers or thinly sliced radishes.
Hamburg Sponge.~Place in the up-
per part of a double boiler one pint of
milk, add two well-beaten eggs and
two tablespoonfuls of sugar. Cook un-
til well thickened, remove from the
heat and add a half package of gela-
tin which has been softened in water
to cover. Flavor with orange juice
and the grated rind of an orange.
When the gelatin mixture begins to
stiffen, beat to a foam with an egg
beater, fold in a tablespoonful of pow-
dered sugar and a cupful of cream
beaten stiff. Turn into large sherbet
cups which have bean lined with maca-
roons and place on ice to chill. Serve
garnished with candied cherries.
Kidney In Scallop Shells.—Soak kid
neys in a little acidulated water for an
hour, then cook in a little soup stock,
to which is added a minced onion, a
bay leaf, a stalk of celery and a carrot,
both chopped. When tender, drain
and chop as fine as possible. add salt,
paprika and two tabléspoonfuls of
grated bread crumbs and a cupful of
tomato ecatchup; then turn into the
ghells and sprinkle with weli-buttered
crumbs. Bake 20 minutes in a hot
oven. Garnish with parsley.
