‘Resorvep, That onr experience as
members of the Ohio Editorinl Asso-
cintion, convinces us that its meetings,
addressos, discussions and  resolutions
not only have Leen beneficial in the
promotion of acquaimtances and socia-
bility among conductors of newspapers,
but in the dissemination of correct
views amang readeis and of reciprocal |
obligations of publishers and snbseri-
bers.

Resorvep, That the positica of the
editor of s public jowrnal in a free
evuntry, is one of vast power amnl nn-
bownded  infloenee npon the public
mivd and charneter; that he stands to
wards his readers in the position of in-
stinctor in intelligence, virtue, and the
triths of life; and that as is the charac-
ter and condition of the public press,
so is inevitably tha character and con- |
dition of the people. The position, |
therefure, is one of arduons toil, and
great responsibility alike before God
and man; which requires the highest |
degree of intelligence and integrity ; nf |
unselfish devotion to the pabliv welfuie,
and love for the Lhesatifol, the true and

The moment he
was al liberty, he quickly drew a huge
butcher's knife [rom his bosom, and,
with a savage yell rushed upon his
youug master Henry, and plunged it
to the hilt in his bresst. He then
turned upon Thompson, and inflicted
a terrible stab in his right side. Aflter
having thus ssuated his deep ven-
geance in blood he was secured with-
out resistance and lodged in the coun-
ty jail at Leabanon. Henry Van-
cleave expired a few minotes alter the
blow, and Thompson is in a critical
condition from his wound, The mur-
dered man leaves a young wife and
child to lament his untimely death.
When the facts beecame known in
Lebanon, it was with great difficulty
that the calm and law-abiding citizens
could restrain the populuce from
Iynching the murderer upon the spot.
