RzrorT oF Scmoor Commrssionzz—We
are indebted to the courtesy of Auditor
Ruops for & copy of the first Annual Re-
port of the new Commissioner of Common
Schools, Rev. Axsox SsvTes. Itisa vol-
umaious, well prepured and interesting doe-
ument. Having heretofore given the statis-
tics it conlsins in reference to our own
county, w2 add a genera) abstract of the re-
port prepared by a cotemporary:

“Itis a document af about four hundred
pages, embracing a grest variety of valuable
information in reference 1o the state of edu-
cation in Ohio, and containing many useful
suggestions. It is impossible in ashort re-
view o notice even the prominent points iu
the report. \Weshall only attempt = notice
of some things in it of general interest.

Returns have been received by the Com-
missioner, during the past yesr, from the
Auditors of 87 counties—Cuyvshoga alone
maoking no return, owing to & neglect on the
part of the school officers 1o make reports 1o
the Auditor. Some townships in other
counties were also delinquent.

The nomber of youths enumerated in the
State, under the school law, is 838,037, while
the whole number enrolled in ail our schools
is but, 603,347; leaving 234,690, who have
not attended schoul at all during the past
vear.

But the everage attendance during the
pasi year, was but 350,867, that is out of the
838,037 youths in the State, but 350867,
have been in regular attendance upon the
schools, leaving an average of 437,170 who
have attended no schosl.

But the nun-attendance at achool, or on
the means of instruction, is evidently not so
great as these Ggures show. Many chiidren
altend other achools than those mamntained
at the public expense, and many are instrue-
ted at home. Still it must be admitted that
there is a great luck in the general educativn
of all our children.

To remedy thie evil, namely, the non-at-
tendance of a large number of children at
echoul, the Commissioner proposes a compul-
sary law, such asexists in many countries in
Burope and in the State of Massachosetts,
by which parests and guardians shall send
their children and wards to schoul a certsin
number of monthsin each yesr or suffer cer-
tain penalties. Yet the Commissioner is not
to be understood a8 reommending the imme-
diate eneciment of such a law, for he edmits
what is most certainly true, that the public
mind of Ohio is not prepared for spch a
measure.  We dunbt the propriety or expe-
diency of such penal ensciments, thoagh
recommended by very high asuthority. But
as no attempt 1o enfurce such a law in Ohio
is likely to be made soon, we do not think
it worth while te spand time in discussing the
proposition.

Another great evil to winich the Comniis-
sioner directs public attention is that of tru-
ancy, or the absence of children from schou!
without the consent of parents, gnardians or
teachers. FEvery man or womap that has
been or is a teacher, is aware that this is,
eapecially in lurgetowns and cities, a seri-
ovus evil, which needs all the pruper checks
thot can be ygiven 1t. Wheu parents or
guurdiane, who are too often remizs in this
great duly, send their children to school,
every legitimate means should be used to
effect their prompt and duily attendance.—
