The
money was deposiled by M. J. C. Nisbet,
whe bad been for many years, Township,
and Céfporaticft Trealiurer, in » algfe-room
whicli Be had fofmerly occapled; a

For some time, Mr. Nisbit Kept the money
in a cellar, udderneatll the back part of his
store-room, but fearing that it was unsafe
there, he touk it vp stairs, and placing it in
an old pail keg, covered it up with some
waste papers, and then piled a qoantity of
nails over the papera. money being
in gold, occupied about as’ much space as »
similar weight in nails would do, and Mr.
Nisbet felt certain that, in this hiding place
it must be perfectly secure. As his store-
room was not used at all, and it was well
known through the town that the goods had
been removed from it, there was no proba-
bility thet any one would attempt lo enter it
fof any purpose, especially ns Mr. Nisbet
resided in part of the same building,

On last Wednesday and Thursday Mr.
Nisbet was in Xenia, and it Is supposed the
money was taken during nisabsence. The
store room was enlered by a side deor, fast-
ened by a hook in the inside. The door
was bored through immediately above where
the hook wos inserted, and it was thus easy
to throw the hook out, and enter the room.
Ms. Nisbet knew nothing of the robbery
until Saturday evening, when he chanced to
notice that the store room door was open,—
On entering he found everything in cunfu-
sion, boxes drawn out from the wall, the
desk forced open, and papers strewn over
the room. The money was ull taken out of
the pail keg, a little that had been in the
desk waus takeh, and a pockel book, contain-
ing notes to the amount of several thonsand
dollars, was also stolen. The robbery must,
evidenitly, have been committed by one well
ancquuinted with the premises, and who knew
that the money was to be feund there.

There is no excitement prevailing
now, and it wight be proper to say
that the citizens, who are scquainted
with all the circumstances of the af-
fair, have but little sympathy for the
father, but much for the son.
