The Consequences of.Paper Inflation.
The ruinous results of an inflated pa

per currency were signally illustrated
iu tbe experience of the colon log during
the revolutionary war. i The whole-
some lesson thus conveyed should not
be lost upon the American people, and
as the adoption of schemes equally pre
gnant with mischief is now being stren-
uously urged this is a good time to re-
call it. We quote from Perry's Politi-
cal Economy, slate and able work.
(Editors Gazette.)- ;

In 1690 Massachusetts set the first ex-
ample, which was soon Initated all over
the country, of issuing bills of credit, a
government paper made receivable in
taxes, and afterward matte legal tender
in payment of ordinary debts. At first
these bills or treasury notes, were is-
sued not to furnish a currency, but
merely as a convenient way of antici-
pating the taxes, that is, to realize them
at the begining of the year, while they
would be gradually paid in the course
of the year. .They were like the Kn-gli-

exchequer-Bill- s except that they
bore no interest. Afterwards a scheme
originating in South Cnrolina came in-
to general favor, namely, to open lon
offices for the issue of . colony bills,
which shouldfurnish at once capital for
borrowers, and a currency for the peo-
ple, and the Interest was to be a source
of revenue to tbe colony.

But in whatever way issued, whether
In tbe way of loan to'borrowers, or In
anticipation of the taxes, the essential
and inherent vice of such Irredeemable
paper was soon everywhere apparent.
There was a constant tendency to over
issue, and consequently a necessary de-
preciation. There never was a govern-mert-ye- t,

of all those which have
the issue of inconvertible pa-

per, which had prudence and firmness
enough to resist for any great length of
time the temptation to issue such paper
in excess. It always has depreciated
from the same cause and it probably al
ways will. So it was.nt any rate.in these
colonies thus earlv in our historv. The
bilis of credit were issued profusely.
and depreciated indefinitely. In 1749
Massachusetts had found paper money
so utterly wanting as a measure of val-
ue, that she determined to abandon it
altogether. Sheredeemed all her out-
standing bills in cash nt the current
rate at which tbey were then exchang-- t
ing.

The demands of the old French war.
and the various attempts to conquer
Canada, led, on the colonies except
Massachusetts to new and large issues
of bills of credit, wbieh depreciated of
course, soon atter tne conquest or i.an-ad- a

the British Parliament passed an
act prohibiting to alt the colonies the
issue of bills of credit ; but from this re
straint the Revolution set them free :
and, to provide means for the desperate
struggle with the mother country .there
was no resource Dut in paper money.

in April. l77o. Massachusetts, which
had discussed paper money for more
than a quarter of a century, revived its
use by authorizing the issue of colonial
bills to the amount of 100,000, in Bums
small enough to circulate as a currency;
and on the 23d of June following tne
Continental Congress began its fiscal
operations by voting to emit two mil-
lions of dollars in continental Dills ol
credit. In July another million was
authorized to be issued, and the liabili--
IvfnrllialliMia mllMnne w.a Hiutrillil
ted among the colonies in the ratio of'
their supposed number of Inhabitants ;

the bills to be redeemed in four annual
Instalments, to commence at the end of
four years. In November an addition
al three millions was ordered, to be ap
portioned and redeemed line the form-
er, only the redemption was to begin at
the end of eight years. In the follow-
ing February came four millions more,
one million of which was in bills of a
less denomination than one dollar.
Eighteen months had elapsed, and
twenty millions of continental paper
had been authorized, besides large local
issues, especially in New England, be- -
tore any very considerable signs oi de
preciation made their appearance. It
soon, however, became evident that the
only way to stop the depreciation
would be to stop the issues ; and con
gress made very persistent bnt very in-
effectual attempts to substitute for
further issues a system of loans on pa-
per bearing interest. At the same time
they thought to sustain their failing
credit by a resolution that tneir bills

ought to pass current in ail payments
trade, and dealings and be deemed
equal in value to the same nominal
sums in Spanish dollars ;" and that all

refusing to take them ought toSersons "enemies of the United
States," upon whom it was recom
mended to the local authorities to in
flict "forfeitures and other penalties."
The States were also advised to make
those bills a legal tentier, to make pro
vision for the redemption or the nrst six
millions, to avoid the further emission
of their own local bills, and to take
measures to a raw in inose aireauy out.
The loan system failing Congress re
luctantly had recourse to tne press
printed the paper money, and tbe next
ten millions increased tne depreciation
decidedly.

