The Great Earthquake in ' South
America Descriptions by Eye Wit
nesses.

We have lurther accounts iu
the New Xork papers ol Monday, irom
which we extract the following addi
tional particulars ot the terrible earth
quake : '

AT A RICA ACCOUNTS BY AN EYE WIT
NESS.

lbe hour was that when by custom
most ot the inhabitants had just closed
their daily labors and were at their
homes. The instant, the startling in
dications of an ear.Tiquake were felt
there was a general rush foruncovered
spaces, which were reached by many
uninjured; but not fey all. The streets
became a scene of terror, Ail the
houses in the city trembled like a per-
son affected with ague. Then, tbey
surged, and some of them fell to pieces
with crash after crash. At this junct-
ure, when the undulations were active
the earth opened in several places iD
long and almost regular line3. The fis
sures weredistinct 9 though something
were Tollios; underneath. From every
fissure there belched forth dry earth
like dust, which was followed by a
stifling gas- - Owing to tbe demolition
of buildings and the general destruc
tion ot all kinds ot property, and. the
dust belched forth, as well as tbat set
in motion by the general tumult, a
dense cloud was formed over the. city
aod obscured the light. ' Beneath the
cloud was the gas, which severely op
pressed every living creature, and
wou!d have suffocated all these if it
had Hneered loDeer stationary than ' it
did which was only 50 seconds. The
undulations were three in number.
Each succeeding one was of greater
magnitude than ' the former. Wheo
the undulations ceased' tbe cloud of
dust ascended and dispersed, aui fight
was restored. Then quakes at short
interval succeeded, as thosh subter-
ranean explosions or coWsions were
taking place.- - At this Time, people
from all parts of the city fled to hills,
amid falling stones a ft timber, which
descended from swaying waits and
broad'y rent buildiugsi just on the eve
of crumbling into perfect ruin. Somn
were struck down dead .by tallinc ma
terials, and others were maimed, while
all were made to staeger lrom side t

side like people in a state of intoxica-
tion. Many of both sexes carried
children in their arms, and those who
had not t hese carried articles of value.
The avarice of some was stronger than
tear, even amid this terrible contusion
and hence there wore those who dal
lied to collect valuables, many of
whom ' suffered for their temerity.'
either by the sacrifice of their lives nr
otherwise. As the rush for the hills
continued and stones and materials
of all kinds falling and houses and
parts of these were crashing, numer-
ous people were struck" down ami
either killed or "dangerously hurt.
ihe wai'T in the harbor was now

from the shore, bearing with
it all' fshippne at 'rapid speed.
Then ht eurrcuc changed and before
an t, overhanging wave, tbe ves-
sels cjuue back tosbud one way and
chcu another, or 'whirled about as
though theiv were only floating logs,
aod ou the very summit oi this im
mense volume of water roue the , Uni-
ted States .'NVateree. The
huge wave dashed ag'aiust the stone
mole or pier,' and shae'ered it all to
pieces, then swept trim its path what
was standing of the cutoin house and
altuosf every vestige nf ihe ruins, of
other buildings.: It rolled over the
already destroyed house. of the city,
nod set a myriad of articles afloat,
which eddied in every direction, while
at the same time the vessels and float
ing materials were forced ahead of the
wave's at ibis time cnrliog aod foam-
ing summit. ' Everything which it en-

countered in its 'course was swept
away ia an instant. Eveir jfreat masses
of stone were rolled over and over.
When the fureoof the wave was spent
it retired, and in a shert time the
equilibrium of the water was restored,
and then it, occupied about the same
line, and. presented nearly the same
appearance as it did before the earth-
quake. The ' vessels carried inland
were a terrible sight."' The most of
them bottom upward. Their masts
had been snapped like sticks. All this
dreadlul picture the refugees on: the
bills were now beholding. Many of
them did so with the most marked
evidences of fear, because quakes of
the earth were still ielt at short inter-
vals. The Wateree was grounded in
land a quarter of a mile from the
beach, on (be line of a railroad.' As
far as heard from only one life was
lost on board. Near the Watereo a
Peruvian war vessel was also ground-
ed and so gently thut none of its rig- -

giuu nor any ot its timbers were un-

paired. Ou board the Peruvian war
steamer America, whi.'h is a total
wreck, eighty lives were reported to
have been lost. Tbo United States
store ship Fredonia was upset, and all
her crew except three drowned, ac-

cording to the report. Those who ess
caped were the captain, surgeon and
paymaster, who were on shore when the
earthquake oecnrris l,and sought refuge
un the bills. A British vessel, oallod
the Chanarcilto, lost many of her crew
who were tumbled overboard. A
United States brig, Dame unknown.

