A. E. Lee Dear Sir : I was a mem
ber of the committee to whom the sub-
ject of a Geological Surv ey was referred,
and the bill reported by the committee
was passed in the House, I think, with-
out any material amendment. You was
chairman of that committee, and bj
common consent of the other members
took entire charge of the matter, as you
seemed very enthusiastic on the sub
ject. After the matter had been before
the committee sometime I remember wc
had some talk and consultation together
in the committee on the subject, and I

then discovered that 1, at least, knew
but little about it while you appeared to
have made yourself master of the whole
qi'esiion ; and no one seemed to be so
fully impressed with the necessity and
importance to our people of such a sur-
vey as yourself. You were requested to
draw up such a report as you thought
the committee ought to make, and also
a bill providing for a survey.

Accordingly you drew up the report
and the bill accompanying the same ;

and the report, after being signed by the
coramittee, was presented to the House
by you, together with the bill which we
afterwards pnssed.

This is mv recollection of the matter.
and I state it the more cheerfully be
cause I have always felt that you were
deserving of more credit for your labors
in procuring the Survey to be made,
than you had received.

I never understood that any one as
sisted you in getting up the report or the
Kits, and as they were jn your own hand
writing, I believe they were entirely and
in every respect your own work.

You were so much devoted to the
principle and object of the bill that I
well remember remarking to Hon. G.
W. Brooke, then and now a member
from Mahoning county, that the only
way to achieve success as a legislator
was not to have too many measures on
hand at the same time, but rather one
and then give it your entire time and
energy, as did Capt. Lee, of Delaware,'!

No one did. or could for one moment
doubt that you were the originator of
that measure. One thing certain, had
you not introduced that bill and by your
perseverance and determination to suc-
ceed accomplished your purpose no
geological bill would ever have passed
that legislature, and I think not this ;

AUTHORSHIP OP THE GEOLOGI
CAL SCHTET.

Some weeks ago we published, in re-

sponse to inquiry, information obtained
solely from the official report of the
House of Representatives, as to the
authorship of the new whisky law of
May last, showing the Hon. Wm. Adair
to be the author of that measure. Two
weeks afterward the Democratic paper
of this place asserted, in an editorial
letter from Columbus, that the Repre-
sentative in the present Legislature from
this county was the author of one of
the principal sections of the law, and
announcing, as if in retaliation for our
different showing, (the correctness of
which we still hold and are prepared to
maintain), that the authorship of the
Geological Survey bill had been falsely
assumed by the present Representative's
predecessor, and that proofs of this
would now be presented to the public.

Three weeks have since passed and the
" proofs." have appeared.
The astonishing ' developments " prom
ised consist simply of the fact that a bill
to provide for a Geological Survey had
been introduced nearly a year before
mine was, together with my assailant's
mere assertion that mine is identical, in
substance, with the bill previously intro-
duced. This assertion is false, in proof of
which I appeal to the judgment of any
candid person who will compare the two
measures. My bill was in no respect what
ever copied from the Anderson bill
which at the time mine was introduced
was slumbering in the hands of the Judi-

ciary Committee, where it seemed likely
to remain. As a matter of courtesy to
Mr. Anderson, I did ask him to have
his bill referred to our special committeo
that it might be fairly considered. Mr.
Anderson consented to this and by ne
word, act or intimation did he ever rep-

resent to me that my measure was in
any respect a copy or imitation of his
own. In fact, while I wish to award all
due credit to my esteemed friend, Mr.
Anderson, I could prove just as satis-

factorily that his bill is a copy of some
one else's as it is now pretended to be
proven that mine is a copy of his.

