The farmers of Johnson county have
thrown a bomb into the Republican

ranks that has thrown them into a fever
of terror. An effort was made to get

enough Republicans Into the Farmers'

Alliance to control the organization

but, at a meeting in Olathe, on the 3d

inst., such action was taken as to prove

conclusively that the farmers are not

going to be led blindly to the daughter,
but are going to do a little independent
thin icing and acting.
