PLEDGING CANDIDATES.

The Farmers of North Carolina Ask Po-
litical Aspirants to Sign s Pledge.

Officors of the Farmers' Alliunce in
North Carolina present to congressionsl
eandidates who seel their sapport 4 doe-
nment which “has been indorsed hy u
majority of the sub-alliances.” and nsk
that it be signed. There ure six de-
mands apon the pledge.

The first ome is for un abolition of na-
tional banks, und snbstitntion therefor of
legal tander trensury notes, The pledge
under this demand, which like all the
others mmust be signed in the presence of
awitness, a special line being left for
witnesses, roads, s do most of the other
pledges:

] approve nf the above demand, and
if elected to w Seat in the United States
congress will endeavor to hive it enacted
into a law.”

The gecond demand is for a law to
soffectunlly prevent the dealing in fut-
ures of ayricaltoral and mechanical
productions.” The third demund is for
free and uunlimited coinage of silver,
The fourth is for a law prohibiting alien
ownership of land by persons or eorpora-
tions. The fifth demand is thut all rev-
enue, national. state or connty, shall be
limited to the necessary expenses of the
government, economically and honestly
administered,

The sixth and lugt demand and pledge
deserves to he given in full. 1t reads:

SThat congressissne a sulficint nmount
of fractiomnl paper currency to fucilitate
exchange throngh the mediom of the |
United States mail. I approve of the
above demand, and if elecied will en-
deavor to have it enncted intoa law, 1
also approve of the purpose of the bill in-
trodunced into the United States senate
by Senator Vance, und known as the
gub-treasury bill, if it is not shown
to be nneonstitutional. | will vote for it
and sdvoente its pussage, and in the
event of its being shown to be nneonsti-
tutional, then [ will introdnce and advo-
cate nbill to wboligh bonded warehouses
for whisky, ete., and also a Lill to abaol-
ish national banks, in aeoordance with
the first demand on this case.”

On the back of the card is this infor-
mation: *Thig curd is prepared for thsi
purpose of pledging the candidates for |
nomination to legislative offices to sup-|
port the demands which have been Tati- |
fied by & Jarge mujority of the subordi-
nate alliances in North Carolina.  Poli-
tigians have so often deceived us by their
verbal promises, which they bresk and
then deny having made, that we have |
decided for the future to tuke their
pledges in Llack and white.”

family, with an income of £6,000 per

That our fellow countrymen who for
ten or twelve years have been making
great advances in temperance shonld nse
their increased incomes in inereased con-
sumpftion of epirits, ecpecially rum, beer
pnd wine, is particularly humbling to
ue. Defending, as we must, the legiti-
mate use of aleohdl against the intem-
t:eraw attacks of tectotalers, we are siill

onnd constantly to point the disastrons
effects resnlting from its nse. We had
almost hoped that it had become com-
monly accepted that all easual drinking,
drinking for its own sake, and except as
& part of a meal, was thoronghly bad.

But we are forced to the conclugion
that the increased wages have been
spent, not in articles of generul family
use, but in beer, ram and other spirits.
If the selfishness of snch a nee of wages
eonld bee realized by the British work-
man wa have no doubt that he would be
ashamed of it; and we owe a debt of
gratitude to Mr, Goschen for his frank
statement of the trath in this matter,
and for his attempt to direct publie at-
tention to the deep sleohoHe tendencies |
of the people and the meaus for their re- '
