The National Banks Must Ge.

At the commencement of our war
with the south, our government being
without funds, Wall street kindly (?)
tendered loans at from 25 to 36 per cent.
interest, but congress being compara-
tively free trom the eyil influences of
Shylock, refused to be bulldozed by the
vampires who would take advantage of
our country's distress to further their
nefarious greed for gain, so congress
hunts up the constitution of the United
States and learn that they have power
to créate money, 8o they go to work and
and authorize the issuing of $60,000,000
in treasury notes, not bearing iuterest,
and payable for all debts, public and
private, and as they did not coataln the
exemption clause, they were at par with
gold, and wherever gold went the de-
muand notes could go.

of the exemption clause on the green-
back, which was passed February 206,
1862. The gold thieves had accomplish-
ed their purpose; they had made a mar-
ket for their gold by having inserted on
the greenback the clause which reads,
*‘except dutles on imports and interest
on the public debt, which should be
paid in coin.” They had made the mar-
ket, now they must see how much they
can make the people pay for their gold.
At one time they run gold up to $2.85—
that is, if you wanted one gold dollar
you had to pay two dollars and eighty-
five cents in greenbacks, Think of it,
vou vld soldiers who were pald L. green-
back currency ut its face value, and
which you sent home to your families,
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that Shylock robbed them of from 50 to
756 per cent when purchasing the neces-
saries of life. It was face value for
Shylock; & depreciated currency for
you, Are you golng to stand it any
longer? It was s part of old gold-bags’
plan to depreciate the greenbucks so he
could get pussession of them to buy
government bonds. With greenbacks
at face value, and by means of the ex-
emption clause he could turn his gold
into greenbacks at an enoimous profit,

Now comes the national banking
echeme to help Bhylock further rob the
people. Shylock invests his greenbacks
in government bonda at face value,
Upon the bonds he draws gold Interest
in advance, and by means of the bank
scheme he has 80 per cent returned to
Lim in the form of national bank notes,
and with these he opens up a banking
house and graciously loans you these
notes at any rate of interest he can ex-
tort from you—notes, mind you, that
were virtually given to Shylock for
nothing, and upon which he is drawing
two Intereats from the sume investment
—one from the “‘government' and the
uther trom the people.

Now then, farmers and luborers, the
first plank in our platform says, **We
demand the ubolitlon of the natlonal
banks and the substituzion of legal ten-
der treasury notes In lieu of national
bank notes,’” etc. If congress had the
power in 1861 Lo iseue legal tender treas-
ury notes to prosecute the war, they
have the same authurity to agnin lssue
treasury notes to the people. The gov- [ nknes
ernment never had any use for the na-
tionul banke; it was a creation of the
bankers to get hold of the people's
money sand make them pay tribute to
them, and ut one time the First National
Bank of New York (John Sherman
Bank) had the free use of $43,000,000 of
the people's money. Now when we
want u little money to tide us over the
haurd times we are called cranks, not-
withstanding we offer the very best se-
curity—our farms, Oh, how strange it
is that people will be so blind te their
owu interests, and when you ask them
if it would not be better to get the mon
ey from the government at one or two
per cent, they say, **Yes, but don’t want
to leaye the party.” Don't they know
that congress is mule up principally of
bankers and members of syndicates?
