out to the edge of the clearin', Mrhen
along comes an ole nigger with a gun
on his shoulder and a little veller
dog at his eels. The dog seed the
rabbit in the road and made font with
a yelp. The rabbit, or what appeared
to be sich, lie'w to a small jac,koak tree
near by, skinned up it, gotoout on one
of the fust fimbs and sot thar with bar
up and back humped. At sight of this
queer conduct of a rabbit the little dog
wur all broke upa He dropped his tail
between his legs and went whinin'
back to his master. But yer jist ought
er seen that old nirrer! He d brought

Quite a number of white men who

are now in Central Africa have followed
the advice of the celebrated explorer,'
Dr. Barth, who many years ago ex-

pressed the opinion that the traveler in
Africa should take his wife rith him.
He said thjf natives did not understand
how a man could liva without a part-
ner, and tat they would hold him in
greater respect if he was accompanied
by his wife. Dr. Barth a&ied that tlia
people he met south of the Sahara had
nothing against him except that he was
a bachelor.

Dr. Livingstone's wife shared the
privations aiid dangers of some of his
travels, and it was while they were
making a long journey together that
she died and was buried on the bar.ks
oi the Zambesi. It is only recently,
however, that white women have be-
gun lo accompany Cbeir husbands intfc
rne depths of Central Africa.

If the young wife of Dr. Holub, the
Austrian traveler, survives their great
undertaking she will have made a
longer journey in Africa than most ex-
plorers. Nearly two years ago this
brave young couple started from South
Africa, intending to explore the upper
Zambesi and Congo valleys, and to go
home, it possible, by way of the great
lakes and the Nile. After Dr. Ilolub
returned to Austria, a few years ago,
having earned a place in the first rank
of African tr"ilers by his seven years
of wort ?n the Zambesi region, he
married the attractive aud gifted youne
lady who is now wandering with him
among savage tribes. The entreaties
o9 her friends could not turn her from
her purpose to accompanyjier husband
in his new explorations. About thirty
thousand dollars was raised to buv
their equipment, and when last heard
from they JOnd their band of porters
jyere plunging into almost wholly un-
known regions aft the upper Zambesi.
$Irs. Ilolub was in excellent health,
but her husband had suffered some
extent from fever.

Last spring Lieutenant Valche re-
turned to Europe for a vacation, after
serving for three years on th& uppei?
Congo. Soon after his return he mar-
ried a fair Belgian, and two months
ag$ he and hie bride started for the
Congo, where he has in the
service of the Free State." At laflt ac-

counts they Cvere at Stanley Bool in
good health, and were about to start
lor Stanley Falls, one thousand two
hundred miles from the sea, where the
will reside.

One of the most exensgve travelers
on the Congo is the wife of the mis-
sionary Grenfell, who. with her child,
accompanied Mr. Grenfell n some o
his long "journej's, during which he
pushed his "iKtle steamer over three
thousand miles of the navigably waters
of the Consro and its atlluents.

On an island in Lake Tanganyika,
not far from 0Ujiji, where Stanley found
Livingstone sick and almost destitute,
live Mr. and Mrs. llbre, who are among
the pioneer missionaries of the Jake
region. ' The 0unliealthfuliiess of the
mainland has driven s them to this
island, where they have a pretty mis-
sion station, and where Lieutenant
Gleerup, on his trip across the conti-
nent this year, enjoyed the hospitalities
of a white lady in Central Africa.

A carpenter named Burgslag, who is
stateoned at Lulnaburjr. far up the
Kassai aflluent of the Congo, where he
has very successfully opened a planta-
tion on'which he bats raised big crops
of rice, corn, sugar cane, manioc and
European vegetables, has expressed
the wish, at the end of his terra of ser-
vice, to bring his wife and children,
now in German, to Luluaburg, and
devote himself to his plantation and
cattle raising. Two other employes of
the Congo State. Von der Fclsen, the
captain of one of the steamers, and
Schneider, a gunmaker, whose "terms
of serv?e have expired, have peti-
tioned the Government for permission
to settle on the Sauturn river to open
plantations and raise cattle. Dr. Wolf,
to whom their petition was referred,
has advised that it be granted, and has
expressed the opinion that, within cer-
tain limits, selected emigrants from
Europe may safely be allowed and even
encouraged to settle in the same
region.
