minds, worrying their tempers, rasp-
ing their nerves, amd, in case of total
or partinl failure, unnecessarily and
unrighteously shocking and impairing
their self-respect and scholarly ambi-
tion.” General Walker will please ac-
cept thanks all arvound, Think of
arithmeties with impossible problems
in them, which keep the children awake
half the night because they cun't work
them out!™

‘ou had better perform the choking
act and go at once to that “‘land that
is hotter than this,” or else stand on
your head in some of the many ponds
of water on our streets which the
street commissioner has kindly provid-
ed for and soak a while.

They Are Bound To Comae.

Ounr level headed real estate men are
about right when they say that, not-
withstanding our short comn and wheat
crop this year, there will be thousands
of land buyers in Kansas this fall.
Our lands are the best, and taking the
years one after another, the surest to
produce crops of any state in the Un-
ion. The Kansas State Real Estals
Journal makes good argument when it
Suys:

“The value of land must increase as
the demand for it increases. This is
but natural. It does mot require an
extra clear head to understand that the
population is increasing rapidly. It
tloes not require great foresight to re-
alize that the vast public domains
heretofore known as government lands
are almost gone and that hereafter
homes must be bought from parties
to whom the land is deeded. It re-
quires even less effort to know that
with the increase of population, the
large demand for farm produce, the
profit of farming and stock raising in-
creases and makes land a marketable
commodity. Summing it all up the
case is pluin. Land must become valu-
able in all choice portions of the
United States, and where it is cheapest
will be the greatest influx and rush of
trade. Nowhere will this be more ob-
servable than in Kpnsas,™

¥+ Qorn COrop in Eansas.

Estimates made a month ago as to
the corn crop in this state will have
to be revised. The acreage was
largely increased, at least 25 per
cent. over last year, aud most of the
increase is in the newer counties west.
But there have been unfavorable in-
fluences in localities, and they have
operated to lesson the average vield
materially. It is too soon yet to esti-
mate accurately. Our reports, Sep~
tember 1, will afford relinble data.
Tue crop will then be made, and we
can know just what it is.

Reports are varying and cannot be
safely accepted as accurate now, be-
canse farmers are very busy, not get-
ting nbout mueh over large territory,
and weather has not been regular, so
that within short distances different
conditions exist. In one neighbor-
hood, or in one towuship, everything
may look well, while in the next it
may look different. A report trom
either locality would not give a fair
statement as to the whole region. We
must wait a few weeks for complete
returns.

It is interesting, however, in the
meantime, to learn that the prospect
is regarded as good for a fair average
of corn peracre, and that with the
increased acreage, the aggregate yield
will be much above that of any
former year. The Kausas Farmers'
Iusurance company publish reports
from fortysone counties, many of
them showing that corn is matured,
The reports are in response to special
inquirics. Most of those rveceived up
to date of publication are from the
eastern counties, aud they indicate
that the yield will exeeed the aver.
age. Our own advices are to the ef-
fect that in some places the yield will
be enormous, in other fair, and in a
few particular localities of small area,
the erop will be very light. On the
whole, we expect an average corn
harvest.—Kansas Farmer.
