An Interesting Session, But Net as well
Attended asit Ought te Have Been.

According to previous announce-
ment, the institute opened Wednes-
day last at 2:30 p. m. Mr. L. IL
Lusk was made chairman and George
Miltimore secretary of the meeting.
The president made an opening ad-
dress, stating the object of the meet-
ing and the benefit expected to be de-
rived from it. Mr. C. E. Sowle was
appointed a commitiee to keep the
house in order, and Messrs. Levi Gunn,
Wm. Hood and John Price a commit-
tee to distribute programs.

Prof. Shelton, of the State Agricul-
tural College then delivered a very in-
terestin aud instructive lecture on
“The trouble with Farming and the
Remedy.”

“The merits of Polled cattle ns com-
pared with other breeds”™ was discnssed
by Mr. Milligan, Mr. W. H. Newberry.
of the Nansas Furmer, My, John Pas-
coe taking part in the discussion.
Prof Shelton favored all breeds in their
respective localities. “*Dest Method of
Growing Corn’ was disenssed. Mr. C,
E. Sowle was in Tavor of listing and
harrowing well. Mr. . Milligan fu-
vored listidg in rows three feet five
inches apart, and thought the Aeme
barrow the best. J. . MeEenroth
also took part in the discussion of this
project’ favored deep listing. Messrs.,
Briggs and Fish also talked upon the
subject. Mr. Levi Guan favored list-
ing and plowing shallow before listing.
Mr. Sowle preferred planting different
vitrieties, some early and some lute. I
I, ITagen also favored deep listing and
early cultivation. My, Briggs said of
the new forage plant — milo-maize—
it made four tons of hay at euch cut-
ting, can get two or three enttings in u
season, and gel at the rate of fifty
bushels of seed Lo the acre where other
corn was u failure : thinks the fodder
worth double that of common corn.

The meeling then adjourned until 7
p. m., when it was again called to order,
and Prof. Shelton delivered u splendid
address. A vole of thanks was ten-
dered the Professor for his able and
highly appreciated effort. An adjourn-
ment was then made until 9:30 g, m.
Thursday.