Till issue was autnonzea in reomary,
1777, and in Angust cametwo millions more,
in November a, million, and another mil-
lion in December, making thirty-fou- r mil-
lions in all. At the beginning of the year
the bills were nearly at par, and at Its close
they passed at three or four for one. During
tne nrst nan oi tne next year iwrnij-uirr- e
millions and a half were added to the al-

ready superabundant mass, and the depre
ciation became alarming. Forty millions
more were added in the last hair of tne year,
and the depreciation at the belnnlng of 1. !

amounted in the North lo six, In the South
to eight for one. Before that year was half
gone, under the Influence of large addi
tions, tne depreciation reacnett twenty lor
one. The paper was stiu lawul tenner in poy- -

metU of tlebts; and notwithstanding tne con-
fusion ot contracts, the universal high prices,
the sujjerings of thepoor, ond the ffuins of the
etrtul and unscrupulous. Congress fult obliged
to give currency to iue uiul w reniicu ev
Dhistries, to refer the existing depreciation
mainly to 'anf of confidence," and lo laud
the pnprr as the only kind of money ''which
cannot make to itself wings and fly away !

It win not lorsaae us. u
Is always ready at hand for the purposes of
commerce, ana every mausiriou man u
flndlt!" Tne rest or tne story is toon win.
Rpffire t.rte end of tne year mo remainder oi
trie two hundred millions, which, in I lie
vain linn, of Ktonnine- - the depreciation
Congress had beforehand announced as the
limit OI ine issues, waa pub out. auu mc
press was allowed to rest. The valne of t he
miiiiov w fin then about thiriu to one. The
States were now advised to repeal all law
making tne ouis a lexai wnuBr. mm
Kfheine of the "new tenor" was devised by
which the old bills were to be drawn In at
the rate of forty for one, and lunaed in gov
eminent bonds bearing interest. This was
the fi nlshingblow and the paper soon drop-
ped out of circulation altogether. Just be-

fore the Revolutionary army In camp at
Newberg had combined to refuse it, and Its
circulation was wholly stopped, it exchang-
ed for cash at the rate of one thousand for
one. One tnousana lor one is vu per
lu lnitr , m - nnrl thn nrice of commodities
were as ridiculously high as the value of
Iho paper was pitifully low.

The following incident occurring sev

But soon
his industry and talent began to at-
tract attention and no od rejoiced
more in his preferment than I. His
reputation soon became national, while
I have ever plodded on in private : but
in all this despairing! have ever found
bim a steadfast, generous friend, from
a sense of delicacy our corespondence
would have stopped years ago had it
aepenaea on me; lor l uave since felt
bis superiority, and felt that 1 might lie
obtrusive, as! knew that t ie multiplic-
ity of bis engagements and efbeient du-
ties must occupy his whole time; and
tbat he must find in his extensive ac-
quaintance hundreds more worthy of
his attention than I; but he still cones-pond- s

with ine, ud visi ng tne of his plans
as fully and freely as when we were
both poor boys. It is a wonder' said
Mr. M. 'and tbat reminds me of a little
incident in a stage coach, years ego.
We accidently met as we were Doth go-
ing t. Indianapol a ho to confer with
the magnates of the .State on the crave
matters of the nation, I to do some pri-
vate business. As usual tlic convo-aa- -

tion turned on the scenes and events of
our boyhood. While we were chatting
over these matters I could not realize I
waa in genial conversation with the
third man of the nation. I at once fell
into moody musings on this strange
transition from a playful boy to the
sagacious statesman. I was thinking
of his steadfast friendship and was f-
inally roused from my reverie by Mr.
Colfax playfully placing his hand on
my knee with the smiling question,
'What now, Mark?' 'I was thinking,'
said I 'how strange it is with all your
preferment, that, surrounded as you are
daily with men whose position influ-
ence and profession would weeui to sup-
plant me in your regards you still seem
to retain for me nil the fervor of old
friendship.' Grasping my hand warm-
ly, he replied, 'no marvel at all Mark.
Your friendship I know to be sincere,
for it sprung when both ol" us were boys
in poverty and obscurity, and neither
of us could possibly anticipate the fu-
ture.'

- This littla iiuiidiwit jjiyefj us a clue) to
the head and heart of Mr Col fax- - It is
a clue to his inner life. It disclose to
us without reserve, thegenerous impul-
ses, tbe unswerving fidelity, the genial
nature, snd the unerring sagacity of
this noble man. Amid all his honors
he has lost nothing of his childlike sim
plicity, bms unrtstian integrity bis pat-
riotic faith.