The Story of Donelson.

From Phelps' Life of General Grant.
On the 10th of February. Grant wrote

Foote, "I bave been waitictr verv ra- -
tienily for the return of the gunboats

naer uom. jrneips, to bo around on
the Cumberland, whilst I march mv
land-forc-- s across to make isimultane- -
on attack upon Fort Donelaon."

On the iiiorninz of the 12th, the army
betran its murcb : the bands played pa-
triotic airs, the flags danced iu ihe sun-
light, and the men were determined to
conquer or die. I v rant carried no tents
or baggage; he took only bullets, guns,
ana rations; ne threw up no ltureinn- -

ments; his picks were pickets; his
pades were thost; described as haviui;

been used in tbehurial of Sir John
Mere on the Heights of Coruna,

"We buried him darkly at dead of night.
The aods with our bayonets turning."

The exact number of the rebels was
hen uuknown : and. after giving direc

tions as fully as possible, Grant added
n nis held order, lit regard to the de

tails of the attack, "The necesxary or-
ders viil be given on the field."
Gen. (;. b tnitb bad the left, ard den.
. A. AleUlertiaud had the right, ot
he national line, which was gradually

extended to nearlv three miles in
length, in the form of a crescent.

1 he men bivouacked in line or battle
with their arms in their hands, and
were constantly under fire from the
rebel breastworks. Many of the men
bad thoughtlessly thrown away their
blankets. No fires could be lighted :
aud near daylinht there was a severe
snow-stor- through tha night, the
rebels dropped shells Irequeutly over
our lines; aud the suffering of our
mops was very great.

Before davlieat, oti Friday the 14th,
the welcome souod of the guoboats was
heaid on the river, and lorn. Foote ar-
rived with rbur ironclads and two wood
en gunboats. At three y'clock in the
afternoon, they moved up lo wiibiu
four hundred yards of the heaviest guns
of the forts.. There,nutil hall-pa- st tour,
they maintained a most unequal fight.
The elevation and number of the rebel
guns, their treat weiiht of metal, both
from the fort and the water batteries.
placed the boats at a great disadvan
tage. At last, the wheel of "The St.
IjOUIs" and the tiller of "I he Ijouis- -
yille" were shot away, and they were
rendered useless ; a rilled gun exploded
uiiou another boat; "the Uarondeiet"
received a 120 pounder in one of her
forward ports ; Com. Foote was wound
ed ; and the disabled fleet was compell
ed to tall Dack out ot the range ol the
nuns.

Grant then wrote, "Appearances now
are that we shall have a protrai-te-
siege here I fear the result f an
attempt to carry the tl tee by sioriu
with new troops. I feel great confi
dence, however, of ultimately reducing
the place.

Another night or pierceiusr wind.
snow, aud sleet, came down upon the
devoted soldiers.

No regrets were beard, no impatience
manifested. They only seemed eager
lor the hour when they could show
traitors how brave men could tight and
die for the laud they loved. Grant
seemed omnipresent. Without food or
sleep u was every wnere, ana yet ap
peared to be exactly at the place where
required at the proper moment.

At two o'clock at nnrlit, b recieved
the following note irom the wounded
commander :

Flagship "St. Locis," Feb. 11, lso.
Gen. Grant, commanding Uulted Staea

Forces.
Dear General: Will you do me the

favor to come on boaid al your earliest
convenience? As I am disabled from
walking, from a contusion, I cannot
possibly get to see you about the dispo-
sition of these vessels, all of which are
more or less disabled.

A. S. Foote, Flag officer
The rebels, seeing the gunboats re-

tire, were greatly encouraged, and de-

termined to move out early Saturday
morning, drive back the Union line,
overwhelm Grant's army, and win one
ot the greatest victories ot the war.

At daylight, Floyd massed his troops
heavily on the left, who advanced un-
der Gen. Pillow against McArthur's
brigade, ou our extreme right, where
our line was thin and weakest. They
eauie on with a daring aud bravery
worthy of a better cause; and lor two
hours the lighting was terrific. At this
t ine, two or three of our regiments
were broken, and one or two more were
out of ammunition ; and the Union lino
waveied. Gen. McClernaud sent word
back i hat Buckner had joined Pillow,
and be should be destroyed unless re)
eui'oiced.