Mr. Anderson's bill was by no means
the only Geological Survey measure in-

troduced before mine. A number of
such bills had been presented in various
Legislatures but had failed to pass.
Among the number was one introduced
by General Garfield, concerning which
I had the honor to receive from him the
following letter :

March 13, 1869.
Hon. Alfred Lee, Columbus, O., ;

Dear Sir: I have the honor to ac-
knowledge the receipt of your Report
on the Bill providing for a Geological
Survey of Ohio. I am very glad to see
that the subject is again under consider-
ation in the General Assembly, and I
hope it may this time be successful. If
you will look over Senate Documents
for i860 1 you will find a report which
I made on the same subject. I had
hopes of securing the passage of the
Bill at that time, but the breaking out
of the rebellion diverted the attention of
the General Assembly from all such
things, and the matter dropped. The
cause of science, the development of
our mineral and agricultural . resources,
and a knowledge of our river and lake
system, all demand that the - Survey, be
made. Expenditure of money for such
a purpose is good economy. Thanking
you tor your Keport, 1 am,

In my humble
efforts I endeavored to construct a
bill which would combine the best fea
tures of all, and avoid their defects, as
well as introduce such new features as
might add to the efficiency of the meas
ure. 1 trust I may be indulged in some
degree of pride in the fact that my suc-

cess in this endeavor was to some extent
recognized by the passage of my bill.
word for word as I prepared it, by a
large majority in both branches of the
General Assembly.

My assailant says I had another bill
of similar nature before me when mine
was prepared. Yes, I had several oth.
ers, and what of it ? I had not such
supreme confidence in my wisdom as to
believe it unnecessary to consult what
had been done by others in the same
field. But consulting others is not imi-
tating or copying others, and though
two years have elapsed since my bill
became a law, the astute genius who as-

sails me is the first to discover that it is
a copy of another measure. Nor would
he, but for his malice, ever have made
such a discovery.

If the person, in whose name this at
tack upon me is made, were its sole
originator or prosecutor, my best reply
to it would be contemptuous silence,
But it has a higher origin and is insti
gated by malice more responsible and
mischievous than his. I therefore pub
lish, though not without extreme reluc
tance, the appended testimonials which
have been kindly furnished me.

act under which a partial one was made
passed the General Assembly on the
27th- of March, 1837.

The hope of
France lies in the maintenance of the
supremacy of M. Thiers government,
which has thus far acquitted itself with

that wisdom and calmness which should
cause the French people to desire its
perpetuation.

Paris needs to be taught that she is

not France, and that it is not her unal-
terable destiny to dictate the national
form of government. The latest advices
indicate that she is about to be so in-

structed. The Versailles government
had collected a large body of troops, and
announced its determination to suppress
the insurrection at every hazard. If the
troops shall remain loyal the issue can-ji-ot

be doubtful, though it may be bloody.

in Alaska, and that now proposed in
San Domingo, are the most expedient
or desirable. - In our greedy grasp after
Alaskian icebergs on the one hand and
tropical earthquakes on the other, we
have scarcely taken time to consider
whether territories nearer home were
not quite as easy of attainment and far
more desirable as a possession.

There, for instance, is Northern Mex-
ico, a splendid country, abounding in
everything but the Yan
kee enterprise, necessary to develope its
great resources, and for taking which,
even by conquest if need be, we have
a notable Democratic precedent. The
great States of Chihuahua and Sonora,
especially, are hanging upon the verge
of the Mexican Republic ready, like
tropical fruits over-rip- e, to drop at the
first vigorous shaking into the em-
brace of Uncle Sam. They contain
a large, wealthy and influential Ameri-
can population, of course universally
anxious for annexation, and expecting
it with no small impatience. Besides,
these Mexican-America- have rlaims
against the Juarez government for prop-
erty confiscated, or damages inflicted
during the various revolutions, amount-
ing, as is said, to three hundred millions,
and should these claims prove valid
there is due to us, should we take it in
territory, the States of Chihuahua and
Sonora at least, if not one or both the
neighboring provinces of Tamaulipas
and Nuevo Leon.

A wealthy and intelligent" resident of
the city of Chihuahua, who is also a na-

tive of Ohio, recently informed us that
the climate of these States is, as he be-

lieves, the most delightful in the world,
and so much was our informant pleased
with it that he declared he would not for
a moment think of living in any other
country. The air is pure and healthful,
the heats of summer moderate, and the
winters well, there are no winters. For
grazing purposes as well as for cultiva-
tion the valleys are magnificent, while
the mountains abound in silver, now
profitably mined even by the lazy Greas-
ers, and offering immense inducements
to intelligent and energetic enterprise.
Lands are cheap as dirt, (we mean no
pun,) and a few thousands of ready cap-
ital will buy a ranche of ten to thirty
thousand acres with Mexican improve-
ments.