Schuyler Colfax is one of the few of
our national dignitaries who ever car
ries the head ot a man and true heart
ot a guileless boy. Such' ar man can
ifever be corrupted even by tbo wiles
of politics

Though this little incident was not
designed for a newspaper paragraph,
yet as it is so illustrative of the high
toned nature of Mr. Colfax, we trust
our neighbor McClelland will pardon
us forgiving it publicity."

" Still up, up; the trees grow smaller;

place of the noble pines, and we no lon-
ger see the red earth of the gold-be- lt

below. Gray granite rocks are growing
plentier, and the small mountain peaks
on either side of the road begin to
show bald heads. . We are in the heart
of tbe Sierra a barren, dreary, deso-
late country. It is not at all like the
Heart of the Andes as Church paints
it.

"At Emigrant Gap, 84 miles above
Sacramento, we met the down train at
last, and the road 4s open before Am.
Another tunnel, 300 feet tn length.
We pass Crystal Lak, and are at Cisco,
a town of shanties,i wbich was for a
Ion a-- time the terminus of tbe road.

"We are 5,900 fee above the sea, and
still ascending. The pines have almost
entirely disappeared, and we pass
through many longew blasted through
the solid granite spurs of tie mountains.
We traverse contia'uius snow fields and
immense drifts, through which the
road has been cat' WHh shovels for the
passing of tbe trains, A few hours
since we were among the flowers, ripe
frails, and singing birds of the vxlley,
sweeting under the a miner sua ; now
we are in the niuisl of daszling snow
fields, and the atmosphere and aspects
of the scene are such aa we might find
in the mountains of New England on
any fine winter's day. The streams
which come down' the sides of every
precipice and dash in foamy torrents
down every eanon, are cold as ice from
tne melting snows. - tjbtnamen are
swarming all along the read. They
have nearly finished tbeic work: in mis
vicinity, and are packing; up their traps
preparatory to passinir on over the
Summit into the preat interior basin of
the continent. One hundred and two
miles from Sacramento we reach Sum
mit Vallev. and stand 6,800 teet above
the level of tbe sea. Lift Mount Tatna-pai- s

bodily from its base and place it on
the summit of Mount Diablo, and we
could still look dow a by hundreds of
feet on the double mountain height.
Tbe snow banks rise hieh above the
road on either side. Two miles more
and the cars reaehhe entrance ot the
great tunnel, 1,659 feet in length.

The Summit of" the Sierra.
"We have scaled the great Sierra at

last, and lie plus ultra might be writ-
ten on the granite walls of the great
tunnel before us. We are 7,043 feet
above the sea. The air feels cold and
damp, but not oppressive, and we

no inconvenience from its
rarification at this great elevation. .

We
will not stop to discuss that question,
but merely ask it as we pass, and re
serve the point for future : discussion.

The water
pours down in torrents from number-
less crevices and seams in the granite
walls and roof of the long dark, cav
ernous tunnel but we struggle through
on foot, and anxiously inquire alter
the prospect of getting the train across
the mountain.

Two or three hours will clear ' the
track. We wait with what patience
we may, and at last, at four o'clock the
prolonged whistle of the good locomo-
tive 'Antelope,' wbich has drawn us to
the summit of the Sierra, is heard.' All
aboard' shouts the conductor, George
Wood, who has the honor of taking
the first passenger train across the
mountains, and the train moves slowly
on. A halt for another slide; another
start, another halt and so on, slowly
aod carefully. . The snow banks came
down so close to tha track-tha- t the
eaves of the cars rake them on either
side. It is the closest fit imaginable.
Six more tunnels, ranging from
one hundred to eight hundred and
sixtj three feet in length, in many of
which we see great masses of solid
blue ice, hanging down from the wall
like stalactites and stalagmites in the
Mammoth Cave Kentucky, are slowly
p:is.cd through. We have descend-
ed &ix hundred feet already, aod, as
we emerge from the last tunnel, the
conductor exclaims : 'By Heaven, we
are over the mountains 1 This is a
new road, finished this - summer, and
we shall have no more snow-slide- s J'
It is true, indeed, the mighty task is
accomplished, after years of toil and
expenditure of millions of money.--
Words fail us to depict our sensations;
we will not attempt it