Gen. VV. H. L." Wallace, wbo com-
manded the centre, now advanced to
his support, aucouipaiiied by Logan.
Both were and both magnet-
ic men, who inspired their soldiers with
their own indomitable spirit. They
and their troops fouttbt with a courage
which drew forth the admiration of
tbeir enemies. But one regiment, mis-
directed by a guide, took the wrong

road, and was delayed ; the am muni-
tion was getting short; juid, after long
and heavy figbtin, th whole right
wing had been pushed back by the fur-
ious and d a&saults of the
re lel columns.

Until this time. Grant had ' been in
consultation with Foot, on the gun-
boat, three or four miles distant. He
was now returning to inform him of
the si itte of affair. Soon alter, he met
Gen. C. F. Smith, snd decided that the
rebels had probably massed almost
their whole force tor the atta.-- against
McCiernand and Wallacs. The battle
was thooghtto be lost. So it was at
Marengo. "I see the battle is lost,"
said Dessaix to Napoleoa as he arrived
on th fluid. "I supposa I can do no
more than secure your retreat." "By
no means." replied Napoleon : "the bat
tle is gained. Charge with your col- -
nmns. The disabled troops will rally
in your rear."

Graut immediately ordered General
smith on oar left, who had not oeen en
gaged, to hold himself ready to advance
with bis whole force against the reoei
right. He also sent back the following
note to Foote, who had advised him to
fortify, and wait until tha fleet could be
repaired and return : "A terrible con-
flict ensued in my absence, which has
demoralized a portion of my command.
I think the enemy ia much more so. if
tbe gunboats do not appear, it will re
assure- the enemy, and still further de- -
uiuiatrzB our troop. .Must order a
charge to save appearances- - I ao not
expect the gunboats to go into actiou."

The men were getting weary and ex-
hausted with tbe fatlgno and prodigious
efforts of the last few diys and nights.
Grant always had a theory, that there
comes a time like this iu every hard-fou- bt

battle, wben tired nature begins
to yield, and ihat which ever party ral-
lies and attacks at this time wins.
But for two or three days to look over
a field of a hundred thousand men, and
amid the din,' roar, and coufneion of a
battle, to weigh as in the hollow of tbe
band the rising aud lallmir enthusiasm
of the coutriiidmg hosts, and then, with
unerring judgment, to select the one
auspicious moment which leads to vic-
tory, this is given oniy to the few
great soldiers in the world's hietory.
And then the fixed purpose, thu uncon-qerabl- e

will to do or die, to scorn the
weakness of tbe flesh, must always be
there; and they were there.

It was noticed tbat tbe rebels bad put
on tbeir Knapsacks and haversacks,
instead of leaving them in the fort; and
some of our troops near Grant spoke of
this, and said, "They have come out to
stay for a battle of several days."

"Are the haversacks tilled, or emp-
ty ?" said Grant. No one could an
swer. I

'Examina some of the prisoners,"
said he.

They are filled ; thev have three
davs' rations," was the report.

"jNothing is little in the world," said
Dr. Johnson: "to him who properly un
derstands it."

As soon as the report was made.
Grant said, "Then they are trying to
cut there way out: they do not mean
to stay and fight. Whoever attacks
now wins. They'll be quick it they
beat me."

And, dashing his - spurs into bis
horses' flanks, he galloped off to
Smith's division on the leJt, occasional
ly explaining to tbe otneers and men
as he passed, "They are whipped ; thev
are fighting to be allowed to retreat."
He explained briefly, tbat be wished to
attack tnem on their weakened riijbi.
It was thns Kap4eon on the morning
of Austerliiz, in almost- - the only in
stance m - his life, . explained to the
Freneh soldiers his plan of attacking
the Russian centre ou the Heights ol
Prutzen.

Grant knew well that his bayonets
reasoned : that American soldiers could
think as well as fight, and would under-
stand and appreciate this confidence.
He knew the war was a war or ideas,
and that the serious, intelligent con-
victions of men woutd carry them
through a forlorn hope, or Into a dead-
ly breach spouting with fire, where the
mere martial ardor of a Diilttarv ma
chine would quail to follow. Hamlet
said, "Conscience makes eowards of us
all;" but "conscience also makes heroes
Of us all." (Coleridge.)

Grant now ordered Smith to aavance,
Ht the same time sending word to Mc
demand and Wallace to close up and
be ready to attack. Tbe men rallied;
the weary and laggard in tbe rear came
forward; wounds were forgotten ; all
caught the spirit of tbeir leader.