Here, in short, is a new El Dorado,
whose people are already largely Amer-
ican, and most of whom are either
strongly in favor of or may be easily
induced to acquiesce in annexation to
the great Yankee Republic. The con-

struction of the Southern Pacific Rail-
way, now authorized, and which will
deubtless have an extension to the city
of Chihuahua, will bring these States
into closer relations with us than ever
and " will unquestionably hasten their
development, as well as give momentum
to their centrifugal tendencies.

If annexation is to be our leading
policy, therefore, here is an opportunity
not to be hastily passed by or lightly
considered. The acquisition of Chihua-
hua and Sonora, by the Union, is pro-

bably a mere question of time any way,
and ought to satisfy, for a time at least,
if anything will, the greed for territorial
extension.

THE KC-K- LI X OCTK1GES.

Organized assassination,' murder and
outrage have again become prevalent
in several of the Southern States, and
in some sections have attained a degree
of violence bordering on civil war. A
recent report from an investigating com'
mittee of the Senate, in reference to
these outrages, reveals a condition of
things calculated to awaken not only
indignation but alarm. Loyalists arc
butchered, beaten and driven from their
homes much the same as when the re-

bellion held armed, and defiant sway
under the leadership of Lee and Davis,
Governor Scott, of South Carolina, has
found it necessary to call upon the Na
tional Executive for troops to suppress
the disorders in that State, while in
North Carolina, Georgia and Mississippi
the elements of disorder have grown
formidable and rampant.

Under resolution of the House of
Representatives a committee has been
appointed to investigate these disturb
ances . and report at the next session
of Congress in December. It seems
necessary, however, that some imme
diate legislative action shall be taken
which shall bring the Ku-Klu- x despera
does, now rough-ridin- g the South, to
severe and summary justice. Bills hav
ing this object in view have been intro-
duced in the House by Messrs. Shella- -
barger and Butler, and a resolution of
like character has been presented by
Mr. Sherman in the Senate. Pending
the consideration of this resolution, on
the 18th inst., Mr. Sherman, having
read the Ku-Klu- x oath, said :

He did not know of any organization
in history which for atrocity could com-
pare with this. These men committed
their crimes at night and carried terror
wherever they went. Every member of
the benate would admit that an organi-
zation so revolting to humanity should
be put down. .Their number in North
Carolina had been stated at 40,000, but
was certainly 10,000, though any reader
of the testimony would suppose it much
larger. In Rockingham County, in
that State, 62 of these outrages had
been committed. In one case a magis
trate of a town in that County had test!
fied to the hanging of a colored preach-
er at a late hour of the night by 7 5 armed
disguised men on horseback. The dang
ling body ot tne victim was tound sus-
pended to a tree in front of the Court--
House, with a paper pinned on it, on
which were the words; "Beware ye
euiltv both black and white. K. K.. K
A poor hali-idi- ot negro, wno naa seen
some of these men, was drowned several
days afterward to prevent their detection
vy mm. x mny-eig- ni similar cases naa
been shown to have occurred in . the
same vicinity. In other instances, as
shown by the testimony, a hand of dis-
guised men in Alamance County had
token a colored man from his house,
whipped and shot him, ai.J then com-
pelled all the negroes in neighbor-
hood to swear they would r.ver vote the
Radical ticket. The killii.3 of a sheriff
had been shown to have ben previously
agreed upon in secret. He desired his
Democratic friends to be converted to
the belief entertained upon the Republi-
can side, that these outrages should be
stopped, and with that view he submitted
and had read various extracts from
Democratic newspapers in the South
denouncing the outrages as impolitic
and heinous, and calling for severe
measures for their repression. As show-
ing the morals prevailing among the
Ku-Kl- themselves, he a letterfrom a member of the Ku-;!u- x in reply