DOWN THE EASTERN SLOPE.
"And now the train with accelerated

speed move steadily downwards to-

ward he Valley of the Truckee. The
steam is shut off, the brakes pat down,
and as the eagle sets his wings and
floats noiselessly dowe, down, through
the realms ot air toward the earth
from his eyrie among the clouds, we
slide swiftly and smoothly down the
acclivities of the mountains into the
Great Basin of Nevada. Donnar Lake,
as lovely a sheet of water as is to be
found on earth.lies far below us among
the pine clad hills, its bosom unruffled
bv a breath of breeze, and as blue and
calm as the heavens abrve it. The
roads around the precipitous mountain
sides, almost encircline Diiuner Lake
as it descends, and following around a
long canon, making a circuit ot seven
miles to gain advance of no more than
a auarter of a mile, we reach the out
let of the Lake, a swift, rushing
stream of blue, cold water.

On this second day of 1 one, 1864, per-

sonally appeared before me, J. Q. How-
ard, U. S. Consul at St. John, N. B.,
James Sidney Hill, who solemnly made
oath to the following facts : t ..

Iain now about twenty-eight-yea- rs

of age ; ( n4 born ia thu Pnrish of St.
Bernard, La.; I aui the son of Jerome
Philip Hill, of New Orleans, who has
always been a devoted Union nmn. I
was educated aa a civil engineer at
West Point, Virginia.

In th year 11, in the month of
April, I was carried away by the intense
excitement that prevailed, tuid entered
tne rebel service us captain oi a compa-
ny of volunteers ; I served In the rebel
army at the first battle of Manassas, at
the bailies beiore Richmond, at the
time of McClellan's advance, and also
took part' in tbe battle of Autietam ;
was wounded in tbe seven days fiicht
near Richmond ; was sent to Savan
nah as engineer on stall of lieu. Uusta-vu- s

W. Smith, and obtained leave of
absence to go lo Wilmington; from.
Wilmington 1 ran the blockade on the
steamer Banshee to Nassau ; mv ob
ject was to get out of the rebel service
ana lane tne outu ot allegiance ; from
Nassau I went to Havana, and there
took the oath of allegiance under Mr.
Lincoln's amnes'y proclamation; from
Havana I went to St. Thomas with a
friend, who was in a dying condition ;
thence to St. Johns, Porto Rico; I could
not get a vessel at Porto Rico for New
Orleans, but obtained passage to Hali-
fax, Nova Scotia, where I expected
more readily to get a vessel.

I had been in Halifax about four
days, when happening to be at the
wharf when the mail steamer Alpha ar-
rived from Bermuda, I was accosted at
the landing by the Hon. C. C. Ciay, of
A labama, whom I accompanied to tbe
Waverlv House. Colonel Duncan, of
Louisville, Kentucky, was in company
with us. Mr. Clay said he was out on
a little business lor the Government,
and whs on his way to Canada ; said
that he had great confidence in me. A
day or to after this conversation I pame
to St. John, New Brunswick, hoping to
get to New Orleans by tba way of Port-
land ; and on the first day of June I
again met Mr. Clay at the steamboat
landing. He said he wanted me to
come as soon as I could to the Waverly
House to see him ; about eigbt o'clock
he sent a boy to tbe Lawrence Hotel for
me, and I went up to the Waverly to
Mr. Clay's private room.

He said, look here, Captain, I want
you to go to Canada 4 I shall very prob-
ably go to Ogdeneburg, and as I'am not
at all well, I need some company; I
would have gone to Portland, but I am
afraid some one Would recognise uno. --

He proposed to take a walk and after
our return, he requested me to come up
to the hotel early in the morning (this
morning). He sent for me at half-pa-st

seven I went directly np. He took me
to his private room and again urged me
to go with him.

He took from a pocket in the back of
his inside coat, a package containing
four or five letters or dispatches ; I had
one of these documents in my hand ; it
was addressed To His Excellency, Ho-
ratio Seymour, Governor of the State of
New York ; another was addressed to
Hon. Fernando Wood, New York ; on
each of these envelopes was printed,
Department of State, Richmond, C. S.
A., and on the envelope was written a
name which 1 do not remember, but
have no doubt it was the name of tbe
present Secretary of State. Said Mr.
Clay, I was sent on a mission to deliver
those letters to Governor Seymour, but
I wish they had chosen somebody else ;

said he, I shall stop in Montreal a few
days and then shall probably go to Og- -
densburg ; he said I shall see Governor
Seymour, but did not say directly that
he would see nun at ugaensDurg, i
my (affiant's) letters (which I ws ex-
pecting from New Orleans) came, he
would like very much to meet ine at
Quebec or Montreal. I inferred iroui
Mr. Clay's conversation that he wanted
me to convey his dispatches to Gover-
nor Seymour. My intimacy with Mr.
Clay arose from the fact tbat his son,
Robert Clay, was first Lieutenant lr
my company, I3th Reg. La. Vols., Col.
York's command. Gen. Pickel'a Divis.,
jjongstreet's tjorps.