Gen. Smith was a veteran soldier: he
bad followed the stars aud stripes
tnrough the battles of Mexico to "the
balls of the Montezumas." lie was a
man sixty years old, bis hair white as
the snow on the ground. As be rode
down his l ne, forming his division for
the attack, he was a fine target for tbe
rebel rifles ; but the bullets showered
unnoticed about him. His column
was formed ot Lauman's brigade ; tbe
Second Iowa Infantry having the front,
followed by the Seventh, Fourteenth,
and Twenty-fift- h Indiana, He also
told tbe soldiers what wad to be done.
This reciprocal confidence between the
general and bis soldiers was like that
of a father and his sons ; and the en-
thusiasm of tbe soldiers was unbound-
ed. Ashe took bis place to lead the

his colors by his side, years
seemed to drop from him likea mantle.
Those near biin said his countenance
blazed with the tire of youth: he waa
yo'.iiis; again. Putting his cap on the
point Of Lis sword, he flung it toward
tbe rebel intrenchmenis, and dashed
forward into the thickest of the fight.
So Marlborough, with a soldiers' ardor,
flung bis marshal's baton over the
French lines, sure of recovering it
again.

Nothing could stand tbe onset.
Without firing a gun, they charged di-
rectly on tbe intreiichinents, carried
them at the point of the bayonet, and
forced their way to the summit of a
bill, where artillery could be planted,
and which wtts the key to the fort.

ACCOUNT OF THE AREQUIPA EARTH-

QUAKE BY A SURVIVOR.

, . Arequipa, August iG, 1868.

About four minutes past five p.' m.
last Thursday, the 13Mi-- , a slight
movement of the earth was noticeable
here by bi any person's who chanc-
ed to be seated; there was no rumbling.
In about eight or , ten seconds more
the movement became strong enough
for persons not seated to notice. This
movement ' gradually increased in
8tengrh until after about thirty sec-
onds, pieces of timber began to fall
from houses' In about a minute all
were satisfied that a great earthquake
was at hand. - Then, began a leirible
rumbling similar, to the noise of an
avalanche every one ran to the open
space. It seemed as if the earth was
about to opeu; the earth shook and
every structure swayed to and fru from
north to south, If. seemed in my owu
house as if the walls were about to
meet and smother us. In about three
minutes tbe oil shook so tbat, it was
utmost impossible to hold one's feet.
The strongest buildings began then to
cast off stones, brieks, pieces ol wood
&c,aud the weakest began to fall, al-

most all of them level with the ground.
Inaboutfive minutes from the first
movement the whole city was envelop-
ed in clouds of dust and darkness,
and resounded with the crash of fall-
ing buildings;- - There isTiot one house
left standing in Arequipa. The only
church tower ieft is that of Santa Cat-alin- a,

but it, like 'the cathedral will
have to bo pulled down. Hauls Do-
mingo church is down as well as the
Burrouniiicg block. Nearly all the in-

mates of the prison and hospitals per-
ished. Many persons are known to
have been crushed to death in the
fctreets. "..

We are now living in a tent ou thu
l iver bank. No one dares to go to
town, as tbe shocks still continue to
bring down what little is left standing.
They occur at lutervals of haif ao hour
each. This evening some of the shocks
have been very violent. So far there
has been nbout seventy-si- x shocks up
to eight p. in. The river Paucarpata
has chauged to three colors, which
makes us believe tbe volcanoes are at
work. Everything is in confusion
aod the cries and lamentations that
we hear are heartrending. Thus
the work of the Arequipenoa for
three hundred years has been destroy
ed in a few minutes; it will take five
hundred year to do the sami work
over. The debris of the Jesuit
church was hurled to a distance of one
hundred yards.

The picture presented by our . deso-
late city is sad indeed. God crant..
that our fears be iiotrealfeed,fbrMofent
Misti is vomitin lava, clouds of smoke
and quaotitrw rf n;nd and darkness
hides its belchins: fVotn onr view. We
tear the constant noise of falling rocks
nud eartti, and tne river is impassable
owing to its black color and. sulphur
ous odor. , . , ,

. .aays :

In Tacna there is not a foot square of
the town left, and to give some idea of
the immense power and strength of the
successive shocks of the earthquake.
it is stated tbat in the little town of
Moqueoua there were over fifty heavy
shocks in intervals ot only a miottte
between each one. There was noth
ing destroyed in Valparaiso ot tn La
Faz, although the shocks, were very
heavy ; and it is a singular Fact that
towns, cities and villages to the north
and south of Valparaiso were entirely
('droved. Concepcon aod Curice
ure iu total ruins,aod at Noria all the
extensive saltptre establishments, .8
in number, are entirely destroyed.
The Captain of the Cbarnacillo, ao
Hiogiisn bark, arrived here on the last
steamer, having lost his ship, eight
men, and barely escaped with his lite.
lt 18a singular tact that a box contain-
ing all his ship's papers was washed
ashore and recovered. The body of
51 rB. Dyer, of the ill-fat- Fredonia
was also washed ashore aud buried.
The remains of her husband have nev-
er been found. An English ehiix the
Kamahamaha, was lost; ail the crew
were saved, bat the Captain was losk
General Kilpatrick reports a siglar
and horrible sight that neearred at
Arioa, on tbe south side of the ruined
oity. As the earth opened and yawn-
ed there came up ,fiv hundred mum- -
miVs, who stood in long lines facing
the sea, every one of thj skeletons in
perfect preservation," the hands doub-
led up and supporting the chin, the
knees drawn up, and the feet suppor-io- g