I parted with him saying tbat I would
meet him in Canada, if possible.

South Carolina has lust adopted
the amendment, and will doubtless be
represented in Congress within the
week. But we read also in the platform
that the acta ot reconstruction are
"void," which means that the demo-
crats If they suooecd, will at ouoo de-
stroy all that has been done, and put
us biu-- again to 1S(5. This is n prom-
ise which will hardly delight a (wople
who have grown tired of the long re-

construction squabble. To reopen thla
question, now settled in all but three
states, would be a calamity to the cou-
ntrybut that ia what the platform
threatens.

Across the Sierra Eavada The
First Railway Passenger Train
from Sacramento orer the Moun-
tains.
The Alta California rives the fol

lowing description of the passage of
the first railroad passenger train over
the Sierra Nevada :

"Desiring to be among the first to
cross the Sierra Nevada by through
train, the writer left San Francisco at
4 p. m. on Wednesday, Jane 17, by the
steamer Yo Semite, in company with
several friends, bound for Silver Land.
It was lone past midnight when the
heavily laden steamer reached Sacra-
mento and tied Bp at the landing.

"The train moves out of the town
of Sacramento, across 'the Slough,'
past the unfinished round house and
immense machine shops of the Cen-
tral Pacific Railroad Company in
which an army of workmen will be
employed at no distant day up the
valley, along the northern outskirts of
the rambling town, a&d then by a long
bridge across the American River.
As we emerge from the trees and
shrubbery along the American, into
the open plain which stretches away to
the eastward towaids the foot-hill- s,

the mighty Sierra Nevada looms up,
like a gigantic cloud-ban- against the
Eaetern horizon. The mountains, for
a long way upward from their base,
are enveloped in a dim, blue haze,
which contrasts beautifully with the
snowfields on their summits, flashing'
against the blue sky and lighted up by
the glory of the summer morning sun.
One distant peak sparkles like an ice-
berg, wtth all the hues of the opal ;

another is tinged with a delicate pink
like the inner surface ot a sea-shel- l:

and the third is of a pure brilliant
white, like frosted silver. The coun-
try at one point is open and treeless
like a western prairie, and at another
dotted with wide-spreadi- trees, like
the 'oak openings of Michigan ; but
the soil is poor, and a few herds of
horses, and now and then the resi-
dence of some small ranchman or the
herder,are the only signs of life we see
for miles and miles. The country is
rtoor. uncultivated, and for most Dart
unfenced and uninhabited.

At the Junction, eighteen miles
from Sacramento, a branch road lead-
ing towards Marysville takes away a
portion ot our passengers, ana lour
miles further we come to Rocklyn,
where are the immense granite quar-
ries from which an unlimited supply
of building material for Sacramento
and San Francisco is obtained, with
simply the trouble of quarrying.

xSow we enter tne loot-niii- s ana as
we commence to ascend more rapidly
the great mountains before u seem to
sink down till we lose sight of them
altogether, nd we do not see the soow- -

ne d8 again tor a long time. 1 he sun is
shining down'.upon us from an uncloud-
ed sk7, and the heat is such as to
drive us to tne shady side ot tne car.
Luscious strawberries, ripe Dears,
cherries and summer fruits are brought
through the cars tor sale everything
around speaks of fummer.

UP THE MOUNTAINS.

"The engine blows and wheer.es with
short sharp aspirations, and the feel-
ing of weight as we lean b ck on the
seat tells us we are ascending a Meep
and increasing grade. Newcastle Au-
burn a pretty title village find some-
what active nluce Clipper Gap and
New England Mills all more or less
important mining and trading pot.,
are passed, and at 9:50 a. m. we have
a.scended two thousand four hundred
forty-eigh- t feet and reached Colfax
fifty-fou- r miles from Sacramento,
where stage roads from Grass Valley,
Nevada and other rich mining towns,
branch off. The town is built of slight
materials, and does not look as if male
for all time.