the fleshless body ! This must be
one of the most frightful sight pofsi-bl- e,

and quite beyond description.
The spot where theso mummies stood
was once an old cemetery, some nine-
ty years ago, it is said, and these skel-
etons are doubtless tho fabled Iucas
and Indians, who either buried them-
selves al'.tv, or were interred in this
manner. They correspond exactly to
tbe old mummies of the Incas. which
I described in a former letter as among
tne curiosities to oe fecn in the mus
eum at Lima. As iho ground receded,

"Such was the want of all order and
discipline by this time on shore, that a
wild rush was made for tbe boat on
which the captain said would swamp
her unless he pushed away immediately.
This was done; and about sunrise, the
boat on which I was the other having
gone left the shore. By this precise
model effected my escape; and, afier
leavingthe wharf.thedepartment will be
pleased to bear that 1 encountered no
danger whatever lrom the enemy.''

A while after the first streak of day-
light, as Grant was preparing to attack,
a white flag was seen flying from the
ramparts of Fort Donelson; and Grant
received the following letter under the
flag of truce :

Sir, In consideration of all the cir
cumstances governing the present situ-
ation of affairs at thia station, I propose
to the commanding officer of tbe fed
eral forces tbe appointment of commis-
sioners to agree upon terms of capitula
tion of the forces 1 bold uuuer my
command; and, in that iew, suggest
an armistice until twelve o clock to
day.

The results of this victory were sixty-fiv- e

guns, seventeen thousand six hun
dred small-arm- s, nearly fifteen thous-
and soldiers, with horses, mules and
army supples. Our loss was about two
thousand men.

After tbe su render, up went tbe stars
and stripe", creeled by tumultuous
obeers; ai d tbe sun shone bright and
warm as it to illumine tbe victory.

As the different divisions marched
into the works, their regimental ban-
ners from different State t, tbe music,
tbe loud huzzas, the proud steps of the
victorious sold ers, made one of tbe
grand hisioric pictures of the war.

Gen. Grant made bis headquarters
upon a boat which happened to bave
tbe significant came of "New Uncle
Sam;" and it was iu the cabin of this
steamer that the formal surrender was
made. -

The interview between Grant and
Buckner was social. They had been
classmates at West Point. G.-a- stat-
ed that be bad no desire to humiliate
the prisoners; tbat the officer, might
retain their side arms, but horses and
public property must be given up.
Gen. Buck aer acknowledged tbat it had
been the intention ot those in command
to cut their way out; but they, were de-
feated by Grant's movements.

When the transports were about to
leave for the North with the rebel pris
oners, Gen. Buckner asked Gen. Grant
to visit his men, and, as they crowded
around, cold them that tbeir victor had
treated them with magnanimity and
kindness.

After a while, at a signal from Com.
Foote. the boat with Gen. Grant and
staff on board, followed by the gun
boat "flotilla," steamed up past, tbe
fort to Dover, all the guns firing the
national salute. '

Gen. Grant issued the following con
gratulatory order to bis troops :

Fort Donelson, Feb 14, 1862.

Tbe general commauding takes great
pleasure in congratulating the troops
of his command for ihe triumph over
rebellion, tamed by their valor, ou the
13th, 14th, and 15th Instant, i

For four successive niiriit, without
shelter, during the moat inclement
weather known in this I ititude, they
faced an enemy in lanre. force, in a pos-
tilion chosen by himself. Though
strongly fortified by na ure, all tha

d by science
weieaddet'. without a murmur this
was borne; prepared at all times to re
ceive ait atlack, aud with continuous.
skirmishing by day, resuliing, ulti-
mately in forciug the euemy to surren-
der without conditions.

The victory acb i tfed is not only great
fb the effect it wi 1 have in breaking
rebellion, but has.isecured the greatest
number of prisoners of War ever taken
in any battle on lh' continent.

Fort Donelson will hereafter be mark-
ed iu capitals on the map of our united
country; and the men who foogbt tne
haitl will live in the memory of .a
